CHURCH ARCHITECTURK.

The first objeot of d:scusdion when the Congress was
organized was “The Church Architecture that Wo
Need, "

Mr. Ricbard M. Hunt was Introduced ns tho first
spoaker.  All nations in all uges, he said, bad dovoted

great attentlon to the shrines und temples of tneir
religion, He then deseribed tho pagan ham lens, pass-
sing from these to the carly Chrisilan basihess, ot
which he guve o minute deseription, Hedwelt on the
churacteristics of the Byzantioe stylo ol architectare,
and described noted edihces, Coutinuing, he truced
the history of church architecture in Kurope, showing
the varwous changes whiol oceurred until the gloomny
Romapesque chureh wns succteded by the Gotlue
eathodral. ‘The speaker favored the crucilorm sty le of
churcl architecture, ond tbhought that the Byzantine
fornished tho most deairnble lorm tor the modern
Protestaat church, Persons should hear In mind 1hat
archaology was nol architeciure, and raditions should
oot be blindly adhered to,

Bishop Potter remarked that the speaker's obser-
vations reminded him ol 4 comment made on o line
echurch in o sister city., It was ouce said ol this that
1t wae a very fine church, with only two delecie—oue
could neither hear nor soe in it (Laughter,)

Mr. Emlyn Lyttell, ol this oiy, read a paper on the
game subjoct, nod was folluwed by Rev, I J. Nevios,
D, D, af Rome, lwly, who resd a paper prepared ou
the same tupic by the lue Reve W. A, MaVieker, D. 10,
It deplored that this was an sge when the popular
mind lavored carved aud gildod sllars and picturesgio
and decorated churcbes, and said it was Detler to lix
the miod on the worship and glory of God, aod not on
the gorgeousnoss of the nlinr,

Rev, C. W, Wary, of Providence, R, I, gpoke on
tho sumo subject, He advocated the I‘Ighung of
churches from the rool, alter the wunner of thestres
or lectore hallg, aod favored the building of churches
wheroe the peoplo could bour the Gospel.

18 Lhe scriptural grounds of o iree Ubureh nnd o lree
Siate, Ideally they are aud must bo ot ugreeimnent
throughout the sweep ol the reciproeal influence,
Actually, historiesily, owiug to the forge ol their
rulers they are often in conflict, He progecded to
tpeak of tho more argent though often loss cbyinous
duties ol the Chureh Lo the natlon apd pociety. The
first and highest duty of the Church in times like
these, be sad, 1w 1o vindleate not only s right
but its moral fOtness te sway all life beneath
sud around it; to be wble e suy 1o he
lower orgoniem of soelety, *“Come up higher; this is
the way, walk ye io IL" The next point made by the
Bishop was that the Uburch must show o lirge wis-
dom and forethought in the application of 118 Inberent
puwers ol cocinl amondment und regeneration. Ihe
Chureh’s best work was at the root of the tree of
gocial lite, not upon 1he digensed brapches or dried
leaves. firat U6 was  the duty of the Cburch
0 romind constantly, boldly, that whatever oo-
beston, continuity, uulty, vitality it hasg, are aue
bofore all else to the fact that ite nusslon ns well us s
very being rests upon the ordioacees of God—thiat s
uremost e 18 essoutislly o moral hie wlien can ue
jound only s It I8 true to the eternnl law, utiering
igelt in providence and history as well as in the con-
seienee of bumanisy; that it can cluim 1he nilegiance
of mau's moral Dalure ooly s L proves isell sub-
ject to moral discipline; that svciely wus created
for sometbing nobler than tho advaucement ol material
intereats or ol wndividual cultare; that 14 18 one of
God's lostruments lor workiug out on enrth of certiin
great ideas forming the essence of ail we kuow of
morsliiy, justice, right, truth, love, lberty. Histori-
eanlly shvee are nmuenyg the eeod priuciples of all eivil
fzation ; theologiesliy they ure among the essential
mttributos ol Giod, Tho social order s
pmply one ol the divice metbods of eluthing
shem with  prociionl  power—setting  them o
motion &8 the wheels of Lumau progress. Al these
aro truths lying back of all questions us 1o whire the
governing power ahall st any iven time be lodged in
s stute.
