The sub-commlileo of Way« and Moans, charged

with the duty ol preparing a now revenue system,
bold lis first meeting to-day. Business men Irom all
parta of tbe country are already writing to Mr.
Wood lor Information as to what tbe scopo
of tbo proposed bill will bo, and as many
as fifty letters are daily recolvcd from ibe
principal cities, giving Information and proflering ad¬
vice cn many parts of tbe customs and Internal reve¬
nue laws. The committee will meet dally in order to
advance tbelr work, but they uo not expect to be able
to perfect it beforo tbe middle ot January next.
At tbis moment, wben the House is delisting tbe

repeal of tbe Resumption act, u is usefnl to know that
In making a schodule of tbo expenditures tbe
Ways and Moans Commttlco will include in
their estimates tbo provisions of law re¬

quiring that tbe sinking Hind shall be
annually provided (or, and also that tbo revenues of
tbe government shall luoludo an annual sum for tbe
accummulation of coin for tuo redemption of logal
tender notes. That is to say the Ways and Means
Committoe are not tbe prey of the silver mama nor

of tbe Inflation fury. Tbey propose to frame a rev¬
enue system Internal and ot customs wbioh shall pro¬
vide liberally for tbo expenses of tbe govemmont and
for all sinking funds and other necessary accummala-
lions of coin.
WHY IMPORTANT NOMINATIONS ARE NOT CON¬
FIRMED.A REVULSION OP PEELING AMONG
ANTI-HAYES REPUBLICANS.
Tbore Is an increasing leeling of Impatience and evon

indignation at the manner in which the most Impor¬
tant of the President's nominations bave beon kept
back by tbo cominuieos which havo thetn In charge.
Committee men, whon they are spoken to uboul this
delay, are silent, though It is said that the nomination
of General Harlan for Jusilco of the Supreme Court is

kept back for no reason that any ono of the Judiciary
Committee knows. There is a good deal ot discus¬
sion privately among Senators about theso delays,
and the sympathy of soma anti-Hayes Sena,
tors is turning toward tbe President on

the ground that he is not mooting with fair troatment
and that It would bo more respectful to him if tbe
Commlttoes should brine In advurso reports and lot
the Scnato dccidc than for chairman to pocket tbe
nominations out ot what looks like more spite. This
feeling Is strengthened by a growing disposition among
k good many of the anti-Hayes Senators to niako up
With the President. Thoy havo opposed him so far,
Dot with tbe idea of breaking down bis administration,
but with the notion of getting him "into harmony
^nth their ideas," as thev snjr. lie troats
them civilly and makes himself personally
pleasant to thom and they have lately begun
to hope that tbey can "mako something out oi him

yet." They aro naturally avorse to a war on tho
President In tho first year of his term, and thoy sec
with alarm that tbey bavo been gradually drawn into
an attitudo of opposition by Souators whom thoy now
believe to bo not for poaoe, but for a lasting war upon
the administration. Tho two caucuses havo had tbo
effect of making tho distinction clear between tho
anti-llayes mon, who hope to gain over the Presi¬
dent, and tbo3o who moan to oppose him, in ordor
to break him down, and so far tbo administration has

gamed by theso meotings. Tbe President has not sur¬
rendered any point, but ho has beun solicitous to show
Senators that bo means to act within tho republican
party, aud that, wnilo he wiii not ubaio anything of
liis policy, no hopes to carry the party with him In us

support, and Is very ready to be friendly to every¬
body who will go with him, or even who will not go
.gainst him.

it happens, therefore, that somo of tbe moderate
sntl-Haycs mon begin to think of separating them¬
selves from tbelr oxtremo comrades. If thoy aro to
follow either Mr. Conkling or tho President, lor in¬

stance, tbey prefer to lollow tbe President Thus ono

of those gontlemen remarked to day, in a contempla¬
tive lone:.
"What 1 am puzzling my brains about is which we

ought to throw overboard, Jonah or tbo wbalo. Jonab,
you probably remember," ho contmuod, "was a Sena¬
tor in Nlnoveb, who tried to break dowu tho adminis¬
tration. Tho whale. In tboso days, was a carnivorous

boast, as tbo new Consul General to St. Petersburg
oncd explained to me out of tbo Talmud, and tbo met
Is thAt if thoy hnd not lluug Jonah overboard the
wnalo would bave swallowed tho wholo ship. It isn't
pii-a.-ant to be swallowed by a whale, and for lny part
1 think tho follows woro not unwiso wben thoy lot
Jonah ovor tbo ship's side into tho water. You to-
member tho rest of them got snlely into port."

It is remarked bore that wbilo tliero is no doubt
about General Harlan's continuation whenever his
namo Isreportod to the Senate, it being thought cer¬
tain that almost all tho republican .Senators us well as

the democrats will voto lor him, tlio loui{ and unusual
delay or tho commltteo over his caso has an injurious
(licet upon public opiniou. People want to know
what there is against Harlan. Members ot tlioooin-
mtttee reply nothing at all so far as tbey know, but
tbo deloy and mystery about It fling doubt upon tbo
character of a man nominated to one ol tho most
exalted positions in the nation nnd set up a pretoiico
at least that ho is not entirely lit to sit on the Supreme
Bench.
On the whole it may bo smd that thero is a unlet re¬

vulsion of feeling which mukos in favor of the Presi¬
dent. Some ot those who aro turning inward him do
not at all givo up their purposes, but bopo that ne

will surrender lo fair words aud adroit management,
and th«l whilo ho will not be moved by tbrents he can

bo wheedled. Others aro weary of a struggle which
brlugs them no Irults. Thoy see the procession
marching on and are getting ready to fall in boforo it
i» loo late.

not affect the right of tbe Senato to accept Mr. Eustls,
his election belne onlirely within the law.
Tbe third ease pendin?, that of General Butler, of

South Carolina, is In substance similar to tbat of Mr.
Resits, with the exception that there is auoihnr
claimant for tbo aoat. Mr. Butlor received a majority
ol all the voles of the joint Assembly, n majority of
all the members elected 10 both house* being present
and voting, and 1a therefore, it Is claimed, according
to the act of July, 1860, duly elected a
member of the Senate. The argument hitherto
advanced by the opponents ol Messrs.
Butler and Eustts has been that a majority ot cach
House did not vote for them. The Senato has alroudy
decided tbat It Is nol necessary, tbo act of 1866 bav
ing been enacted to obviate difficulties of Just such
character, and It was testod In tho caso of the admis¬
sion or Mr. Bright from Indiana. Tne purpose ot tbe
republican Senators In keeping these cases In abey¬
ance 1a apparently to provent a diminution of their
powor in the Senate. Tbe democratic Senators nro

getting restive under tbeso tactics and are consider¬
ing the propriety of ottering a resolution discharging
the committee from the farthor consideration of the
credentials of Messrs. Butler and Corbln. It is under¬
stood that Senators Patterson, of South Carollua, and
Conover, of Florida, with Judgo Davis, of llllnoiB,
will vole to seat Mr. Butler. Meantime Senator Cam¬
eron, of Wisconsin, who Is a member of tho Eleo-
tlon Commlttoo, Is preparing bis report on tho
South Carolina Investigation, which is expcctod to
be particularly pointed against Mr. Butler in charging
his active participation In tbo election troubles in that
State. Tbo republican Senators nro not disposed to

yield the question for a vote wilbout a protracted do-
bale, and under tbe rules of tho Senate may maice
tbat discussion as long as tbey please.

During tho thirty days' which wore sot
apart by mutual consent for tho receipt of popular
subscriptions, the amount of $0,073,230 was sold by tho
Treatiuror and Assistant Treasurer of tho Uuited
States, and subscriptions to tho amount of $60,423,300
were procured through tbe offorts of the contracting
parties.

It was also rumored that it would change lu
machinery mid go into tho manufacture ol otlior arti¬
cles. Tin so reports were generally believed, owing
to the la«t that tbe company lound it necessary to
pass in* reiful.tr pay day last week. For tho protect,
at least, work on tho rilles will bo continued.

'l'hreo thousand guus worn made last week. It has
been customary lor tho Turks lo deposit a large amouut
ol money with a banking ilrm lu London to meut tho
demands ol tho Tool Company. Ol late the Ottoman
government havo been tardy iii arranging lor the
drafts, »Inch has caused great Inconvemehce. It is
sanl that a ve*sel is now lying nt New York, loaded
with rides, reudy lor son, but she Is bouig kept hack
by tbo looi Company until payment lor tbe arms Is
assured. At present the coinpauy has no idea ol
stopping work, and expects to get every dollar duo
from the lurks. llio contract has heeu a very profit¬
able one, but tno company nas been obligod to spend
large sums III lilting no both its lactones in this city.
After Its emnai rassment it had to change Its tuodo ol
doing business.

L'SAVAILAULK AWSKT*.
The tboory of the punlic accounts is that tho Treas¬

urer of the United States shall be charged upon tho
warrant of the Secretary with all moneys received
luto the Treasury, and lor wbiob, whenever roceived,
he is hold nocouutublu until tho same aro properly
illsbursoJ undor some appropriation made pursuant
to law. It lias, however, ocourred (hat, siuco 18;;0,
tho sum of $20,826,833 >>8 over the above amount ot
public money wbiob has beon properly accounted lor,
has, by reason ol deposit ot surplus revenue with
twouty-six Slates oi the (jnion, by deficit, by dofuult,
by tbelt hi various places and by lalluru ol depository
binics, gone Irom the custody ol the Treasurer, which
sums no cannot, Irom the nature ol the oaso, account
lor, and thereby obtain credit therefor on the hooks
ol tho department, and lor convenience, in tbo op.
orations ol the department, this amount la carried
in ttiu accounts n% unavailable. Tun Treasurer tbinxa

Tuo only items ol cash In the Treasury which
tho debt statement includes aro tho gen¬
eral currency balanco and the general com
balance. Iho currency balanco as it uppeara
In tho monthly statement under tho item
"rash in the Treasury, currency," is simply tbo
amount of currency that would bo loft In the Treasury
alter tlie payment ot all tlu- currency domands In lull,
and su also of tho Horn, "cash in the Treasury, coin."
Tlioro is in addition tho uuiounts hold lor redemption
of Clearing lloiiso certificates and coin certificates,of which the amounts outstanding are uotod
in the statoraent. Betides which, not luontloued,
there are luuds to the crodit of disbursing
olllcers, lor tho redemption ol notes of uatloual hunks
failed, in tbe liquidation und reducing ol the circula¬
tion to meet outstanding checks and dralta tor tho
benefit ol the creditors ol tho uattonal banks, tho huU
unco of the live per cent luud and othors. a compar¬
ative statement Is given showing In detail, both In
com anil currency, tlib liabilities ami assets ol tuo
Treasury on September 30, 1870 and 1877.
