POL1CH 'DEPARTMENT DIFFICULTIES.

Ashes, Garbage, Street Sweepings, Scows and
Official Blundering*.

A conference took pUee yesterday In tba Mayor'*
Offlce between several of the Commissioners of city
department* and He/or Kly relative to tbe street

cleaning aad the beat methods te be adopted 10 carry¬
ing on the work. Amoug tbe gentlemen present were

Commissioner ol Public Works Campbell, Police Com¬
missioners Ebrbardt, Wheeler and Nichols; Dock
Commissioners Vanderpoel and Dlmock, Health Com-

mlssloners Chandler and Janeway, Health Officer

Vanderpoel, Corporation Counsel Whitney, Mr. Seth

C. Hawley, Chief Clerk ol tbe Police Board, ana Mr.

MoClean, counsel to tbe samo department, bbortly
aftor eleven o'clock Mayor Ely called the meeting to

order. He remarked that the oonlerence was held In

accordance with suggestions made in certain resolu¬

tions passed by tbe Board of Health calling attention

to lb* filthy condition of tbe street!
pbokkssou chandlkk sxplaws.

Health Commissioner Cuandleb first addressed the
eoolerenc*. He stated that bis Board, which was

charged with tbe duty ol protecting tbe publlo health,
considered that tbe elty, on tba wbole, was in a^tiltby
condition, and bad been so for sevoral months past.
The public bealth was, consequently, much endan¬

gered, and tbo members ol tbe commission Iclt It their
Butv to call attention to tbe matter. They bad no

plan to offer, and simply lelt It a duty Incumbent upon
them to notify tho proper authorities In relation to

tbe subject. Tbe city, instead of being always dirty,
should be always clean.
Mayor Elt.Wus the city worse as to cleanliness

when this resolution passed tftuo It ever was before V

Commissioner Chandlkk said that its condition va¬

ried In this respect. He would not say tiiat It was

.lwnys to dirty. Nearly every week the Sanitary Su¬

perintendent and Inspectors bad called tbeir attention

to it.
Police Commisstonor Whkkler.Have tbese reports

been sent to the L'ollce Board 1
Commissioner Chandler believed they had. Atten¬

tion of the Health Board had also been called to tbe

tact that asbes and garbage wore deposited in various

parts or tne city, t-uch uumplng might go on lor two

.r three weeks before attention was formally called to

the nuisances.

Mayor Kir.1 would like to ask the Police Commis¬
sioners wbetber tbe streets are now iu a worse condi¬
tion than ever before f

PBPBNG'K or THK POLIO* DKPABTMKNT.

Police Commissioner Nichols denied the statement
as to tbe present condition of the streets. More work
fcad been dene during this year than tor many years
previous.

Mr. Hawley, Clerk of the Police Board, defended bis
department In a long speech. Tbe work of keeping
clean tbe streets of a laj-ge city was one of tbe grestekt
(.roblems ol the age. in 187*2 tne Legislature bud
giveu tne Police Department control of mis matter ol
street cleaning In Now Yorkcltj;. The total urea of
streets to be swept was v!50 mites, And tbe total area
to b« gone over in the oolleclion of asbes and garbage
over tnroe nundred miles. Mr. Hawley next pre¬
sented tbe following statistical statement from tho
Bureau of Street Cleaning, lor tbe years 18?8-4-i-0and
part of 1877

From January 1 to October 1,1877, the total amount

expended was $69A«oy 10. During tlie same period
e 078 milea or streets were cleaned; 000,410 loads of
ashea removed; ol dirt, 303,484. 1 oii»l cost per mile
fur cleaning streets during mat time, $9d 60; oast per
load, 72 cents.

Mr. Hswley continued hi* remarks by stating tbat
aixtv-llve or acveiity per o«ut oJ tbe roluso matter
Irom the streets consisted ol ashes, while only ten per
cent composed tho garbage. As to tbe actual work ot
cleaning tbe streets there should never ba a division
of responaibility among tbe departments. Tbat
Icature came luto tbe subject then under dis¬
cussion In an cmpbMio manner. Tbe Board
Of Police had power to remove the reiuso
matte; irom the streets, but they bad no power to
piaoa u anywhere. I his ay^tem had been regulated
by statutes oi the State. Hie great quaation Ihen
arose aa to where It was to be removed to. '1 his ma¬
terial had been held to be so deleterious to health tbat
. law was psssed preventing It front being carried out
to sea unless certain oondJtions prescribed by a shore
Inspector were cpmpUod with. A violation of thost
conditions was set duwo as a misdemeanor. No ves¬
sel carrying a cargo ol sucb matter could pass through
tbe Narrow* except by permission ol mis officer aud
under certain operations oi tbe wind and tide.
Under those rules they were compelled to send
tbeir scows to soa agaiust tbe incoming tide and
to return agaiusk tne outgoing tide. The cost
wits conaequoutly about doubled, from $125,000 to
$140,000 boiug i-xpenuod annually in this particular
wurk. lien were sent out out ou these scows;
Itaey only worked lor about an hour and a bull. Tbe de-
'purtment possessed no power to deposit In Jersey,l.ong Island or Staton Island. The only course left
cpeu lor them was to tow thesoowsout to sea. Tho
¦ireets could nut be clcaned every day. That would
cost over $3,000,000. If the streets were kept as
clean as tbe sidewalks it would cost over $5,000,000.
lie (Mr. Hawley) did not know where the reluse mat¬
ter was to be deposited within thirty miles of tbe
city ol New York without the consent of the
board of Health. Kvcn the employes ol the
department bad been arretted, indicted and punished
lor going out tn the open sou. This shore inspector
bad an immense power in the waters surrounding
hew York. Mr. Hawley compared tho oU.cial to au

"ebipniblooa bumb baJiO.'* The gentleman thou
vent on to auy that he considered street refuse under
tbe present arrangewouu could not be utilized to any
considerable extent. Our ancestors did not oons.Jor
It uuaeie to baud the Battery with tbie material. Canal
.treat and a considerable portion <tf tbe we«t side ot
the city had been converted Into ?oiid land by "Oiling
in" dirt\>r this chiructer. In tbese vicinities the
Siatter was not set down a* pernicious to tho puuho
health. Be claimed that the material could be »aleiy
ased in Oiling in up to low water mark, and beyond
Ibst other matter could be used. The Health and
Police departments ahould agree upou some common
{round ol actum.

Mr. Hawley next alluded to tne subject ol removing

¦new Irom tne streets during winter. A claim w is
raised that the Board ol l'olieo did not remove the
. now. It would cost at lean $1,600,000 to do taia
work properly, 'there was not a scrap of a statute
Compelling the Board to discharge Ibis duty; not a
cent bad beeu appropriated lor sucb au object. I he
departmental estimate tor removlug snow had been
.ti'ieken out from be estimates every year. There
was an ordinance compelling eiiy railroad companies
to throw oil tbr snow irom their trscks; an ordinance
compelling citiseus to clean oil their siuowulks in the
tame wav, and thus snow mid dirt were piled
up in the nilddie o; tlie thoroughfares lor
months at a timet The speaker mn called
attention to tbe raeagrsuess ol the amount allowi d
lor stroetcleaning, where the c.tpMses were now
tnucb larger than in lormnr years. When Bnrlem
Bat* were tiled in the department w»> paid $10 lor
inch scow load. Now iney are compelled to pay $26
lor permission to dispose of cach scow load some¬
where.

Commissioner CHitMbLin rep.ieu to the statements

^et lorward by Mr. Hawiey He contended, witu ail
due respect to the last speaker, mat the argument
meant inerelr '"how not to do it." What our auce<-
ton did ooul not prevail In tbe present instance. It
was a serious fact that chilis and lever were prevalent
In almost every etreet ol the city. Tbere was no ex¬
cuse lot this state ol allalra He considered it
a waate ol valuable material to dispose ot street
refuse by seoding it out to see. Ihere were many
aquares ot lowiauds in the city which could be Ailed
up with it. Street sweepings should be used lor Qlnug
aaakea iota, It was never lound good lor fertilising
purvosee, containing very little horse manure. Ibe
same was traeof ashes. Aslougas garbage was mlx»<l
with ashes and atreet sweepings it could not be mk(< ly
used tor Oiling. That was tbe trouble at Harlem date.
Mad tbe Board of Boaito permitted sucn matter to be
deposited in tnti locality they would be liable to in-
«letment. Thirty or forty yeara must eiat>*«
belore ashes and garbage would decay. Tbe
matter mixht ba used in lining in 4ocxs,
but be (Mr. C handier) would never con-
sent to ita being need on any lot where a bouse was to
be built. Tbe separation ol garbage irom uities aud
atreet sweepings would settle the whole difficulty. 1'be
garbage Oeuid oe aold and toe ashes and street sweep¬
ings used tor Oiling in. Ordlusnees oi the sanitary
code compelled citixesa to separate inese different
material*, in order to do so It became necessary to
use two vessels, i be plan bad been tried lor a afeort
time; but when the carts of the Police Department
went srosnd all the matter was dumped Into one vein
ate, so that tbe Board ol Health had abandoned the
idea ol OvmpeUiug a compliance wita tbe law.

Mr. Hawlky aald that they bad no money tor uae in

tbia dirsctiou. ihe old material of lornier years In
lUe wuy of scows and steamboats had been banded
over to tbe Police Department. He waa ol opiuiou
Inat teu per c«ul or garbage buried tu ninety per ceul
ol ashes aud street cleaniug would not burl auybudy.
Tbe versatile speaker next gave his theories as tu tbe
llarlem flats nuisances. In iormer years, he aaid. tbe
tide used to flow back and lortii In that vicinity,
fart 01 tbe locality was dammed up in Tulrd aud Seo-
oud avenues. Cesspools were ttiui lortned. Tbe tide
was kept b«ck aud these spots were never thoroughly
cleaned out. Tben came tbo coutruo. with tbo l'oiice
Department. ihe street cleanings were dumped
Into ttieae cesspools. It was tbo water and uot
the mailer mat caused tbe disugreeablo odors.
The department sent lourteen doctors lo examine tbe
locality as an offset to low Hoar J oi Health. These
doctors were ol the same opiulun as to tbe cause ol
the smalls. Harlem bad now become as healthy as
nay otbur part ol ibe city.

It was their
duty to Und fuuli where tbe work of street oleauiug
was uot properly done. He thought that under exist¬
ing laws everything could be accomplished that was

necessary.

In one dopartmcnl uotbing can bo dono.
Cuptiin Cum.n'kk, Superintendent ol loo Street Clean¬

ing bureau, said that uurlug the years 1874 and 187tS
the Police Department hud separate carts. They were
not abie to continue ihum because ccrtiilcales could
net be procured trom tbe Hoard ot Hoallb.
Mayor Ely, iu concluding the conference, said that

It seemed to him the duty ol cieauing the streets lay
entirely with the Police Board, and this department
was not able to do any better without the aid ot legis¬
lation. Tbtiy might, therefore, be aole lo get some
legislslion next month In reference to the disposal of
material. The pubiio would be oompellOd to submit
to the present coudllion ot aflairs uutll some remedy
was provided.
Alter hearing a statement from Mr. Charles H. Has-

wuli as to providing steam hopper scows lor carrying
the reluse matter out to sea and a short speech irom
Mr T. N. Butler rolativo to manure, the meeting ad¬
journed.

MADMAN AND EEEi'Elt.

INQUEST ON THE BODY OF NATHAN ODENWALD.

MOBE ACCOMMODATIONS NEEDED FOB THE

INSANE.
At the investigation ot the death of Xafban Oden¬

wald in the lusane Asylum on Ward's Island, wbicb
was Hold in the Coroner*' office yesterday, the Jury
found a vordict wbtcb, while exonerating Keeper
Byrnes In a inoosuro, still holds him culpable of undue
loroe and criminal negiiguno*. In tbe courso ot tbs
inquiry It was also found that there are abuses exist¬

ing in the Institution which require a speedy remedy.
Aooordingto the admission of the gentlemen who direct
It there are insufficient accommodations for the In¬
mates. Tbe apartments are not numerous enough to-
admit ol the taking of proper precautions to separate
tbe more violent patients lrom those whoa* mania is
of a mildercharacter, and In this way insan* people
who on admission to the institution are represented
to be Tiolent are allowed to associate with tbe others
until, by some mad outburst, they prove, sometimes
with dreadful results, tbe extern of tbeir madness.
Keoper Byrnes, when put on the staud yesterday,

toid a plain story ol the case. He said tnat be has
been ompioyed as an attendant in tbe Lunatic Asylum,
on Ward's Island, since the 10th of last April. Ou No¬
vember '28, about tlvo o'clock A. M., be was startled by
hearing somo uf the patients in the large room calling
out, "Byrne*, Byrnes, there le a man killing
another. Hurry up, he is choking bim." With¬
out dressing himself be hurrleo into the room
and fouud Odenwald pressing a patient named Bitter
upon hie bed and clutching him by tbe throat, Byrnes
attempted to drag tbe madman off. Tbe latter was In
a Ireuzv, and rising lrom tbe bed, clutebed the keeper
with a grip that made him writho with pain. Frederick
Lord, another keeper, was brought to Byrnes' assist¬
ance. He succeeded lu separating them, Byrnes rising
in an exhausted condition, while Odenwald wenttobed
again. Later on in the morning Byrnes was called to
the room again by tbe report that Odenwald was lying
upon the floor. He summoned Lord and they both
succeeded in partially dressing tbe patient and placing
him upon a chair. They left him there, but un hour
alter Byrne* louud him in anothor portion of the hall
in an unoonsotoas condition. Be says that
be then told Lord to report the case, but believes that
the uoctor saw udeuwald only when be came to make
bis usual rounds. He also denies having ever usea
violenco to Odeowaid before.

TBS VKR01CT.
Other corroborative evidence was taken and the

Jury brought in the following verdlut:.
"We Aud that Nathan Od -nwald came to bis death

on the morning of November 30, lrom Injuries re¬
ceived durine a struggle with John Byrtes, on the
morninit of November 23; and we hod that, While the
said John Byrnes acted in lelf-deience, undue force
was used by htm and others. We also find aipable
negligence on the part of both Lord and Byrnes, the
attendants, in not assuring immediate medical attend¬
ance lor a man who was evidently In a critical
condition. We can And no negltgenco chargeable to
auy of tbe attending physician* From the evidenco
submitted by the permanent physician wn would re¬
spectfully suggest and recommend further and larger
accommodations lor patients afflicted as it appearatha
deceased was."

Alter the verdict was read Coroner Croker com
milted both Byrnes and Lord to the l'omlis lu Aefault
ol 91,009 bail.

SUICIDE FOR love.

In the bouse at No. 181 Sixth avenue, where you ng
Carl Schmlis in a moment of pique lormed the dread¬
ful resolve ot ridding tbe girl be loved of his presence
forever and carried it into immediate execution, were

yesterday aoaembled the witnesses In tbe case

when Coroner Woltman cam* to investigate
it Florentine Schmits, tbe sister ol the
dead youth, was there, and With her, seem¬
ingly *more endeared by the sorrow which
hud fslion on them both, was Dora Beck, a comely
ypuug tiermnn girl, tor Whom the unhappy Carl had
ended his life. Wore than once, while the Coroner
was making inquiries, be was in terra pted by outbursts
ol tnel from ihr two yount women and when a screen,
winch ooncealed the remains, was rolled awuy and
the dead was shown, pate and wan but with
tbo evidences of youth and Deuuty hovering about
him still, the utlhctioo of the lemale onlookers
was heartrending. The story ol Carl Schauta's un

happy eud was a simple one. I here wore iiu develop¬
ments to startle, no peculiar narrative of ill-placed or

iii-appreciat d uflection. There wan only the strange
revelation thut a youug man, In the enjoyment of
health and atrength, bad been driven to th* rash act
by tbe exchaugu of a lew unpleasant wore* with his
sweetheart.

AS EX-LAWY Ell'S SUICIDE.
Edward A. Maurice, a gentleman thirty-nine years

of age, who was lor years favorably known as a mem¬
ber ol the legal profession, but who for some tlmrf
past baa retired Iron active business, yesterday com¬
mitted suicide by shooting himself in tbe bead,
lie had entered bis oOKe at No. 46 Pine street
during the absence of bis clerk and sunt himself in a
ctoset wuere he put an eud to bis life. Be was found
in it, bis head fai.en upon hie shoulder, the bleod
oozing from a wound in a and a pistol lying at hi*
feet. Coroner Woltman was summoned to tne place
aud there made an investigation of tbe «ass
wmsb will be presented at the inquest
wbicb ii to be hold to-day, Mr. Maurice had for *om*
time resided at No. 40 K.fth avenue, where bis wife
and tour children reside, lie was in good circumstances
aud bad a* Onaueiai difficulties, *ut be aad long
been the victim ol s disease wbicb embittered all bis
pioesares and made him uioody ana dissatisfied with
nfe.

THE EXCISE WAR.

A Triumph for Lquor Dealers Be¬
fore Recorder Hackett,

HIS EMPHATIC DECISION.

Additional Wlluesies Before the Grand Jury.
Proceedings in Jersey.

A bombshell «u yesterdsy (brown iato the camp ol
tbo liquor dialers' loo*. U *u, indeed, . (rand Held

day lor those churned with violations of tba excise,
wbo persistently claim that they ara being ruthlessly
persecuted, and when Recorder HackeU took hi* sost

on tba bunch ol tba Court o( General Sessions, Part 2,
yesterday morning promptly at eleven o'clock, a

breathleaa ailcnco enaued. The court room was

crowded to excess by those whoae Ituereaia
wore so much at stake, and tbe proceed¬
ings In reisrenoe to tbo prosecutions recently
Instituted at the Instance ol Dr. Crosby's
sootety were awaited with evory manifestation of
anxiety. It will be remembered that on JTrlduy last
several liquor dealers irom Fordbam were arraigned
for trial on ibo charge ol violating ihe Excise luw,
among them oemg George Siramonn, James Thompson,
Joseph Moore, W. W. Cburcbill, Jacob Colo, Patrick
Nolau, Michael Cummins and Edward MoCalTray. By
advice ol their counaal, Mr. J. B. Hoakins, (boy all
tendered u plea of guilty, and aenteuce was postponed
until yeaterday in order to allow ol tbo pre-
aentations ol affidavits in mitigation of punish-
mi nt. The accused are nearly all proprietors ol what
Is known us l'roud houses" in tho Tweuty-iourth ward.
Whcu the cuaes were called Mr. Hasklns reu i several
ulUditviis. He ihen earnestly submitted that while tho

accused might be nuiliy ol u technical violation ol luw
the Hoard 01 Excise bud collected nearly $'.160,000.
Moueys colluded by the Board hud bueu buudod to
Hie ony Cbdiuourlaiii aud mrnugh tue proper cnan-
uel bad been ulatributeu among tba charitable insti¬
tutions. tie coutoudeu ti.ut il ihe money* ior licenses
were paid lu good lailh and receipts obluiue i th. y had
tbeir claim* against the Board ol Excise. In other
»3r.s, il tue contracts were not carried
out, tba Board ol Excise clearly oouined
their tnouey by lalae leprosentatfous anu the
accused ou*ht not to be punished lor ibe
neglect ol tbe Board. He would add that tue
society, Wniob was persecuting these men, would
ne veiy lotu to contribute toward tue supuort of me
widow anu orpiian, aa tn« money oi tbe deieudaots bud
dune. tie was tbere aa the irieud and usignbor ol tbe
accuscd, not us tbeir paid counsel, to deieud tnem
against ibo persecutions of a society gotten up lor
political purposes.

Aesisuui District Attorney Raised submitted .
(taiemeui from tbe Board of Exoiso 10 the el!oct tbsl
William Churchill, ol Kihgsbridge road, made applica¬
tion on November 24 lor license to sell ale and beer
and had his receipt; that Joseph Moore, ol Kings
bridge road, fllej an application on November 20 lor
a license and had his receipt; that George Simmons ap¬
plied December 3 lor a license to sell liquors, not to bo
drunk ou th premises, and bad his receipt for $50,
and that James Thompson applied December 3 for a
license and obtained his receipt for $76.

THK kkcohdkk's jcuomknt.
Recorder Hackett, in delivering judgment, laid:.

The affidavits which have boon preaentod lu mitiga¬
tion ol punishment I hare caroluily read. They con¬
vince me I ought to postpone tbe sentence upon Sim¬
mons, McCuflrey, Thompson, Churchill and Moore, lor
the icust.n thut tbey in good faith deposited moneys
with the Excise Commissioners on tneir respective
applications lor license, which the Commissioners re¬

ceived, and the parties believed they were not offend¬
ing by selling anu were right so to believe by tbe
actiou of aworn officials. Every day that tbis
money was withheld from theso men by the
great treasury ol tbe oity of Now York intensifies
the wrong wblch tbo Commissioners have substan¬
tially done these men. I will, tberelore, discharge
thein ou their own recogulzance. Tbe affidavit of
Cole induces me to reluse to entertain his plea oi
guilty and to allow blm to withdraw 11 If his uffida-
vit is true, and the Jury shoald believe It, he would
Sod ought to oe ucquitted. Hut Cummings and Nolan
oIK'rod no particular mitigation except ignorance,
which, of coarse, is uo excuse lor the commission of
a crime. I do not, however, leel justified in infecting
upon these men, who lived in tbe extreme suburbs, a

severe penalty, and so make them scapegoats,
when so many others should bo punished
wbo wilfully defy tbe law and for whom
exemplary punishment should be reserved and
meted out. In the cases oi Cummlngs and Nolan 1
direct a line of $10 each, and the nsnal commitment
In dciault of prompt payment. 1 hare evory confi¬
dence lu the statement made oy you, Mr. Haekms,
lr;»m my long acquaintance with you, and knowing
you to have lived so long in tbe distriet from whlen
these men come you are well able to Judge of tbeir
character and standing. Vou come into this oourt
and advocate tbem as good men, snd 1 am tberelore
impressed with your statement. Simmons, Thompson,
McCaffrey, Cburcbill t<nd Moore are, 1 repeat, dis¬
charged on their own recognismces.

LAT* INFOHJfATIOR.
At the oonolasloa ol the Recorder's remarks, which

were received with evident signs of gratiUcailon by
those In court, ex-Judge culver, counsel tor the Soci¬
ety for tbe Prevention of Crime, rusbed into oonrt,
In almost a breathless state, and said;.
"Your Honor, why, these men have goneon sailing

with their eyea wide open. The society 1 repre¬
sent "

Recorder Hackett.Do yoa charge these men with
having committed perjury ?

THE WAR IN JEBSBY.

1 mean tba violation of tboae law* which relate to the
reiniiiug of intoxicating liquors. It baf long been tne
policy or (bit and of moat other States in tbe Union
to regulate tbe traffic in luloxieailua liquora.. Tuia
la a subject upou wnicli Individuals do aqd
rightfully nay bold opposite »nw* ae to tbe propriety
or decreabieneax of tbe sale and us« of liquors. The
phase of the qucanou wtncU grounded upou moral,
religious. Metal or physical views wo have Very llttlo
to do wnh.
No man, whatever hit notion may be upon tbe gen¬

eral lubjecl of the use of Intoxicating liquora, can nave
any question aa to what ought to be done in tbe en¬

forcement ol tbe law. It is lor the ben
interests not only or society at large but
for tbe beat interests of those who are

engaged In "the traffic, and a rigid eniorcerae.it
ol' tliu law everywhere would eail Irom them com¬
mendation. Do far aa your dutie* are limited by law
ao far are you relieved iron responsibility tu tbe mat¬
ter. There Is a provision of law tbat where tbe
sals ol liquor or licensing of bouses regu¬
lated by elty ordinance and where tbe regulation
ol the aale 01 liquor on duudajr is made y ordinance,
then the ordinary way of indictment is not the proper
one; it la leit to the city itself through its own ordi¬
nances to provide tBo penalty lor violation. Now, In
Jersey City there Is regulation by ordinance for the
licensing or inns and taverns, so that lor suy
violation of tbe Lloense law within tbe limits ol Jer¬
sey City ttio Grand Jury will have nothing, to do.
There is a further regulation lu regard to the salo ol
liquor on nunday by au old ordinance within Jersey
City; but aa at present advised, ao far as I
bave been able to examine the laws and tbe ordi¬
nances on tbs subject, I give the Graud Jury the
view that%so far as old Jersey City is concerned, tbst
Is excluding Bergeu and Hudson City, the ordinance
in respeot to tbe sale ou Sunday is in force, and,
therefore, the Grand Jury has nothing to do
wab that, and 1 speak only now of ttio
indictment for tbe unlawful sale of liquor.
By general law, where it is in cperatiou,
each ofleuco, the aale ol a glass of liquor, Is the sub¬
ject matter ol ludiotmcnt, and lu that view and to
that exteut old Jersey City is exompt iroin the
action ol the Grand Jury, even la tne
caae ol sale on tne Sabbath. But there
U another rule of law that Is general
lb Its spplioatlon to this oounty, and tbat is tbe
habitual sale of mtoxicatiug liquors, beer, wine or
strong drink; the keeping open ol the house and selling
on iiem»nd is a disorderly bouse There Is no douut
sbout this law. It has been doolared over and over

again by the courts, and it will be your duly, geutle*
men, II you Quu that uuy persons k ep thuir bou-es

open lor tue sale oi intoncatin* liquors on ^uuda/» to
ludlct tbein fur keeping disorderly houses. Tue
Grand Jury may now retire.
