TELEGRAPH LINES IN FLORIDA—SUIT BETWEEN
THE WESTERN UNION AND THE FPENSACOLA
COMPANIES—ANGUMENTE OF PERRY BEL-

HO_N’.I.' AND BENATOR JONES.

Tho caso of tho Fensacola Telegraph Company vs.
the Wastera Unlon Telegraph Company was argued
in the Supreme Court to-day by Mr. Perry Belmont
on behalf of the Western Unlon Telograph Company,
and by Senator Jonos, of Florida, on the part of the
Fensacola Telegraph Company. The question  in-
volvea In this onse is Lthe right of the Western Unlon
Telegrapu Company to maintain and operate n line of
eloctric telegraph 1n the county of Escambia, State of
Florida, The Florida company resists this right on
tbeground that uoder i1is charter irom the State it 18
entitled w the sole and exciusive privilege to erect
and mulntain telegraph lineg in said couoty. The
‘Western Union Company bases it right upon the act

wot Congross, entitled “An act to ald in the oon-
straction ol teclegraph lines and to secure to
the goveroment the use of the sume for pos-
tal, military aud other purposes,” approved July 24,
1860. Tnls net wothorizes any telegraplt company oy-
gunized under the Jawa of any State to consiruct,
maintain ana operate lin¢s of telegraph througl or
over any portion of the public domain of the United
Btutes, over and along soy military or post roads ot tho
United Stutes whick have been or may hercafter be
doclared such by act of Congress Mr. Joues con-
tended that the provisions of this sct are not appiica-
ble to & rallroad cnartared by a State upor which the
malls are carried and whicn I8 a post road under the
act of Congreseof July 7, 1638, decluring such reads post
routes. On the other hand Mr. Belmont jusiated that
the act of Congress of July, 1860, 18 a regalation ot
sommerce, und the charter ol the Pensacola Telegraph
