An Order Granting That Only Eighteen
Per Cent Be Paid on Demand.

For some tlrao pant It ha* bcon known to quite ¦
number of person* iu Newark tint the allulrs 01 the
Newark .Savings Institution, one or the oldest end most
popular Uuaooial institutions ol the city, were not In
an cutirely sound coudtlion. liradu illy depositors
(tot wlud of this matter aud beguu a steady drain on
the caehior. Uouerully tho*c who drew their nionuy
bud largo amount* ou deposit and were ol the richer
class ol people. The olllccrs of the buna, as they
state, beguu to be ulariued lust a regular run might
bo mudo on It and Its 25,000 depositor* demand their
cash. In ttio interest of the poorer claa* of depositors
It is stated tbo oMccrg dually, ultor inatura dcllbora-
lion, resolved to applv to tbo Chancellor for relief.
Ye*leru-y, accordingly, tbey did so in ibo form of a
long petition totting forth tbo gonorul condition of the'
bunk and its eiuergenuici.

TIIK I-KUTION or THIS HANK.
