laying his bauds on tho* beautiful girl, suid:."Knielluc,will you be my wile?" "Yes, sir," and this was
tnolr courtship.

NO. 19.KLIZA BOXY SNOW.
A poetoss, and olten called ihe "Sweet Singer of Israel."She Is not a bad writer, her eflustons frequentlyappearing lu tho Deteret Aewt and books.

When Johnson's army lovudou Utah she pat a conundrumto the General In these Lues:.
Why are you in tlisae mountains,
hxpoaed to Troata and snows.

From comfort and repose ?

So doubt tho General gave It up, but tho long poem
of a dozen verses that follows ilio' above opening
was not without merit, and In It she assures us ol the
Mormon creed by saying:.

Young did not llko to
appear to eternity with such a wile, and compromised
the matter by sealing her to himself tor time and to
Joseph Smith tor eternity. He sent her to a bishop
after the oeremony, and ordered her to be snpportetl.
As the old woman admired Brother Brlgham very
much It is doubtlal tt she was satisfied with tho arrangement.

NO. 24.CLARA CUASK.
This is the inuniae wtfo ol the Propbot. Her

appearance Is Important as Instructive to anatomists.
Alt we know about her physical Ills Is from a painting.
Sho was dark, with black hair and eyes, had a rather
sullen expression end was of medium holgbl. When
Yonng tlrst married this strange women ho gavo her
separate apartments und troated her well, but, soon
tiring of her, ho loll her to neraolt, and sho went into
a deep melancholy Irom which she never recovered.
When abo tlrst eutored polygamy sho bad many doubts
ss to the corroctness of her course. For a long time
she bailed between two opinions. When the Prophot
treated her well ebe was huppy, but at the slightest
neglect Bho bocaroo a lnlsaninropa. Sho bad throo
children by tho Prophet, aud approached her lonrib
confinement when shu bic imo Insane, She wanted all
ol the Prophet's time, end, being very bosy, when ho
dented her sho raved. Olten ehn would cry out that
she nad committed an unpardonablo sin und call upon
God to torglvo her. The Prophot laid hands on nor
without avail, fur she cursed lilm to his face. Her
condition wus truly pitiable, aud It was fortunate she
soon died.

NO. 25.AMELIA rOLSOM.
This woman wus the Prophet's lust wife and the one

for whom be gave up all other wives. Amelia Is so
well known and has been so olten doscribed that little
need hero be said about her. A lino blonde, with a
good figure and plenty ol temper, she suffered no rival
to exist in tho affections ot the Prophet, and irom tho
first gave him to understand mat sho alono was to
cooroIo his declining years, she held her placo to the
last and never permuted Brlgbum to marry again.

MISS SELIMA UHSEXIIACK.
Thts lady waa to bucoiuo one ol Brtgbara Young's

wives, hut at the last moment declined to enter the
harotn. Her pareniR camo Irom Switzerland to Utah
and brought with them tv/o children.a son und Solima.Tho young lady was a Due musician, and gave
several concerts, at one of which Brlgham saw nor
and fell violently In love. She sang in
French beautifully and with much power

becamo excltod and sought in overy way to secure
the bunulilul Swlsiglrl (or his harem Siio hoard hiin
plead nls Rim and, it is Raid, being afraid of the Maroionaencouraged llrigham to think it was all right,
but Just when lie thought ho bad her the beautiini
Mi'11 in a skipped out ot Utah and wont hack to Switzerland.Ilrigiiuiu and ho did not care lor tho loss ol the
girl hersell, but ho wanted her sorvices to toaoh hit
daughters the French language. A young man tn the
Prophet's scrvico having aspired to too hand of
Selitna, Young sent lor hint and Held haughtily, "Sho
is not lor you, air. Leave my service Instantly."
The beautiful Swiss also had anothor lover in the personol it lusty Fall.oruinn, but alio did not teem to
care lor any ol them nne, leaving them 10 fight it out,
she roturnod to her "dear Wild mountains beyond tht
hps." 1 do not know what beetmo ol this charming
Sellmo. 1 have written ol the Prophet's wivos as ihcy
were some years ago. since then many ol them liuvo

Luna was wild, and tho Prophet
soon married her oflf to a Mormon gentleman. Lucy
Meoly's sou Hobcr has alroady been moutloucd ns one
ollhoworst boys in Malt Lake. M rs. Wulte »ays
"One morning nltor breakfast Holier, lliou oulv ton or
twelveyeari old, wont Into tno kitchen and uodorlook
to help hiiuscli to anything he could It ml. Mr. Sinlih,
tho conk, .would not permit It, when Hobcr seized «
fork, ond, witn oaths, tried to stab the cook." This
boy and n son ol HnrriolCnok laid n plan to kill Smith,
but failed. Mrs. Hampton, before liar marriage with
the Prophet, had a daughter, Vilule, whom Hobcr Young
and Feramoz Little wunlcu tn marry, bat what uiiltunielybecame ol liar 1 do not know.

Alter singing and prayer they went to
brouklast, which was served in a large bnlt Brigham
sat ut tlio bead ol ino tabK- aod Lucy Docker at tho
foot and poured out the colTec. The children bad aid#
tables, aud their mothers could eat with them il they
wished. It was to all appearances a happy family and
as wall behsved, polite and mannerly as any in the
land. Whatever heartburnings thoro wore or

Jialousios tha women kept them to tbemselvos, and
not even tho boldest dared show her totnper at the
tablo before the Prophet, whom they all looked up to
as a god. Ol laie years Brightm did not cat with
bia wives, bis broaklnsl being simply a bowl of brand
aud radii. on rising each lady put her room in
order, making up the bed and swooping. Alter break'faittho woniou walked out, rang, prayed me piano or
sowed. several ol them ouibroidored bcautilully,
mado oolorcd cloth and wero vory proud of their
huudiwurk. The Prophet kept sovorul carriages, and
tbe ladies could go shopping ordrlvlng whenever tticy
picastfu. in me oruuiun un etui iv iuu imaui,

wnere Brigbatn's wives and children bad reserved
seats.

THE HOTELS AND THE LATEST POLICE OBDEB.

, HEVIVAL OF OFFICIAL VIGILANCE.
The resolution adopted by the Polloo Commissioners

on Saturday Instructing the Superintendent to require
the Inspector of each Inspection district to report In

writing each Monday, by tbree P. M., wlimbcr liquor
had been sold at any hotel In their respeenvo districts
tbe day belore, in violation of tbe law, gave
a renewed Impulse to tbe vigilance to the

The order created alarm as well among the saloon

keepers as tbe hotel proprietors, the former
fearing that another raid was in contemplation,tho result being that tbey were much
more gnardol in opening their doors than on

tho previous Sunday, when they might bo said to

have lost all fear ot tbo'police and admitted the
stranger freely within thotr gates. Tbe saloons bad a

strong suspicion all day that, tbe police ordor singling
oat the hotels for extra supervision was a blind to
lull them into a falso sonso of security, and, consequently,low of tbom were caught napping. Wanderingparties of thirsty Teutons might bavo been noticed
on tho Bowery seeking in vain for a shelter where
beer was dispensed over tho bar. Tbo wary beer
sellers admitted none but acquaintances, and by no

mischance left tholr doors unloosed. Unless, therefore,a man In search of a drink was known to some
saloon keeper he might as well have been on tbe dry
and trackless desert of Sahara, for tbe saloon keeping
mind was abnormally suspicious of a stranger and

prompt to believe him a policeman In disguise. Hull,
toe saloons did a considerable business. Barkeepers
ol late have come to be preternatnrally scnto
iu detecting u wolf in sheep's clothing, and
lewor applications for a drink wore refnsod
than in the early days or the excise
enforcement, when tbe frlgbteuod rumsellere saw ho

enemy and a doieoiive In every one save a retativo or
a bosom friend. Tbe purely beer saloons, whero no

whiskey 1s sold, took nutters more easily, but those
places requiring a hotel license to covor their operationswere anxious to the last degroe. Arrests were
made among ihom in almost every precinct of the
city, and tbe scenes revived thoso which markod tbe
early days of tbe police raids

Tbo rotunda ot tho Asior Houbo was like a banquet

hall assorted, the guests were fled, tbe bartenders
dtad, and all but tho cigar man departed. Tbe parlor
up stairs, where tbo eluoboard used to groan with rare
winea anil liquors, like Bluebeard's closet, was locked
and darkened, nud shut out from mortal Intrusion.
Many n bibulous soul climbed the stops, penetrated

1 think It la tho hotel that violatesthe law when it roltisas to sell such refreshment
to u traveller; and now who Is to say what Is a trav.eller, only tho man that comes hero from California,
and not the man who crosses over Irom Brooklyn?
I tell you it's all wrong."
Some of the hotel proprietors wero certainty In anythingbut an amiable mood over the last order ol the

police. It was painful to the humane mind to witness
tho condition of nITairs at tbo Si. Nicholas. Tho bar
was, or course, rigidly closed, but in the grent wide
space before It, seated nboui small round tables, were
sumo lorly or Ulty guests ol the hotel, merchants and
others, leaguos upon leagues from their own Qresldes,
and, while the very tables suggested rounds ol drink
and baa no otbor purposo in exlsionce but to sustain
the lestlve bottle, not a tnimbleiul ol anrtbiug oalcu.
I.nod to clieor the drooping spirits ol tho travellers
could he scon. It was a inelaukboly mockery, this
sluing within the vory shadow ol tbo bar, within
nrm's length of sulficiont stimulating beverago to
float a man-of-wur and yet be unable to Indulge even
in the smell ol a saturated cork.

Dliks, who tins charge ol tho sSocond Inspection district,In which all tho leading hotels nro shunted, said
he should ask the Comlssioaers to-day to require au

opinion from the counsel to the Board on the vexed
question as to what coustltucs a guest ol a hotel. Ilo
euys It is a very delicate and trying manor tor an ordinarypoliceman to doclde this, and the chances
are that in attempting tbo decision ho might
blunder luto an arrest Involving a suit lor civil
damage*. "As an Instuttco or tbo dillleuliy iq decidingthia point," said Inspector Units, "suppose
a party ol gentlemen take u sleigh and drive out to a
hotel in Morritiinlu. Thoy are at liberty to all down
and en 11 lor ml tho drinks they want uod the proprietorcannot be molested, because these gentlemen
nre recognized as gU'Hs, und yot they may not spend

Michael, who stood by at tnis sad midnight doatb
scene, her own speedy end.

TAN SECOND DEATH.
The day was only hall uu hoar old when old Patrick

rejoined nis Maker, and the good old woman wDo had
been his staunch and courageous heipmoot lor these
long nity-sovou years wus not long In making up her
mind Id follow him. Before that day was over.at
nine o'clock on the oveuiug ol this vorv sumo 18in

THE THIRD VICTIM.
It was a grievous spectacle to see Michael and his

neither could outlive this shock vory long. Miohuel's
wile had grown deeply loud ol the old couple in watchingnnd teudlug them during so mauy years and easiug
their purling hours. Her sorrow wus sinocro and profound.Sho saw her husband, whoso flliul affection was
a marked characteristic of bis sturdy and ruggod,
and, atthesamo, Simo sympathetic uature, stricken
down by tbo cruel loss ot both his parenta aud could
not but share the pang ol his hopeless aUlictioo. In
nursing tbo old couple sbe hud passod sleepless nights
at their bedside una Imprudently exposed herself to
cold, Soou sbo was laid upon the fatal bed of nines-',
ana partly from lue eflocts ot the shook, partly from
the exhaustion which suporvonsd from her exposure,
sbe died thirteen days alter, on Thursduy last, filsl ot
January, at lou o'clock in ibe morning. She wus ouiy
llliy-llvc years old, aud bud It not been lor the preceuiogdeaths ol her husband's parents, tblrtoen days
h«ior« Michael's wile, who caiuo of lone lived slock.
mi hi probably have lived yet many a year. Hor
deuih wa» not cuiin and pouoelul, like ibal of the departedcouple, but attended with puioful struggles,
aud tbe agony of these borrowing doatb-bed Lours
struck wiin such crusliiug loice evory sympatbetic
fibre of bor busbaud'a nature as to leuvo but little
doubt as to the result. Ou Saturday last, February
1, Michael's wifo waa interred in Calvary Cemetery.
Michael had now lost all lie loveu upon earth except
his daughter, and she waa Just at a mue of lile when
she more than ovur hooded lna strong, helping baud
and paternal guidance.

TJIS yotatu AND LAST.
But hta system waa not strong enough to withstandIbis triple blow. For the last six years bis

constitution had been undermined by an afieotlon of
tbe heart which had caused hint uo ltttio trouble,
aud in this condition what be had most to fear waa
tbe eicilomeul of any sudden shock. On the way to
bis wife's funeral bis boaring una manner indicated
uumisiakubly that ho was a thoroughly brokenheartedmnu. "He did nut cry at all," said one of
tho lernale friends of tbe family yesterday; "he
seemed ell peaceful."
"tVhea they lowered bis wife's body Into thegrave,"

said tbe seme luiormaut, "1 noticed that a great
change came over him; begot pcrleotly wbito in tbe
face. And when ibo Am shoveliul ol oarth fell
upon tbe colbn, oh t It was uwlul to look at bun then."
And still bo preserved perlect silence sod uppareut
equanimity.

drawn to a crack tn tbo wall which now was qaito distinctlydeOned. It soomea to bim to widen as ne
wutcbed it and wben be hurried to Falmtor's place 10
warn bun a brick or two came tumbling down. A
lew minutes passed and then the cornteo and a section
ol the wall swayed over and came to the ground witn
a crasn. For a moment the air wue tilled with Hying
fragments ol bricks and mortar and quite
a crowd collectod about tbo building, wbicb, It
was thought, would suffer further dumuge. But the
walls rsmatuud In that position, and it soon became
appureut ihui It was oniy tliu portion noar tne roof
wincb was weakened. To guard against any passer
suffering mishap, tbo sAewnlk was blockaded and s
couple of officers detailed to keep tbe etrcot clear.
Buperinteudout Adauis, ol the Building Department,
was notilled, und be, with Aseisiaui Shea, lound that
the loosening ol tho masonry was mainly due to a

pipe along tbe roof having sprung aleak, from wbicn
tbe water filtered through tbe mortar and
loosened it. Tbe wuigbt ol ico and enow resting
upou It bad completed tbo work and forced tbo wall
out. By the order of tne Building Departraont officials
tbe walls on tne Broadway side were sbored up and
muds secure, allbougb they ero considered porioctiy
ulc.
Tbe armory building belongs to G. Deforest Mantes,

and has been used lor an armory by the regimont for
a numuer of years. The building, a staucb, i-quut
siruciuro two stories In belgut, covering Ihc block betweenBroadway, Sixth avoiiue, Tbtrty-Ulih ana Tblrly-sixthslrcois, is bolleved to bo sound aad no furtnertrouble la apprehended.
