Eastern members only Mosars. Hale and Towers, of

Maine; Blair, ol New Hampshire, and Warner, ol
Connecticut, republicans, and Landers, of Connecticut;Hewitt and Bcebe, of New York, and Cutler, of
New Jersey, democrats, voted for it. 01 Western
and Southern members only the lollowlng;.Messrs.
Tipton, Aldrich, Boyd, Henderson, Lalhrop, Marsh
ol Illinois, Keirer, Garllcld, Coz, Danlord, Foster,
Gardner, M. C. Ktnley, Monroe, Nesl and Townsend,
of Ohio; Conger ol Michigan, Humphrey,
and Williams ol Wisconsin, Smalls of South Carolina,Blsbee or Florida, und Williams, of Oregon.-all
republicans.and Messrs. Springer of Illinois and
Walker of Virginia.democrats.voted against iL Of
the Ways and Moans Committee, Messrs. Wood, Garfieldand Thelps voted against the income tax, and
Messrs. Tucker, Gibson, Sayier, Bobbins and Burchardfor it, and Messrs. Banks, Kelley and Harris of
Georgia, were absent. On this showing tho committee
have probably a majority ol ono la favor of sn income

tax, and, though tho resolution did not got in, twothirdsboing required to suspend the rules, the large
majority Tor It.105 to 8t).will affect the committee.

ANOTHER INFLATION MOVEMENT.

AH INDIAN POLICE FORCE AT THE VARIOUS

RESERVATIONS.BILL OF INDIAN COMMISSIONERHATT.
Mr. Hayt, Commissioner ol Indian Affairs, baa prepareda bill to carry out his Idea ot organizing an Indianpolice lores at toe various reservations, to be

composed of snob Indians as are nest adapted and
most reliable on account of good character to
exorcise authority among their tribes and to
assist In preserving law and order. An

appropriation of $75,000 will be asked to provide lha
means lor making a beginning ot this experiment.
Commissioner Hayl has arraugod a plau ol details for
carrying out bis project which, after provision has
boon made lor tho clothing and pay of the now Indian
police, contemplates tho selection ol one of the chiefs
ol a tribe ol the greatest Influence among his
people, 10 whom will be delegated, in
co-ouerailon wttb the ludlan Agent, the duty
of selccilug the most suitable of tho various tribes as

an organized police lorce to perform tho required
services ol keeping the Indiana on tnelr reservations
and preventing horse stealing and marauding generally,He thinks It will be advantageous 10 both tho
army and the Indians If they are relieved of theli
nrounl relations to each other, and that the

Indiana will be bettor behaverl when removed
(torn the restraint and menace ol ibolr supervision by
tbo army. Commissioner Hnyt baa submitted the
bill to Secretary Schurz, and It will be oflered In a

tew daye in tbe Uouao wncro It Is tbougbl tbe

IMPORTANT BILLS INTRODUCED IN DOUSE AND

SENATE.
The following bllle were Introduced In the Houee

to-day
By Mr. Covert, of New York, providing for a revlelonof the Revised Stain tea, wbereby every privnte

eoldler,officer, marine or aearaau thut served ninety
days in tbe United Statea Army daring tbe recent
rtbellion, ana who received liononblo discharge,and baa since remained loyal to tba
government, shall bo entitled to enter upon
and receive patents tor a quantity of public lands not
exceeding ISO acres, or ono quarter section, along tbe
Hue of suv railroad or other nubile work uot other-
wis* reserved and appropriated. The bill allows aucb
homestead settler ten years niter looming bis bomesteadand filing bia declaratory statement witnin
wbicb to make bis entry and commence bis settlement
and Improvement.
By Mr. Sholi«y, ot Alabama, authorizing the Commissionerof l|gtrioulture to appoint atoininission, consistingof three aolantills agriculturist*. one each I rum

Alabama, Loulaiaos and Texas, wboao duty it shall be
to Inquire into the origin, bablts and best means ol destroyingtbo ootton army worm, ihe compensation of
tbe commissioners to bo $1,600 each per annum. Tbo
bill appropriates $10,000 to defray the expenses of
said commission.
By Mr. Southard, of Ohio, providing tbat on and

after January, 1879, all customs duties may bo paid In
legal tenders.
By Mr. Riddle, of Tennessee, proposing an amendmentto the constitution wbereby tbe President and

Vice President may bs elected by a direct vote of tbe
people and providing for a second election lor mo
two persona receiving the greatest number of votes if
neither reoelved a majority ot ail tbo votea oast in tbe
first election.
By Mr. Sexton, ol Indiana, providing tbat any receiveror otber person operating, rnnning or controllingany railroad or otbor corporation in any of

tbe States of tbe Union, given by any of tba courts
of tbe United States, abail be amenable to tbe procsea
and inilffmihl of iha court of the MTtnl StaLfiu
through which Mid raitroed ubeing run and operated,
or In which Mid oiner corporation may bo doing business,lor any act done or liability incurred subsequent
to the order decreeing tne appointment 01 a receiver
for such corporation.
By Mr. Guktke, of Arkansas.Investing certain Indianswith citizenship. It provides that all parsons

wbo are by blood and descont Indians aud citizens or
members ol the nations and tribes of the Cherokee,
Creek, dcmlnolot Choctaw and Chickasaw, including
all Datawares, Shawnoes and Kicitapoes residentin said nations, the Shawnee*. Menecas end
Tuapaws, Otlawas, Woas, Peorist, Wyandottee and
Caddos, resident tn wbat is known as tho Indian Territory.and any Indians of oiner tribes living with and
recognized as members of snld nations, sball bo reoogmzedas United Stales citizens.
By Mr. Mills, oi Texas.Providing that heroafter

all bonds whlon may be sold by tho Secretary ot tho
Treasury shall be made payable, principal and interoet,
In gold, sllvor or other legal tenders at the option of
tne government.
By Mr. Ccuminos, of Iowa, promising the extension

ot the Jurisdiction ol tho Court of Claims. It extends
to said Court Jurisdiction (o boar und detornuno all
private claims against lbs government except uuch as
may arlsfe trom or grow out ot loss or damago resultingfrom the late civil war, which may be referred to
It by Congress.
The bill introanoad In tbe Senate to-day by Mr.

Spencer proposes to incorporate David S. Draper, of
Connecticut: John B. Brush nod Lyman Kiniore, ol
Now York; J. J. Noah, ol Tennessee; \V. A. Loveiand
and John Tuck, ol Colorado; T. L. Kimball and S. H.
Clark, of Nebraska; C. A. Broadwater, of Montana;Anns* R. Converse, ot Wyoming, and others
as a body politic, under the title ol the
National Pacific Railroad and Telegraph Company,
with a capital ol $35,000,uOO^ to construct and opora'lo
railroad and telegraph line* from Cheyenne via Fort
Laramie to Do&dwood, and Irom Fort Laramlo via tho
Yollowstone to Helena, M. T., and thence to tho PacificOcean on tho coast of Washington Territory.
The bill grants tbe right of way and the
use ot timber aud other materials from tbe
public lands; also the right to Issue mortgage
bonds to the extent «t $25,000 per nille secured by
proporly ot tbe compauy, and exempts its property
from any and all taxation lor ten years alter the completionof the line. Tho work ol construction is to bo
commeuced within one year and prosecuted at the
ruts of fifty in Ilea per year until tho muiu lino roachoa
Helena. Authority Is given to consolidate or make
arrangements with other railroad companion.

any month slnoe the resumption ol operations in 1876.
In Jnuuary, 1874, the collections were $121,057 30.

Mr. Batard, (deiu.) of Deb, tneu look the floor and

apoko iu opposition lo tne Silver bill. He sata a care-
lul, prolonged and conseleotlocs examination ot tie
manor now bolore tbe Senate bad confirmed bid beliefto.u tbe pannage ol aucb a ineaeuro would lead
iba Aiutncau people to anil greater disaster thau they
bad yet experienced In tbelr financial policy. He
Inliy appreciated tbe preaent diatroa* ol tbe people of
tbia country and be wua anxious to atraiu every
nerve to aecuro relief for ibem, but be must oppose
all measures like this, wblcb would only revive and
expand tbe very evila irotn wtucli tbu people now
aougbt rebel. Tbere were no trouble! aa seriousaa tboae wblcb accorapaolad a false
system of money. Ho spoke at aouie
lengtb In laror of a stable curreucy anil
said ws tbould nave a currency wbicn would circulateeverywbeie and maintain a fixed value everywhere.He nettt referred to competition in trade, and
said tbe United States waa tbe gardeu and granary
ol tbe world. How should ws dlspoaa of tbo great
surplus, and bow should ws compete for control ol
tbe markets of tbe world without a fixed and stable
currency ?

THE LKfldX TINDIE It ACT.
He next referred to the Legal l'cudsr Act of 1M2,

and said he hoped that the groat mistake ol issuing
money of no Intrinsic value end insisting tbst it
should be a legal tender lor all debts would not
bo repeated. Our government bad been called
ono of limited powers, but be know ol uo act
ol more unlimited power than that ol
lhti'l He held that tbe sufferings in this land
to day were oauseu by tbet terrible dcpariuro Iroiu
wisdom In finance. How could uiouoy ol no tuirinsic
value compete wltb money having intrinsic value?
Acts ol Congress making things ol 110 valuo legal tenderwere but shuts and contrivances wniob In the end
were doomed to disappointment, as history told tbey
always bad been. He believed that but lor tbe proseut
agitation caused by Ibis sllvsr discussion tbe minimum
gold coins of our ooaotry would have be^un bo make
their appearanee, and so all doubts as to fluctuation
would have ended. Tbla present bill propooed to coin
silver dollars of a standard niue-teuthi fine, weighing
412& grains euob, and to cull them unit* ot value, or
dollars, in tbe American currency, and to make
ibem unlimited legal tender* ler all debts.
Tbls has called in debate a restoration of the silver
dollar, the dollar ol our fathers; and yet It seomeu to
him lb at tbe grave consequences of such uu act could
not be coniurnneuueci or iv would not bo so unacstlauoglyurged. He tlieo reierrod to too aouou
ol England, Germany and otber European couutrlos in
regard to tOe mlopllon ot the silver-gold standard, and
read a recently published despatch la regard to
Frunoo auspouding the ooiuago ot silver.

Mr. Matthews, (rep.) of Ohio.Tho vole In tho
French Assembly was to restrain me coinage of silver
on private aocouut and uot on government account.

THK DKMONKTIZINO ACT.
Mr. Bayard, resuming, suld he aid not so understandit. Continuing his argument, he rcferrod to the

act ot February 12, 1873, demonetizing the silver dollar,and said it had been deuounced in the Senate.
without Intending auy disrespect tie tnought
Ignorantly and uucbaritaoly.as the cause
of the decline In the prtoe ol sliver.
He denied that the act bad anything
to do with the decline In the price.
All the hosn about the dollar or our lathers which
bad beeu rung over the land amounted to nothing.
He quotod lrotu a table as to the number o( silver
dollars coined at vurloua times, aud said be wanted
the people to see that irom 1804 to 1833 their lathers
did not coin sny of inein.

Mr. Withkbs. (Jem.) of Vs., asked If two ball dollars
tbeu coined did uot make one dollar?

Mr. Bayard said the cry ol the Senator had not been
for tho hall dollars ol bis lathers. It had beeu lor the
dollar. Continuing his argument he said the number
ot silver dollars eolnod Irom 1841 to 1851 was utterly
lusuthcient to be cousidered In tho circulation ot tho
country. He claimed that the act of 1873 was deliberatelyand wisely passed by Cougresa No wrong
was done to the American people by the passago ol
that act, as bnt 8,000,000 silver dollars had been coined
prior to its passage.

Tillt TRAI>8 DOLLAR.
He uext referred to the sot authorizing tbs coinage

ol tho trade dollar, and, commenting on tho fact that
1,500,000 oI such dollars had been sent East, where
a protli uaa been made upon litem, said by their IntroductionInto our currency tnese dollars, which cost
the owner ot tbo bullion about ninoty-two cams, cost
the poople who took them 100 cents. Certain It was
ihui ibo poople of this country, so lar Irom being deprivedof that which was ol value to them by Congre»a
ceasing to coin the silver dollar of 412)£ grains, had
only boon wronged by the coinage ot toe trade dollar.
The pending bill might he oalieu a measure lor the rouioDetlzaliouol silver; but It was cortsin to bo a decreelor tho demonetization ol gold, as no man would
uso the more expensive metal.
