ot the daughter of the doceaaed's brother. They were
all naturally reticent as to the reason why their relativetook bla life. Coroner Woltman, who was notifiedol the occurrence, made an investigation and

Coroner waa Jane Willis, wbo testified at follows:.

I reside at No. ISO Second avenue and keep a boardingbouse mere; uuceasea was a stranger to me; be
