for pumplog from the Oswego apd Erie ennuls, and
also what amount of 1 in imposed upon forelgn
salt, and also If the effect of the present toll on for-
elgn salt 1 oo injurious to the trade of the city of
New York with the West, and causing shipmonts via
New Orleans instead of by canal. § Adopted.

Also requesting the Auditor to report to the
Housa whether there may nol be considerable
reduction in the nomber of welghmasters and
collectors, with thoir assistants, hitherto in the ser-
vioa of the canals, and also, on consultation with the
Btate Engineer, whether the services of the engi-
neers, resident sond divison, and of the survey-
oré may not bo dispensed with, with no detriment
to the proper care und effleiency of the canals,
Adopted, ) .

PRISON HORRORS

New Jersey State Prison Investigating
» Committee at Work.

SHOCKING INHUMANITIES EXPOSED,

Convicts Tortured and Burned
; Into Submission.
