THE CLAIMS OF THE GREEKS.

WHY THE LITTLE KINGDOM HAS TAILED.WHAT

OUGHT TO BE DONE BY A EUBOPEAN CONFLUENCE.
Fitly years bay* elapsed alnee by tbe treaty ol July,

1627, tbe Graeks, in what is now known as their kingdom,obtained their Hidepen (lcucc. Three years later
it was agreed, on tbe death ol Capo d'lstrlos, lo oiler
tbe crown to some European prince. It was ttret
offered to Prince Leopold ol Saxo Coburg Goiba, but
wasbyblm refused. It wus alterward offered to and
accepted by Oibo, a younger son of tbe then King of
Bavaria. For 400 years tbe Greeks had groaned under
tbe cruel tyranny ol their Turkish oouquerors, and it

was only alter au almost unbroken and bloody sirugglo
ol seven years ibui they had commanded tne

sympathy and support ol tbe great Powers, and
mainly through the influence of Great Britain, France
end Kutaia eeoured their independence. It wus

earnestly hoped and oou fluently believed by Many
that the little klngdem thus emancipated from Turkishrule would reveal some becoming vitality, and
that her citizens would so assert themselves us to

In his contracted territory, and the Creek of tne outlyingprovinces Is compelled to submit to his Turkish
master.
During the progress of the war which is now ended

last taken up arms to assert his own rights, aud n is

need, he will uot he lound without a Iriend. It is nut

however, that such fortune is tbo result ot any want
ot capacity in tuu Creeks themselves. The so-oulied
luiiure ol the little Kiugdutii, in lucl, Is to be lound in
cuui-cb altogether diUereut.
