Driven Frantic by Grief.

INVESTIGATION HELD.

A LEGAL

The Prisoner Sent to the State
Hospital for Treatment

In the Court of Common Pleas yesterday ann
Robinson was calied upon to decide as to thesanity of
& mau who for tbroe weeks bas been imprisoned iu
Ludlow Street Jajl, and whose unbappy condition I8
thouglt to be due to his brooding vver lhe injustice
of bis confinement While an impression exists lo
the minds of some that the sulleror prior to his locar-

was eonfeebled mentally, the evidence of
allagwho wero Inumately associsted with him
poinis at ooriification acd worriment as tho
cnusos of his nsanity, The malady wus ko sudden
and Its offects manifesied 5o soon aud 8o paipably
tbat the partics responaible for his confinement wers
unprepared to credit (is existonce at all, and chose to
believe, rather, Lhat the prisoner was shammiog mad-
nows in the hope of securing reliet [rom prosccution.
The verdict of a commission in lupacy aud the testl-
mony of the Prison Warden, bhowever, eatisfled
the Court vesterday ol the man's losanity. Io
pocordubce with n motion sobmitted by Mesars
Vauderpoel, Green and Cuming It was ordered
that tle prisouer, J. Earle Patoam, ba discharged trom
tbe custody of the Sheriff, tn bo placed In safe keeping
and conveyed to the Hudson River Stato Hospital for
the Ipmsne, thas Insustution boing the asylum ap-
poiniod for the county ol New York, there to remain
i1l restored to his right mind. It was further ordered
that ufon Putpam’s discharge tho Shorill he releascd
from llabllitv as to his custody.

WARDKN WATSOX'S AFFIDAVIT.

Judge Robinson, I givliog his decision, atated tha
he bhad approved the certificates of Drs. O'Brien
and Megsemer touching the case, snd balieved that
the tollowing afidavit of tne Prison Warden made
Puiloam’'s insanily appareoti—

of, Wiliam Watson, tesiify that I am Warden of
Ludlow Street Juil, and as such have charge of all
prisoners confined on civil process. 1 nave received
and pow have in my custody oneJ, Earle Puloum,
whom 1 hold by order of the sherill of the city and

county of New York under an order of arrest
issu o this aetion requiring bLim to  be
‘held to ba!l, which he has mnot given. The

rnid J. Earle Putosm sioee his imprisonment has be-
come {nsaue #o as Lo render hig lopger remaluing o
my custody dangerous not only to himselt bul to the
other prisoners. At times he s very violent, requir-
1og the united efforis of Uve or 8iX men 10 contine bim
in bis cell, He has eaten nothing for several duys, so
that, as [ am Informed by scyeral modical men, be
sbould be placed under proper medical ireatment and
conlined |o sSome asylum, and not ve left where hix
Eymplomns are becoming more and more serious,'

McGovern., Only three weeks ngo the manino who
esterduy aescended the steps ol the jJall and cowered
ck iuto the carriage prepared lor him appeared
in coury under arrest a_ iull, bandsome lellow,
the very embediment of hLealth and strength,
Ho wus fully six feet Iu betght, bad jet
black hnir and musiache, and seemed 10
po enjoyment of full mental as woll as
bodily vigor, The man who yesterday emerged from
tho keeper's room was gaunt and baggard, with
1buggy bair, supken eyes, wan features, l'ulnnm wag

sell yesterday morpiog after a wild paroxysm woru
sut and pussive, und when the Warden conducted him
0 Lhe garrisge ho qoietly submiiled lo what he was
told to do, und seted like an suiomaton rutber than a
man. His appearance seomed amply sufliclont to put
all doubis us o his mental condition to rest. Oo ihe
four o'clock iralu the party started lor Poughkeepsie,
where the Hudson River State Hospital is located.

ALLEGED BLACKMAIL.

ATTEMPT TO VICTIMIZE THE PRINCESS BOUVO-

in the story. The Princess Souvorofl, accompanied
by ber cousin, Count Loopold Kolowrat, arrived in
this country about a month sgo, and hus sipse been
living very quiesly at she Windsor Hotel. Toeirinoisa
eame to this country for her bealth, and declinod
nearly all invilatious to go Ioto society, alinough
occaslonally she las visited the operaand gome of
the large public baile,

An stiachd of the Hsnanp calied ycsterday aftornoon
al the Windsor, and being provided with an introduc.
tiun o the Princess was kindly accorded an Interview,
during whioh the [ollowing conversation ensued :—

He did novcomplain for a
while, however, and omly lost beart whea he recelved
a letter amid to be irom a young lady be was en-
goged to.  O! course the conteuts of ihis cpistle
were o secrel between the prisoner and the writer
of i1, but his eudden despondency alter 18
perusal &un color to n story that it was a deciioation
of his afllanced 10 contipus hor eogagement with »
person confined as be was, Howover that may be, It
s certain that Putpam’s spirits loeft him. He becams
moody and restless, paced the corridor {rottolly and
compiuinoed of & pain in his head. On this Dr. Thomas
F. U'Brien, the pbysician ol the Jail, was sum-
moued Lo attend bim, The man was io &

itiable state. He said he was racked with paln
Enl.ucmod uoabia and disinclined to describe hia
symptoms. The Docier exuminedghis head and found
o0 ove side ol 1L a peculiar indentation, soemiugly the
restiit of romne serious wound received years ago. He
inquired of Patoam the pature ol the indeniation, but
the Inttor seemed retieent ana would on.y say, *‘Ob,
1do not know bow (L ocourred. [ suppose I wus
wiruck or somethiog."

Aboub n week ago the iomutes of the jail were
awukened one night by drendlol sbhrieks and & hoarse
ery for hoip. The keepcrs hurried to learn Lhe
cause of the clamor ana fouud it issued !rom Puls
pam’s cell, He had drawu bimsell up sgainst Lhe
wull upd was sorinking from the attack ol some
imaginary assassin, Tlhe keepers iried to pacily him
aod partinliy suceeeded, but witer that he pever fuily
regoverod his (nouliies, When Dr. O'Brien camo next
moroing he went to the patient’s cell aud was
surpriscd ot the chaoge thab bad occurred o him.
His eyes were wild uod ghtterivng, and he kept roiliog
them ubout us though looking lor some sudden danger
that was threstening him.  The doctor tried Lo draw
him 1nto eoaversatiun, sod at once discovered Lbat
the man wus sunject to wild delusions about himself
and nis sorroupdings. He told with an air ol
pecrecy that be had Jathomed the secret of his
imprisonment. The keepers, he sail, had muor-
dered dhe womasn he luved and they bhad buried
bor body 16 s hedp of snwdust wtilch Iay 1o an adjois-
