A MEABURE TO ECONOMIZZ IN THE USE AND

CONSTRUCTION OF PUBLIC DUILDINGS.

Mr. Hchleicher, ol Texas, has iniraduced a bill for
economizing in the usw spd construction of publie
bulldings all over the couutry. He finds, he says,
that the government hae bogou & large number of
custom bhLouses and other publie bulldings in the
large cities East, West and South, work on many of
which bas been stopped [or luck of appropriatious
which sre passed o tbe apnual sppropriation bills,
Meoantime, be also Onds thas tho government, while
walllng for the completion of these buildings, I8 pay-
ing sbout $1,000,000 per annum as rent for private
bulldings which 1t needs. His proposition Is to capl-
talize this $1,000,000 at (ve per cent, raike $20,000,000
on bonds, and with this sum complete all the needed
bulldings withim a year. The §1,000,000 now paid
out would then Le paid ag interest on these bouds, and
asmall sioking lmod would exiinguish the whole after
some ycars aud Jeave the government in
posscssion us owaner of (the accommodations
it neods. He urges that this would be, in the lan-
guage of raiiroad men, separating the consiruction ae-
count from operating expenses; that il would cause
b important economy, and that, bath labor and build-
log muterials belug pow cheap, It 18 a time In which
auy caplialist peeding houses would prefer to balld,
Mr. schloigher meuns to push his bill, which fods s
