Austrian tress dissatisfied.
The Vienna newspapers are dissatisfied with the

peace conditions as far as they are known. The
papers express the opinion that the most dimcultphase of the crisis is yet to be passed.
They say that nobody wishes to disturb the
great result of the war.the liberation of the
Christian*; but, while the demands calculated to
lead to a conflict with England have been dropped
by Russia, similar consideration has not been
shown for Austria. It Is stated that Count AnBrassywill muke a full exposition of his policy to
the delegations which will meet during the present
week, probably on the 7th Inst

the rrssian occupation.
A special despatch lrom San steiano says:."The

amount of tribute to be paid by Bulgaria is not to
be fixed lor two years, during which measures will
be taken to ascertain the resources and revenues
of the country, which will bo occupied by 60,000
Russian troops two years or until a native army
can be lormed and rendered capable of maintaining
order. The tribute, wnen fixed, will go toward
paying the Russian war Indemnity.

bulgaria's future.
"The ultimate form of government, whether conititutionalor absolute, will be decided purtly by

the Bulgarian Prince and Assembly and partly by
Europe. Serria will have Nish, but not Wtddln;
which will remain Bulgarian Thessaly and Epirua

REDUCING TUE TIME.
The Vienna correspondent ol the Times tele,

graphs as follows:--1"The time of the Russian occupation"of Bulgurla has been reduced to eight
months, ana the western extension of Bulgaria
is reduced so as not to include,. Vie railway
from Salonlca to MitroviUa. Negotiations relative
to the meeting ol the Congress at Berlin have
been proceeding between Vienna, Berlin and St.
Petersburg. The project will be submitted to ail the
ot her Powers and if they accept it Germany will issue
formal invitations. The Austrian government Intendsto demand the vote of creutt from the Delegationson Friday, as well as 60.000,000 florins for
the use, should circumstances require H, ol the
Minister of War. Three millions is to be demanded
to be used under any circumstances."

UH01NU THE VOTE.
The Austrian government is making every effort

to secure a majority of 15 or 20 in the del egatlonsfor the vote ol credit, and seems confldent
ol success. Even the Hungarians are gradually
beginning to acquiesce in the annexation scheme.
A report is current that tne Austrian troops have
already commenced a southward movement.
