Hooter has whtten several letters since his arrest,
and In one of them, addressed to a nophew, occurs

this passage. He speaks of his possible hanging:.
I intend to dr op just aa easy us I can and he just as

quiet as lean. 1 will not even wink, so that tliey
will think 1 am dead sure. They oan't bang a man
twice lor the same crime, you know." He seems to
Hint bore at the possioillty oi resuscitation.

It Is also worthy of note that bo bas spoken to his
)nlors several times about hanging, and on the uigbt
ot bis arrest, as he was being taken to Camden by
Yoder and Daubman, he ''interviewed" the .Sherifl as
to whether It hurt much "to have one's neck
stretched.''
