The publigation of a young poet's first productions 1s
always an lnteresting event in she lilerary world, and
it i, thersfore, with much Inierest that we open &
volume eptisled, ‘“‘Fantasy agd Passion,” conia‘ning
the first collested eodition of Mr. Edgar Fawceit's
songs and sopnets (Roberts Brothers, Boston) Mr.
Fawcelt is pleasantly known to the reading public by
frequent contributions to the varous megazioos, BO
that tho verses comprised in this newly published
volumo will- be tamiliar o many eyee. Not & few of
them are qute pleasing, while o suffer somoewhat
from over-or and artificial Indeed,
tho difliculty with & lerge number 18 & lnck
of poetic simplicny. Tuey abound In 1meges
and oconceits, wupieh nlmost cestroy 1ihe eflect
of vecasiopsl hopes of tepaer thought nod grace-
ful dwetion, 1o mest of ihe poems ihere scems
to be s streuming aftor effeciive epithels, siriking,
dosoriptive adjectives. A fow quotations will serve Lo
iilustrate this peculiarity, which I8 ihe chiel super-
ficial fault of this young poet—‘‘meagre moments,"
#ym it8 blacknoss of aarkness,’’ ‘*mellow mipglement,™
“polgnaut air,” “sugust, unnavigable afr,” *sdull,
disfunturing leprosy of drouth,’”” ‘‘ibe anpoulling
spow,”  “illimited love,' ‘‘ferwidest lavgumge,"
