Sir Stafford Xorthcote, Chancellor ol the Ex-
chequer, In reply to a question by I.ord llartlngton,
Haiti that .\ circular has been sent to the Powers by
the British government explaining the views or
the government regarding the present position
01 ailalrs. Tills circular bears date of April l and
Is signed by the Marqnls or Salisbury, it sum¬

marizes all the recent correspondence, and, arter
giving Russia's refusal to consent to England's
demand relative to placing the treaty ad a whole
beiore the Congress, continues as follows

A CIRCULAR TO TIIK TOWERS.
Iler Majesty's government deeply regret ltus-

e a s decision. Even if a considerable portion ol
the stipulations of the treaty were llicely to be
approved, Kussla's reservation relative to their
discussion would, nevertheless, be open to mo4
serious objection. Every material stipulation or
the treaty Involves a departure lroui the treaty
or ism, and by the declaration signed in London

1871 11 is impossible lor Her Majesty's gov¬
ernment to acquiesce in a withdrawal rrom the
cognlzunce or the Powers ol articles which are
modifications or existing treaties, the combined
effect or the stipulations upon the interests ol the
1 owers also lurmshes a conclusive reuson against
separate discussion of any one portion or them.
By the articles relative to new Uulgaria a strong

stntc wm be seated under the auspices and
control of Itussia, who will thus secure a prepon-
derating political and commercial influence in the

STAMUOUL AND TIIK ARMENIAN CITIES.
The territorial severance of Constantinople irom

the European provinces still left under its govern
ment will deprive the Porte of any political
» rength which might have been derived rrom their
possession and expose their Inhabitants to serious
risk or anarchy. The acquisition ol Bessarabia and
Latoum makes Ituisiu dominant over alt the
riclnlty or the Black Sea, while the acquisition of
the Armenian stronjfholds secures her influence
»ver the population or the province and enables her
to arrest trade lietween Kuropc and Pcr^ut

the indemnity.
The indemnity stipulated lor Is evidently beyond

Turkey's means, even not considering the portion
or her revenue hypothecated to other creditors.
Its moue ol payment being vaguely stated, it may
thus be demanded immediately, left to weigh down
the Porte's Independence tot many years com
muted ror more territory lor be made the means or
entirely subordinating Turkish to Russian policy.

AN ENll or TIKKKY.
The Combined effect or the treaty stipulations is

to depress, almost to tho point or entire subjection
the political Independence or the Porte, it cannot
be otherwise than a matter of extreme solicitude
to Great Britain that a government whose lormal
jurisdic tion extends over geographical positions of
the ileepcst Interest to her should be so closely
pressed by the political outposts of a KrcatI'
superior Power that its independent action and
even existence is almost impossible.

HUM TO THE KNIt.

He probably discovered tbat Austria
la too anxious lor European condemnation of tbe
Treaty ol Sail Stefauo 10 enter Into uny bargain
about It wltb Russia alone, wblcb would seem to have
given It Austrian sanction.

TUK FKOIUHLK KKASQSS.
"This was probably because, alter Euglaud's deter¬

mination singly to resist that portiou of tbe treaty
unacceptable to her, it was bardly worm while lor
HbsiIi to surrender that lur^e portion of it unaccept¬
able to Austria without knowing whether she would
bo able to maintain uny of It or not, Tbe peace-
at-uny-prico tendency is still, however, very
strong In Vienns. Herr Tt»za's visit here was ar¬

ranged belore Saturday's demonstration In tbe Hunga¬
rian Diet, aud is not, therefore, iu consequence of it;
but it may be supposed tbat IJerr Tisza will taiui tbe
opportunity to represent to Count Acdrassy the state
ot public opinion lu Hungary."

AM ACSTKO-UUMUAKIAS CX DKltSTAKlliXO.
Another Vienna despatch says:."Au exchange of

views bas recently been proceeding between tbe Aus¬
trian and Hungarian governments upon the expedi¬
ency of laying stress upon tbe economic interests of
tbe monarchy In the States ot the Balkan Pen-
lnsals, tbe navigation of tbe Danube, tbe
Junction ol tbe Austrian railways with those In
abutting teri itory, and tbe cousular and postal ser¬
vices lu such territory under whatsoever government,
Tho negotiations are not ooncluded, but regarding
the railway question It Is already agreed that the
monurcby shall eLeigetlcally demand the construction
ol a railway between Soil;', Nish and Senilin and the
completion of tbo liosnlau railway system."

WHAT TUK TKKATY WOCLD 1)0.
This is in con.onanco with tbo reported decision ot

tbo Committee of tbe Austrian Oeneral Stall, that tbo
Treaty of San Stciano would compel Austria to exleud
her military power over Servla, Montenegro, Bosnia
and Albania, and tbe apprehensions ol Servia lu re¬

gard to that decision. It may also explain what Count
Audraasy told Gcnerul lguatieff are Austrlun interests.

WHAT AX OKASHY SAID.

Telegrams from Vieuna received in Paris state that
Count Andraesy told Ueueral lguatieff that Austriun
neutrality, if not co-operation, might be scoured by
altoring the southwestern boundaries ol Bulgaria so

as to make tho Ottumau territory continuous, and by
securlug Auatrian military and comnurclal supremacy
In Servia, Montenegro, Bosnia, Hetzogovlna and Al¬
bania.
Tbe foregoing telegram shows Austria's anxiety

about tbo commercial portion of this project. Tbe
Turkish provinces have heretofore been tho bast
market for Austrian manufactures.

ADSTK1A WILL NUT PKKMIT IT.
The Telegrap/i'M Vlonna correspondent says that

Count Andrussy bas assured M. Bratiauo, the Rou-
inanlan Premier, that Russia should under no circum-
stances keep a military road opon through Koamauta
for two years.

CUAXUKO AT BKAHT.

Tbo Agtnce liusse, ol SL Petersburg, says Russian
Journals, notably tbe A'eiu Times, lavor a direct under¬
standing with England.

CBAXGX OF SKXTIMKNT.

"Although tbe Turkish policy may, a short time
ago, fcavo been pbilo-Engli&b, Just now it is philo-Rua*
sian," says a telegram Irom Constantinople. "The
Russians have acquired over tbe Sultan and bis ud-
visers wbut in Turkey Is the strougest klud ot Influ¬
ence.direct and personal influence. Some military
men of high rank, as (Jsmau und Reouf Pachas, have
bccome more Russian than Euclisn.

GOOD li'KKLIXli.
"Turkish and Russian soldiers lraternlzo, tbe latter

going about Constantinople In uniform freely without
evoking any animosity snob aa usu illy exists betwoen
tbo Invader and tbo invaded. II war cornea Knpland
must contemplate ibe possibility or having to light
Turkey and Russia. At tbo best sbe would get Iroin
Turkey one aided neutrality of little or no substantial
use.

THK l'ORTK'S NKL'TKALITT.

"In tbe event of war between England and Rusaia
It Is, however, expected in some circles that toe Porto
will remain passive nnd endeavor to make Its territory
respected, lulling which tbe Porto will simply protest
to tbe Powers."

PRKl'ABlXO FOli TUB WORST.
Tbe Russians are lortifying tbe line* of Cbatalja

and erecting entrencbtnenls at all strategical
point*. It is believed iu military circles at Constant!-
nopls that Russii and Turkey bave arrived at an un¬

derstanding, but ibere Is no visible indication of this.
It Is still boood that peace will be maintained.

DKKIIY KJtl'KOACllKI) BY RCSSIAXS.

(therein contradicting semi-official utterances) that
