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THE PRESIDENTIAL QUESTION.RUMORS OP TDK

REAPPEARANCE OP DUDLEY FIELD IK SUP¬

PORT OP MR. TILDEN'a CLAIMS.

Tbere Is a frightful rumor here this evening tbat
Mr. Dudley Field is about to reappear In the Capitol of
bis country la a few days, armed wltb a prodigious
bill to try tbo title to the Presidency. The Montgom¬
ery Blair movement in Maryland baa always been
considered here by the leading democrats as a mere

device to keep allro Mr. Tllden's olaun.s lor tbe nomi¬
nal ion In 1880.a kind of perpetual exhibition af
Mr. Tilden's sore too.and Mr. Fiold, who will come, II
be comes at all, as another representative of Mr. TM-
den's claims, will bare to torn back to bis republican
friends lor aid and comfort, for be wiU get very little
among tbe democrats. Tbere are not two doxea
democrats in both houses wbo will bo concerned In
an attempt to reopen ibe Presidential question. Tbe
wnolo movement is regarded here oo tbe democratic
side as . TiMea device, wbtcb baa sot tbe least hefeeor
Intention of getting him into tbe White House daring
Uie present term, but a very distinct purpose ol se¬
curing htm tbo nomination in 1880.
Thero are, however, prominent republicans wbo en¬

courage privately sll such demonstrations. They
would like to get Mr. Hayes out, If possible, at any
expeneo to tbe couutry, and they soo tbat
so long as the movement can be kept In
democratlo hands It will, whether It succeeds or

fail*, damage the democratic party in the eountry as
tbe party favoring disorganisation. Sonotor Pmckney
Wbyte, of Maryland, is reported as saylnf to-day, con¬

cerning tbe passage of the Montgomery Blair resolu¬
tions by tbe Maryland Legislature, that it was uufor¬
tunate. He regretted that his State should bo made
i monns of keeping Mr. Tilden'a name before tbe
American people as an injured man. The action of
Ibe Legislature was unexpected by him, and be be¬
lieves it has no sympathy or support among tbe peo¬
ple of bis 8iat«t
The demooratlc party baa a namber of members

whose friends think them eligible for the aominatloa
In 1880. All these are utterly opposed to any move-

¦aoni such as Messrs. Blair and Field bave in band,
because they all comprobend that it means only an at¬
tempt to perprtuate Mr. Tilden'a claims to tbe nomt-
.atioc. II Mr. Field comet here he will, therefore,
get tho cold sboulder from the democratlo aide, sad
will have to do what at the last session be was asked
to do.go back to the republicans. How considerable an

open support Irom tbe republicans nis bill would got it
Is not now easy to tell, but tbere is not tbe least roa*
son to believe that sny bill reopening tbe Presidential
contest will get sufficient Support In either House to
become a law. Tbe report lie're tbat Mr. Tlldsn Is t>tan¬
ning to be mado Governor of New York In 1879 Is held
to confirm tho general belief tbat tbe Blair movemont
Is a sbnra, though it ought to be said lor Mr. Blair
blinself tbat he is undoubtedly In earnest. He thinks
tbe country will bo utterly ruined unless Mr. Hayes
Is put out and Mr. Tlldeu is put Into bis plaoa, Some
Sf Mr. Tildeu's friends here, however, say that be it
not of one mind on this subject wltb Mr. Blair, but
thinks It better to wait until 1880.

JOINT RESOLUTION IN THE INTEREST OP
PEACE.
Tue European complications, threatening aa they do

to end in a general European war, attract much atten¬
tion here, and several Senators bave of late dlsoaraed
tmong themselves the propriety ol preparing a Joint
raeolutlon which should express deep regret on the
part of tbe people of the United States st tne prospect
of a serious misunderstanding and Interruption of
peaceful relations between the people of Great Britain
and Hossla and inatruct. and request tbe President to
use all Beans, as far as be can consistently wltb
bis constitutional duty, jo aid la restorlog
relations of amity and confidence between tbe two
governments and people, to one of whom wa are
bound by a common ancestry and language and simi¬
lar ins Itutlons. while wltb tbe other wo hsva the ties
af an ancleat and unbroken friendship. The porpoee
al those Seaators wbo tblpk it might be wise to brlag
forward soch a resolution Is not, of coarse, tbst this
government should Interfere, either as sa active
party or aa a mediator In the European troubles.
They wish simply to throw tbe moral weight of
America opealy to tbo side of tbe peaoe of Ibe worKL
I'liey say that while it bas boon tbo sound policy
if osr government to avoid all of what
Washington sailed entangling foreign alliances.
It was never intended that our position
tboald be one ol feolattoa, or tbst tbe pesoe of the
world abould be threatened or broken up, and the In¬
terests of ocean and general eomraeroo injured with¬
out reference to Amoilcsa Interests or wishes. Wa

*
bave, tbey say, commercial treaties with European
oatioua American diplomacy bas changed tbe rela¬
tions of ocean commerce and interaallonsl law on
tbe blgb seas as raocb aa any other nation, and a

general Enropeof war soch as maay eareful ob-
aervcra here beilevo to be imminent tould not help
but aflect very seriously, aad perliape la ways totally
unexpected at present, mrfnv ol our most Important
Interests. It is proposed to dlacuaa the propriety or

useiolnees of seob a Joint reeolution aa above men¬
tioned wltb Secretary Evarts before It Is drawn up or
offered.

General butler has addressod the following to tbo

editor of the Boston Herald
Washiioton, D. C., March 31, 1878.

I observe tbat you oall tbe intention ol your read¬
ers to tbe laet tbat 1 waa one ol those members ot
Congress who voted lor a resolution restraining tbe
Secretary ol tbe Treasury Irotn taking Irom tbo cur¬
rent revenues for tbe next live years the one per cent
whicb tbo law requires shall bo yearly expended in
rodualng tbe public debt.

1 speak Irom memory, bat 1 believe we bare paid
tbe pabtte debt so fast thus far Utat we are lono
$180,000,000 in excess ol what one per com would
have been II we bad paid only that each year since
tbe law was passed, so tbat we are lar la ad¬
vance of any obligation to oar creditors to pay any
more lor tbo next umo years.

1 am glad to tlnd tbat 1 agree with your article upon
Ibis subject. Tbat at the preeoatHue of great financial
aud busineos distresses, pressing so hardly upon all
cslssss ol the people, we ought not to levy any more
tnxea than are ncocssary and oallad for to pay tb* inter¬
est ol tbe pnhlin debt and tbo most economical expen¬
ditures by ttio government; and that If wo appropri¬
ate auy more money it should be to relieve and not add
to tho burden of tbe people by Its expenditures

I bad taken some pains to Indoctrinate, as far aa 1
was able, tbo gentlemen in Cougress from tbe South
aud West, with toe flnaaolal Ideas of some ol wboui 1
agree. In the bopo tnui this measure might pass, for
tho reasons suggested la your article, and lor another
one, which I have now to set lortb, and 1 was glad to
find they agreed with yours. Tbe measure wss largely
supported by those who supported tbo messuro of
Unauclai reliel known aa tbe "Silver bill."
But 1 bad another and still further reason for my

action, wbleb 1 wiah to bring to your attention, be¬
cause it Is uot adverted to in your article:.
By the aavice ol tho Commiseioeer ol Internal

Revenue Congress had passed and tbe President
sigaed a bill to extend the tlmo ol payment ol' tbo
taxes on spirits by tho producers ol spirituous liquors
at tbeir option lor three years. This will nccesaarily
cause a present lolling off ol tbo revenue, but un¬
doubtedly an ullimutu gain. By tbo tailing off ol im¬
portations In tba last year, and the withholding o»
payment ol duties while tbe tariff ,l« being disoueaed,
it will appear that there must bo s delicti in the rev¬
enues Irom both souroes. Tbe Committee oo Ways
and Moaas bavo already agreed upon a btll wbica
wall psobably pass, reducing tbe tax on tobacco Irom
twenty-lour to sixteen cents per pound. It tho Tariff
bill passes ll may bo certain tbat there will bo loo
little reveauo to moot tbo Interest on tbe public dent
and current expenditures, however economically tba
government may oe carried a, and that will proba¬
bly roaoh the extent of trout twelve to twenty mill¬
ions. There are but two sources irotn which money
can be derived to meet that deficit
>»rjt.Br selling our bonds and increasing tba pub¬

lic debt. 1 suppose nobody would think ot matting up
the defloit by sanh means.
Second.To levy It by taxation. We have already

had to relieve internal revaaua taxation on tbo prin¬
cipal artioles at present taxed oo tbe ground tbat they
Wilt boar no mora. The only other source will be to
put a tax on tea and to (Toe, or, as the pb rsso la con¬
gress is, "put u tax on tbo poor man's breakfast
table." Ot the probability of tticb a tax passing Con*
grcts you can Judge is well as 1 can. Tba other is an
luoomo tax
Not thinking an income tax desirable I was In favor

ol meeting the expected deficit ol twenty millions by
stopping tbe funding of tbo publio debt to thai
amount. 1 suppotnd tho gentlemen representing tbe
Eastern elites, New England and New York, seeing
where ibis funding ol ibe public debt must Inud at
last, woald vote with bm, and tberelore it nover oc¬
curred to me to converse with tbom upon tbe subject,
end 1 was surprised to tlnd thai, with ono or twu ex-

rsppuns.notably that of Mr. Wood, or New York.
they all votod agslast the proposition, apparently in¬
viting sn income tax, whicb invitation, I think, will
be accepted.
Now, 1 want in advance to waab my bands ol tbe

necessity lor an inoome lax. if tbe liepresontativrs
of Maseucbusette aad New York will vote a detleii in
tbe revoaue nothing on earth. In my Judgment, will
stand between tbem and an inoome tax.

1 do not want to be held, myaelf, responsible any
further to oppose its psssa(;e, for tba expenses of tbe
government must be paid, aod if gentlemen represent¬
ing tbo financial notions especially or tbo Eastern
capitalists indat that, In addition to the expenses of
tbe government, s portion of tbe national uebtwball
bo paid yearly, be it ao. II tbey'want to pay It 1 bavo
no objection.
