The cause of the iragedy dates back twelve yoars
sge. Bolb men served through the war in Lo same
regiment and compauy, aund soward the end of the
war bad blood was engendered between the iwo re-
garding some trivial matter, In 1866 or 1867 thiey met
at o small piace called Fidelity, sitnated aboat scven
miles soatbenst of this place, wliern thoy sgslo had
some trouble and Killian drew hia revoiver with the
wteution of killing Norten. Norton, howewer, was
too quick for him and fired first, the afiot pulting out
one of Killiau's eyes  Since thut timo Nortou Lins
been continuaily harassed by bhis old enemy except
durning the time the latter was 1o the Penltentiary for
kilipg William Lake, the showman, al Granby, n
1871. Lake, 1t will be rememuered, sitemnpled to put
Ktlllan out ol the show lor somo misbehuvior on bis
part, when the Initer turped and ebot him, irom the
eMMacis of which he dwd in & tew bours.
