An eruption of suakes has disturbed the monotony
of the quiet, old, pleturenquo village of Gien Cove ot
Loug lgland, The suakes bave been hibernuting, snd
the present warm weathier bas inducod tbeim Lo come
oul of Mielr hoics abd streteb themseives on the
sofl green grass wherever they can fiud it  They be-
long to thy order of coluber cersitalis, white on the
belly aod siriped om the back. They sre nota very
formidavle class of repiile, but wben put to It they
can ralfo a blister on & man’s skin to whioh a mos-
quito bite i Do gomparison. The oatives do nok like
snukos ln any forin, snd wmany of shom have good rous
sons lor \his aversion, baviog loubd them mo ire.
quently 1 their boots, Tho suakes in question had
boen lylng off comfortably during the winler, ke
pohtieians out of employmeni, uwapwing the baimy
breath of spring and better times to cowe lorih lote
tho light of duy und make their bay while the sun
continued Lo sbine. i
