Vory soon niter Mr. Evarts assumed the
duties of his present office he had the saga¬

city to perceive that his best chance of dis¬

tinguishing his administration of the State

Department was by efforts to extend the

foreign commerce of the country, lhis
selection of his chief field of effort evinced
the quick penetration of the Secretary of
State. It attested his possession of that first
merit of a statesman.the ability to "under¬
stand his epoch." No really able man

ever accepts a high office lor the

empty honor of holding the place
and performing its routine duties. Be¬
sides transacting the current business of
his office an ambitious Secretary of State
wishes to leave his mark on the history of
tho country by some memorable achieve¬
ment ; otherwise the dignity of a high
position is mere dross. Mr. Evarts* imme¬
diate predecessors were fortunate in tho

necessity which was laid upon them of deal¬

ing with large international questions. Mr.
Seward was called to work in a wide and
fruitful field. It is infinitely to his credit
that ho kept the country out of loreign
complications during the civil war, and
that by a "wise and masterly inactivity"
he foiled the design of the Emperor
Napoleon to establish a monarchy
in Mexico in contravention of the
Monroe doctrine. His acquisition of
Alaska by a treaty with Russia was a minor
achievement; but even that would have
made his administration of the State De¬
partment memorable. Mr. Fish was not
equally fortunate; but he had, nevertheless,
one great opportunity, which he seized with
remarkable sureness of judgment and man¬

aged with a degree of skill and sucoess

which secures him against ever being for¬
gotten by history. The Alabama claims
treaty is a splendid trophy of diplomatic
ability. When Mr. Evarts came into office
as the successor of Mr. Seward and Mr.
Fish, there were no important or difficult
quostions pending between the United Statos
and foreign governments, and it seemed
as if he would have no opportunity to dis¬
play his abilities. A commonplace man

would have lamented that ho was cast upon
a barren period; but Mr. Evarts saw that
instead of gleaning after former reapors he
could thrust his diplomatic sickle into a

now and rich harvest. Ho sot before him¬
self, as his chief aim, the extension of our

foreign commerce by tho negotiation of
reciprocity treaties with other trading
nations. If he reaches his aim he will ac¬

quire for his country a great and substantial
advantage.
Mr. Evarts' first step was directed to the

acquisition of full authentic information.
He addressed a circular to all our consnls
requiring them to furnish him, after dili¬
gent inquiries, with facts and suggestions
respecting the best methods of introducing
our productions to loreign notice, 'ihe
American consuls were alert in discharging
this duty, and their replies to tho Secretary
of State havo just bean published in a vol¬
ume issued lrom the government printing
offloe. We lay before our roadors an intelli¬
gent summary of its contents from our

special correspondent at Washington, to
which we direct tho attention of American
merchants and especially of American manu¬
facturers.
Some of tho leading points made in these

interesting replies of the consuls may bo
passed without discussion. They insist, for
example, that tho want of stability in Ameri¬
can prices is a groat impediment to tho pur¬
chase of our goods; but, inasmuch as the
instability complained of is a consequence
of our fluctuating currency, it is allowable
to dismiss this topic in view of tho early
resumption of specie payments, of which we

havo at last an assured prospect. Another
impediment to the extension of our foreign
trado is found in our tariff, which, by ex¬

cluding foreign commodities from our mar¬

kets, prevents nations who would be our

customers from purchasing our goods by
their inability to pay for them in their own
productions. If Mr. Wooil s lariff bill
passes it will bring a partial remedy, but
attempts to extend our foreign trado must
not be abandoned if the new Tnriff bill
should fail to pass. Even under tho heavy
disadvantages of our present tariff many
American manufactures are cheaper than
similar foreign goods, as well as better in
quality. This being the case our manu-

tacturers must not givo up in despair nor

even bo discouraged if an improved tariff
should not be adopted by this Congress.
A large portion of the replying consuls

think that our goods fail to make their way
in foreign markets because they arc so little
known. Tho fact that so many of the con¬

suls, acting, of course, without any concert
or communication with one another, strongly
recommend tho establishment of largo
sample warohonses of American good# in
tho chief foreign marts should recommend
this suggestion to tho thoughtful considera¬
tion of American manufacturers. A little
pushiug of this kind would seeuro
the introduction of our goods, and when
their merits shall havo become well
known tho interost of consumers will do
the rest. If associations were organized
among such American manufacturers as

produce goods adapted to some particular
foreign mnrket they would in a year or

two gain a foothold in that particular mar¬

ket, and tho American goods would after¬
ward make thoir own way. Other associa¬
tions could bo formed with reference to
other markets, and tho temporary scaffold¬
ing could bo taken down when tho building
in finished. When the way is so eloarly
pointed out tho American manufacturers
should put thoir own shoulders to the
wheel instead of calling on Hercules or tho
government.
According to tho pretty unanimous testi¬

mony of these consuls ono of tho greatest
obstructions to tho reception of our goods
in loreign markets is the bad Amorican
packing. This may seem a trifle, but it is
really a Berious matter. A case of goods of
which several pieces get badly damaged in
transmission is a bar to luturo purchases,
Tho damage by bad packing destroys tho
profits of tho foreign dealer, and in a

natural fit of disgust he refuses to
havo anything moro to do with American
goods. Onr manufacturers may learn some

[ necessary and useful lessons bj an atten-

live perusal of the extracts furnished by
our Washington correspondent.
American manufacturers should recognize

their obligations to the Secretary of State for
the fresh, useful and timely information he
has furnished them on a subject which so

nearly concerns their interests. Even with-
out any ohange in the tariff they can secure

large sales ol their goods in foreign markets
if they will bo as alert and as attentive to
their own interests as their foreign rivals.

This will be the sentiment, or at least

ought to be the sentiment, of those who
were bound to him by filial or other domes-
tic ties ; and the community at large whose
sense of justice he affronted in life will be
satisfied and appeased by his tragic end.
Tweed has really suffered imprisonment for
lite as the penalty of his crimes, and life
itself has been shortened by his confine-
ment Better so than that he should have
been let out to die ; and infinitely bettor,
even for him, than that he should have
been let-out to live. What could life have
been worth to a man with such a past be¬
hind him, and with no career and no hope
lor the future ? It is a mercy to him that
he has been taken away, and the place and
the manner of his death convey an impres¬
sive lesson. "When Thy judgments are

abroad in the earth the people will learn
righteousness."
The sudden death of Tweed relieves the

publio authorities from an embarrassing
question which would have been again and
again pressed upon them, and which could
not have been decided either way with¬
out causing dissatisfaction. The release
of Tweed would have offended the
sense of justice of one part of
the community, and his perpetual
retention in prison would have excited an
amount of sympathy which, when bestowed
on such a character, would have perverted
the moral standard of the sympathisers.
It is well that this question has been taken
out of the hands of the oivil authorities by
an act of Providence before tho feeling that
Tweed was . sort of mnrtyr or victim had
gained strength enough to obliterate the
sense of his crimes. It is important that
tho moral judgment of the poopla should
bo kept 'sound and steady, and not be dis¬
solved by a mawkish and sentimental pity.

It was beginning to be said that Tweed
was hardly treated when ho was no more

guilty than numerous associates who es¬

caped. But it should be remembered that
the chief object of punishmont is the
prevention of crime, and that in pursuance
of this principle the common practice is to
treat only the ringleaders with extreme se-

verity in a confederacy of guilt There
are some crimes, like a riot, like a rebellion,
liko a mutiny on board a ship, which can
bo perpetrated only by concerted action;
and as such crimes are impossible without
directing minds to plan them and superin¬
tend their execution, it is the practice of all
governments to single out the ringleaders
os tho objects of avenging justice. All the
abettors and participants are equally guilty;
but inasmuoh as crimes requiring extensive
combinations depend on skilful leaders for
their success tho making of such leadership
dangerous is thought to bo tho best means
of prevention. Tweed has indeed suffered
moro than his equally guilty associates ;
but without his boldness and skill tho
gigantio Iting robberies would not havo
been committed. Tho heaviest punishment
fell on the criminal who most richly de¬
served it, and his death in a prison will
operate as an impressive warning.
A Llqaor HtgUlraUon Tmx Bill Re¬

ported.
The Assembly Committee on CitieH baa

reported favorably a bill for the collection
of a retail liquor tax by registration. Some
of the member* of the committee took occa¬
sion to announce that they aro not commit¬
ted to the bill, but it is to be hoped that
they will support so wise and beneficial a
law when the matter comes up for consider¬
ation. It is difficult to understand what
opposition there can be to the measure if
we are to have any cxcise law at all, unless
it may come from the smaller rotail dealers,
who are unwilling to pay so large a tax for
tbe privilege of selling bad liquor, on which
they make an enormous profit 'iho respon¬
sible dealers do not object to tbe tax ; tbe
people at largo will bo greatly benefited by
it, nnd the temperance advocates should
certainly iavor it next to total abstinence.
There is no practical difficulty in tbe way
of tho enforcement of such a law, pro¬
vided a system of registration which can-
not bo evoded is seen red. Tbe modo
of registering and collecting tbe tax may
properly be left to tbe State Tax Board, and
the amount collected in each county would,
oi course, be retained by such county, to bo
applied to tho decrease of its local tax rate.
Tho State might require that tbe several
counties shall pay their quota of tho State
tax specially out of the excise moneys, in
whole or as far as the umount collected will
go, and thus relieve the State Treasury from
tho inconvenience experienced by tho delay
in the collection of general taxes. The Comp¬
troller has called tho attention of the Legia-
lature to tho necessity of providing for a sort
of revenue boiul issue for the State, in anti¬
cipation of the comiug in of the tuxes ; but
as tho excise registration tax would bo col¬
lected monthly, or probably twice a month,
the quota of the State tax could very well bo
paid out of the Excise fund and the neces¬
sity avoided. New York city especially
needs a lightening of the burden of taxa¬
tion, and no method of relief has yet been
suggested that would be as just and as ef¬
fective as a registration tax on the retail
liquor trade

A CkiatrlMl Project.
Mr. Schleicher, of Texas, is reputed to be

an able man of a practical and business-like
turn of mind ; but his bill requiring the
government to go into the building business
on a large scale is a deviation from his
customary good sense. His reasoning seems

plausible until we desooud to particulars,
but a cursory inquiry into details suffices to

explode it. The government is paying the
large sum of $900,000 for the annual
rent of rooms and buildings in various
parts of the country. Mr. Schleicher
maintains that it would be economy
for the government to erect and own all the
buildings needed for public uses, inasmuch
as it probably pays ten or twelve per cent
of the value of the property it rents, whereas
five per cent is all it would need to cost with
government ownership. Mr. Schleioher
therefore proposes to capitalize the annual
sum now paid for rents and to nse the
amount as a fund for the immediate erection
of publie buildings in all plaoes where rents
are now paid by the government.
This specious scheme is exposed to grave

objections. In the flrdt place a consider¬
able portion of the rent paid by the govern¬
ment is for singlo rooms or small suits of
rooms needed lor purposes which may prove
to be temporary. The assessors and col¬
lectors of internal revenue are widely dis¬
tributed for the convenienoe of easy contact
with the business of their respective dis¬
tricts ; but in each district nothing is needed
but a small, simple office. It would be
absurd to go to the expense of erecting
separate buildings for their accommodation,
even if it were certain that the internal
revenue is to be a permanent part of our

ttscal system. The same remark applies
to the land offices scattered through
the West, to the recruiting offices
for the army, to various offices connected
with the purchase of supplies, to the vast
number of post offices in small towns where
a single room or u couple of rooms suffices
for the transaction of the business. Even in
the large and permanent establishments,
like the custom houses at the chief ports of
entry and the post offices in cities, the gov¬
ernment probably saves no rent by its
ownership of buildings, although it gains
something inconvenience. Thoornamental
architecture adopted and the jobbery which
infests the construction of all public works
always prevents such buildings from being
an economy to the government, although
they contribute to its dignity and gratify
the local pride of the places where they are

erected. Mr. Schleicher's bill is an in¬
genious fancy which will not bear much
scrutiny.

Discussing (he Treaty.
Some days ago we pointed out that apon

England's initiative the Treaty of San
Stefano was practically subjected to Euro-
peon discussion. With tho treaty in hand
England blurted out boldly and loudly her
objections to it, and with the treaty in
hand also other Powers conned tho sum¬
mary of those objections. Berlin seemed to
smile approvingly on certain points of the
objections; but, with solemn shakings of the
head at other points, held its peace. Austria,
on the contrary, was jubilantly noisy. All
the Vienna statesmen chattered with the
kind of excited glee that seizes upon a large
family of monkeys when a flight of birds
sweeps past their window and alights near

by. Mow, Anally, Russia has shown how
really the treaty is under discussion before
the world by her keen and capablo reply to
the English circular note. In these tacts
is to bo seen a significant indication
of the share of the newspapers in the great
transactions of the day; for here, in the
journals of Europe, is actually conducted
tho debate that would have been curried on
in the Congress if that had been held. It
will be observed in the despatches that
tho Agetice Jituae does not fail to note this
fact of the aotual discussion of tho treaty as

a refutation of England's position that it was
not worth while to hold the Congress be¬
cause Russia was determined the treaty
should not come beforo it

Not Transferable.

There was a skirmish in Albany yester¬
day on a topic that is not, perhups, of tho
greatest interest throughout tho Stato, but
is evidently of the liveliest sort of interest
in spots. In the possession of the Ways
and Means Committeo thoro slumbered
peacefully a little bill "for the relief of
towns, villages and cities which have issued
bonds in aid of railroads," and tho bill was

likely to slumber there.to the dismay of
members from places vitally interested on

that great issue.and so the bill was by vote
taken from tho hands of tho committeo and
handodover to tho Committeo of the Whole.
Mr. Alvord's acoount of the bill was that the
towns, villages and cities referred to hav¬
ing been disappointed in the results of their
operation with railroad schomcs waut tho
r«*t of the people of tho State to "put thoir
hands in their pockets" and help the said
towns, villages and cities out of their
scrape. If that is the natnre of tho bill it
certainly should not pass. Many towns
have made bad investments in that way,
and they ought to have them nil to them¬
selves. Somo towns, it is believed, have
issued bonds equal in amount to a valua¬
tion of fifty per cent on all the property in
the town. Those bonds were generally
voted by the people.when tho impecu¬
nious multitude never likely to bo respon¬
sible outvoted the property holders who
might suffer. It will be a hardship if the
eases come to liquidation, and may make
many convorts to that proposed amend¬
ment to the constitution that limits the
suffrage on financial subjects to proporty
holders ; but, even with that possibility in
view, the towns in trouble should have
their trouble all to themselves.

William and Mary,
It is n quaint spectacle to see Massachu¬

setts aud Virginia in Congress
Cooing and billing,

but the spectacle was presented yesterday,
and the country will enjoy it very greatly if
it does not at last prove over-expensive. All
the sweetness and light that tho two old
Commonwealths respectively shed upon
ons another was about a war olnim.a mere

prosaio demand that tho government shall
pay the old college at Williamsburg for

damages done to its property at the time of
the battle near that oity. What do wo say.
a prosaic demand? On the contrary, it was
extremely poetical.poetioal to the verge of
hifalutin and hysteric*. Perhaps the claim
vill be paid, lor there is a tender place in
the national fancy for that old school on
account of some colonial memories, and
then an educational institution seldom ap¬
peals in vain. Yet only the other day they
refused to pay for Gettysburg.a first class
victory. Can it be possible that, with such
a precedent, they will pay for that dull lit¬
tle fight on a rainy day in the muddy mid-
die of the peninsula?

A Chluauiaa on Ohtaa.
As a demonstration on a small scale that

the rigid monotony of Chinese history is
not a necessary consequence of the charac¬
ter of the people may be cited the ap-
pearanoe at Now Haven of Chun Lung, a

Chinaman, who at a oollege exhibition de¬
livered an address which is counted supe¬
rior to that of the students who wore not
compelled to begin their collegiate studies
by acquiring the English language. Here
is a man who has so completely gotten out
of the Chineso groove, so entirely departed
from the mental and moral mould of the
quaint nation of which he is a part, that
he has made great advances in the
widely different culture of the West,
and has acquired the habit of regard¬
ing China lrom a critical and literary
standpoint. His own example supports his
argument that the stationary character of
his oountry and his countrymen is
due only to that sort of seoond
nature which results from their educa¬
tion. Chinese education has its peculiar
mothods. They are much as if in the study
of the horse one were forbidden to study
the real animal, but required to get him by
rote from a wooden model approved by the
government All their studies are moral,
but they do not Btudy real morals.
They get by rote moral precepts laid
down by Chinese who lived a lew thousand
years ago. Delects like this in the studies
of a people may acoount for any condition ;
but the Chineso student also invokes as a

cause the absenoe of a supernatural eloment
from the religion of the people.

Telegraph Poles.

If the bill for the gradual substitution of
iron supports for the telegraph wires be-
oomes a law and is the best that can be done
in that way the public ought to be thank¬
ful lor it as promising a great improvement
upon the poles now in use. Its good fea¬
tures are that it requires all supports erected
in futuro in the streets to be of iron ; re¬

quires them to be made on a pattorn ap¬
proved by the Board of Publio Works, and
establishes a public inspection of the sup¬
ports, with power to compel removal when
deeinod ueoeasary. With a good pattern of
pole, and with all tho poles made unilormly,
this would eventually convert this great
machinery of modern life into an orna¬

ment rather than an eyesore in the streets,
as it now is in a great degree. Some
telegraph poles have been inado.
there is one on the Battery.handsome by
comparison with the ordinary stick more

or less perpondicular and in all degrees of
dilapidation and irregularity. This change
would be a slight burden on the company,
as the substitution system would spread tho
expense over a period of some length.
There is but ono change, however, that can

be made in the disposition of the telegraph
wires that will be thoroughly satisfactory.
This is to put them under ground. That is
the best plaoe for them for all reasons.

They are safer there, they cease to be an

obstruction in the streets, and it is a great
economy to tho companies to put them
there. They havo found in London that
tho eeonomy in the breakage and destruc¬
tion of wires alone is, at a yearly rate, suf¬
ficient to pay in ten years the whole ex¬

pense of making this change.
