practicable to do eo. The Admiralty ol Kng-
land acknowledge ibelr indebtedness to us fur
valuable Improvements which they havo derived from
the experiments we have thus iar mudo; aud it is
not claiming too much to-day that tor the change In
tno system ol naval warfare brought about by the
use ot torpedoes we are entitled to u larger portion ot
credit than any other nation. Wnile, of course, we
shall enjoy the advantage ol this system to tho exiout
ol the valuable improvements we have alroady made,
It is confidently believed tnut what we are now

doing will, If propor aid Is givou, lead to other
und mom valuable results. Already we aro
In ns good condition us any other nation
lor torpedo deteuce In all our harbors, und
there Is no reason why wo cannot greatly improvo
this arm of oar naval service so an to make it equally
effective lor attack by tbe method thus lur perlected
aud others now in progress* This result may bo con¬
sidered as assured, if suitable appropriations aro
made therefor.

proper time. Suob a time occurs in almost every
naval battle, and may readily bo takeu ailvantatto
ot by skilful commanders. Eveu under the
old mothod of witriure, before the introduction
ol steam into nieo-ol-war, weak ships were constantly
exposed to the hazard ot being destroyed by strong
ones. But wmle, as now, this exposure is not so

great as heretofore there is no reason why the tamo
results may not be achieved by tUe additional
power ot attack secured by sicani. iho con¬

clusion, therefore, seems Justified that tho
sie.im rnm will add very greatly to the effectiveness
ol tho navies ol tho world, together wuh tho tor¬
pedo they will becomo almost irresistible, i he
opiulons now prevailing In Europe upon this
subject are worthy ot consid.ration. It is
anuouucod by telegraph that the English
governmout Is constructing, ut this time, a

large number of torpedo vessels, lor which purpose
all the shipbuilders on tho Thames havo been en¬

gaged. A con inet bus also boon made tor 8,000 tor¬
pedo sinkers of the average weight of 1,100 pounds,
und Itussia is not behind England. She is build¬
ing 100 torpedo boats alter the Eugiish model
aud although It is true that these extraordinary prep¬
arations look forward to possible war between those
groat 1'owera, their example Is uselul to us in that It
shows the oxleut to which thoy have car¬
ried the improved system of 'caval warfare,
aud demonstrates the necessity on the
part ot other nations of availing thcmrelves
ol like Improvements. Of tbe luct that tLe uaval
buttles ol tbe future will be in many Important re-
spocis different from those of the past, wo may be
woll ussurod. Thoy will in a great measure depend
unou tbe speed of vossels aud thoir conse¬
quent capacity to escape from tbo attack
of the enemy's vessel. Those having the
blghost speed will the moro easily keep out ol ttie way
of an adversary, and as a common sense ot danger
will necessitate tne practlco ol this precaution on me
part ol the contending fleets they will navo to icly
mainly upon tbe capacity and range of tbelr guus aud
the certainty of thoir reaohtug and striking the ves¬
sels aimed at. Fast sailing vessels are far less upt to
be struck than alow, and In view of this and the
further fact that modorn ordnance Is far more effect-
ive than that hitherto la use; that it is improved iu
both powor and runge, the maritime nations are
well agreed as to the necessity of securlug as
much spued to their sblps-of-war us pos¬
sible, and as this can be secured only
when tboy are well designed and con¬
structed, there is no reason for believing that we

may not In this respect equal all other nations, Inas¬
much as we are not behind any of thorn in tbo kind
ot talent and genius so necessary to naval construc¬
tion.

Mankind ueeued more inlrrora lor
us conscience. The teacher of religion should be a
trtivslcisn ol the soul aud pave tut- way lor large aud
uuthlul generalization.

THE BEVEREND J. T. M'NAM *K V FOUNDING
TBE "IRISH OvTIIOLIC CHUBOH."

A romarkaole politico-religious meeting was bald
list ntgbi In No. 34H Water street by the Rev. J.
V. McNamara and bis Irlends. The meeting wag
lor tho purpose ol fomenting tbe interests
of* tbe "Irish Catholic Church," lonnded
by the present pastor In September last.
Tbo reverend gentleman claimed tbat tbe Irish 0rle8t<
hood sympathiz with bis etlort to establish a purely
Irish Cathollo Church, and that 100,000 people bad
visited tbe new cbapel slnco It was opooed
seven mouths ago. Tbe chapel was a verj
uninviting aparimont on tho ground floor,
which had onca been used as a storo. Tho
seats were ol extrcmoly plain construction. A
number of por raiis ol Irish patriots, together with
Father McNamara's "proclamation," decorated tbo
walls, and an altar, concealed from view by a dark
curtain, stood on a platlorm in tbe rear ol the room.
A class ol plainly attired children found Reals oil
cither siae ol tbo platlorm. Eight stalwart officers of
tbo new church, boarlog different ranks and
titles, wore decorated id elaborately gold and
sllviJr embrolderod sashes ot tbe same stylo
as those used by the Hibernians in ibeir processions.
Mr. I*. J. Dunn, wbo wis introduced as tbe "cbiof
bard" b id on, in addition to tho sasb, a gold laced
sword belt. Tho door keepers used the insignia ol
stall officers. Tne audience came in slowly, but by
hali-past eight o'clock tbo halt was nouriy lined by
pooplu who apparently belonged to tbe neighborhood.
I he exercises wore cotnmonced by the rooitai ol ibo
Litany ol Jesus and tne Rosary in tbe Irish tongue.
The meeting waa iben open for speeobes, songs or
other amusements. The "Cblel Bard" Bang a soog
Irotn a collection ot ballads composed by the founder
ot tne Churcli. It was patriotic in sentlmeui aud
sung to the utr of "Widow Maonree." '1 he last verso
waa In these word*:.

Great heaven above, doth your Impulse approve t

Come baek from the flglit
Crown'd witb victory bright.

Or lie deud with your lathers, laiina muchree.
