It is alleged that there Is no person ol the

name ol Krank Leslie engaged in tbe publishing of

lb* defendants' Journal, and that the use of that
name as part ot the titlo tends to mislead ihe public
Into tlie purchase ol It as one of the plaintiff's publi¬
cations. The uamo of tho plaintiff, Krank Leslie, as

stated In the delendant's papers In ihe suit, was origi¬
nally Henry Carter. His eldest son, now sued as

Henry Leslie, was born in England in 1844 and named

alter Ins lather, Henry Carter, and was registered by
that name In England. After coming to this country
the plaiutifl assumed tbe name ol Kraut Leslie, ami

m 1S57 his name was si ebangod by act ui tho Legis¬
latures When the defendant was a boy his lather

told bim be wished him to be named alter him, and

accordingly directed blm to take the name ol .Frank

Lealio. which be did, and was tberealter known as

Krank Leslie, Jr. His falbor and otuer relatives ad.

dres>ed letters to him by that name, aud In 1864 be

was christened In the Episcopal Church at Eliza

bctb, N. J., by tDo name ol frank, and in

ine following year was married by tnat oamo

in his turner's presence Alter his marriage
be went to Chicigo wnh tbe Intention ol going into

the publishing bus nuss, and whilo there accepted a

proposition Irom bis lulh'-'r 10 conduct the Western
editions ol the latter's various puoli. atious. During
his residence in Cliicigo his lather bogau to audre s

bun as Frank H. Leaiu, aud upon asking bim lor an

explanation ol tbiv change iu his name lie was in-

loriued by his lather tuat he had rieu relations in

England who might leave biui property on uccouut of
tbe uaine ol Henry. He still coutiuued, how¬
ever, to bo kuown as Krank Leslie, Jr.,
aud aftor baying been a year in Chicago he relumed
to this city, Where he was emplojei iu Ins latner's
establishment, aud some tune annul tho year 1SU7 was

told by the latter that be must drop the name of
Frank. This be rolused to do, whereupon bis lather
threatened to di-lnlierit bun. A short liuio afterward,
as be further states, a lawyer called upon bitn and
read to uim what he was given to understand
was an order ol tho Court prohibiting blm
thereafter iroin using Hie name ol Frauk Leslie, Jr.
Supposed this to he a genuine and valid order Ol the
lourt he complied with the sauie, a>.d tberealter as¬
sumed tbe name ol Henry Leslie, which n.iue ho
sigued to receipts and bills while in his lather's em*

ploy aud by waicb name he became known to many
acquaintances. In bis domostic intercourse, how¬
ever, he continued to be called Frank. In 1H6S bo
commenced the publication of a Jourual, which was

copyrighted by him uuder the name ol Henry
Leslie, which, as he stales, he did supposiug
that he was prohibited by the oruer re-
lerreu to Jro:n using nts own name. He soon
ceased this puulioation, aud belare commencing the
publication oi ihe Jourual sought to be restraiue i ho
saw hit lawyer, who tout him that the Injuuclion was

granted by Judge Uarvui, of the superior Court; that
it was loolisu on the part ol his lather to do such a

thing; that it amounted to nolhlug, and
that Le had a perlect rlBht to Uso the
name oi Frank Leslie, Jr. Upon making a

search ol the records uo such order could
be lound, aud be thereupou resumed his name aud
gave it to the title page oi ins new Jourual. Tbe case

came beior* Cbiel J ust.ee Italy ou a motion lor a pre¬
liminary injunction,whoyeeleiday rendered a uecision

denying tne motion. The Judge heid that Mr. Les¬
lie's right to tne uatue is clear aud explicit and sup¬
ported by most satisfactory evidence, and tuat uo
traud or deceit having been proven, i.e is eulilied to
continue the publication.
