THE COKGaHP*.

The Berlin correspondent of L* Tford, of Urusscls,

that he be simultaneously solicited to do so by
Austria, Kngland and Russia The good will of

Russia Is indubitable. but It is feared that Kngland
may prolong the present state of uncertainty by
abstaining Irom making Germany's mediation or

by lormulatlng reservations.
TUK SITUATION IMPROVING.

The correspondent ol the Tim** at Mt. Petersburg
lays the aituation la decidedly pacinc. Inofficial
circlea It Is believed that Oermany's mediation will
very likely be snccesaml and that the Congress
will soon sasemble.

A PRELIMINARY CONI'KHKNCK.

It will probably be preceded by a pre¬
liminary Conference of Ambassadors at Rer¬
un, which Is expected to decide that
the invitations to the Congress shsll be
issued "to consider modlUcaikMia necea*ary
In the treaties of l»6e and 1ST I." It la confidently
anticipated that some such formula will be ac¬

cepted In both Loodon and St. Petersburg.
RltWIA'S CLAIMS IN ASIA.

MOVBMBNT3 OF TROOPS.
The despatch ol troops lrom India to Malta Is the

leading topic of political discussion in London. The
supporters of the government regard it as only a
natural accompaniment of the other precautionary
measures and not indicative of a belligerent In¬
clination.

TUB WABLIKB POLICY.
The opponents of the government regard It as

another step In the development of a warlike
policy. They point to the fact that the news was
announced the day after Parliament's adjournment
for the Raster recess, thus preventing criticism or
explanation of the measure for three weeks.

England has bought a large quantity of grain In

Trieste and ordered it to be stored at Smyrna.
HOPES OP PEACE.

Accounts from Berlin and Vienna are sun hope-
lul that the Congress will meet shortly. Prince
Blsmsrck left Berlin on Wednesday evening for his
Laueuburg estates, but it Is not thought that thu
will interfere with the diplomatic negotiations.

A RADICAL DIFFERENCE.
The persistence with which England and Russia

are maintaining their positions concerning the
Congress is held to mean that the difference is a
radical one, and that eaeh Power sees In the
other's proposal an attempt to prejudice before¬
hand the character of the Congress.

THE ORIGINAL PLAN.
Hence, probably, the wiillnguess of the St. Pe¬

tersburg Cabinet to revert to Prince Bismarck's
original Idea oi the Congress discussing tne
treaties of 1866 and 1871 rather than the treaty of
San stefano. .'

WHAT MAT BK DONE.

II this suggestion is acceptable to Kogland the
difficulty of the assembling of the Congress with¬
out wounding Russia's dignity, hinted at in the
semi-official utterance In Wednesday's organ ol the
Russlun Minister oi Foreign Affairs, which said:.

demand of General Xelidoff, the Russian
Churgtf d'Affaires lor the evacuation of Shumla,
Varna and Itatonm. Count Zlchy, the Auatro-
Hungarian Ambassador to Turkey, has left his
post for Pesth and Vienna on a month's leave of
absence.

WILLING TO DO THE PAIR TIIINO.
The Turks declare their readiness to evacuate

Shumla, Varna and Batoum if the Kuaaiaoa withdraw
irom the neighborhood of Constantinople. The
Russians only offer to evacuate Krzeroum, and the
question causes a tension of relations.

NO PROSPECT OP WITHDRAWAL.

A MILITIA COMPANY RUNNING AMUCK.

Defenceless Negroes Shot Dead
011 the Street.

Arms for Defence Placed in the Hands
of the Colored Miners,

At Coal Creek, lnd., a mining town seven mllea

militia compauy, composed ot miners who partici¬
pated in the strike a year ago, had been drllliug
daring the day, and at night, whilo tome o(

them were in a tialoon with their arms stacked In

the corner one of them became engaged in an

altercation with a negro who had been tent In lor

more liquor by a party of oegroes who were havtog
a spree. Tho quarrel grew out ol the old feeling be¬

tween the white kna black men, and resulted In the

killing at the negro.
HHOOTIMO NEGROES ON SIUUT.

The whiles theu moved through the streets, (boot¬

ing at negroes on sight, and killed two more and mor¬

tally wounded another.

Thcro is talk that an outbreak of hos¬

tilities Is not uncertain, but the operators Intend to

resume work to-morrow, the arms being provided aa

a means of self-proteotlon to the miners against tho
militiamen.
