CUSTOMS DRAWBACKS.

France Increasing Her Imports
of American Provisions.

WiauisoToir, April 20,1878.
TEXT OF THE IKCOME TAX MBASVBE.

The following ore the principal failures ol tho In¬
ternal Heron 110 bill ordoreu to-day by tho Committee
ol Way* and Means to bo reported to the House:.
Be It enaoted, Ac., that on and after tbe passage of

tbi» act ibeje sliail be levied and collected upon all
snuff, manufactured ol tobacco or any substitute
lor tobaoco, ground, dry, damp, pickled, scentod
or' otherwise ol all descriptions wlion prepared
lor use, and upon all chewing und gmokinc tobacco,
fine cut, cavendish, plug or twist, cut or granulated,
of every description; on tobacco twisted by band or
reduced Into a conalnon to be consumed or in any
manner other man tho ordinary luodo of drying and
curing, prenured lor sale or consumption, even if
prepared without tbe nse ol auy macbiuo or instra-
ment and witnout being pressed or sweetened,
and on all line cut, shorts and refuse,
scraps, clipping*, cuttings And sweepings ol
tobacco a ins ol sixteen conts per pound.
On cigsrs o( all descriptions which shall be manufac¬
tured nnd sola, or removed lor consumption or use,
mado ol tobacco or substitute therefor, there shall be
levied and collected a tax ol $6 per tbou«and. On
Cigarettes, weighing not more ttiun throe pounds and
a half per thousand, $1 25 per thousand. On cigar¬
ettes weighing more than tyee pounds and a half per
ihousand, $.'> per thousand, and all laws and parts o(
laws inconsistent with this sectlou shall be and are
hereby repealed on and alter tbe date herein aloresaid.

lnalter providod tor the year 1875, annually thereafter
upon the pains, pmuts aud income ol every person
residing in the United States and ol «very citizen ot
the Unit oil States temporarily residing abroad derived
from any sourco whatever, whether within or
without tbe United States, except as hereafter
provided, and tho gain*, profits auannoome derived
iron; any business, trade or protesslon carried on In
the United Stales tiv any porson residing witnout the
United States und not a citizen thereof; -jr from rents
oi realestato within the United States owned by any
peraon residing without tbe United Staioa and not a
citizen thereof, Tbe following bas, to wit, two per
centum:.

In estimating tbe gains, prcflta and income of any
person there shall bo included all Income derived Irotn
tny kind ol property, renta, interest received or ac¬
crued upou all notes, bonds and mortgagta or otbor
farms ol indebtedness bearing Interest, whether paid
Br not, if good and collectable; interest upon notes,
bonds or otner securities ol the United Status, and
the amouut ot alt premium on golu and
coupons, tbe gains, prollte und income of
any busiuesr, profession, trade, employment, office
or vocation, including any amount recived as salary
or pay tor acrvicos in ine civil, military, naval or
other service of the United bibles, or as .Senator, ltap-
re«entaliv« or deleguto In Congress, tho share of any
person ol tbe gains and profits, whether divided or
not, of ail companies or parioorships, but not includ¬
ing the amouut received from any corporations whose
olncers, as authorized by law, withhold and pay
as taxes u percenium of tbe dividenda
made and of interest on coupons paid by suob corpora¬
tions, profits above costs und expenses actually re¬
ceived in cash or casn value realized within tbe year
from aales ol real estate purchased within two years
pr«vioua to the year lor which tbe inconio is esti¬
mated. The amount of sales ol live sloctc, sugar,
wool, butler, cheese, pork, beef, mutton or other
meais, bay and grain, fruitc, vegetables or other
productions being the growth 'or product ol cstaies
ot suuh person, but not including any part thereof,
consumed directly by the family, and all other gains,
prolits aud tucomo drawu from any sottruo
whatever, but not including tbe rental value of
the homestead owned and used or ocoupled
l>y any pertoa or by bia family, provided
that no *ilt. deviso nor property acquired by
inheritance, distribution or aucressiou shall be ac«
counted as gam*, profits or income under this section.
Military or naval pensions allowed to any peraou
under tbe laws of tbe United States, and the auaa of
$.2,000 of tho gains, profits sad income of any p«r»
son, abafl bo exempt from aaid Income tax lu
the manner horuinalter provided. Only one
deduction ot $2,0U0 shall be mado from the aggregate
income of all tbe members ot any family composed
ot one or both pureuta aud one or moro minor chil¬
dren, or ot hunbaud and wile; but wheu a wile tins by
law a separate income beyond tbe control ot ber
littsbsud, and is living separate and apart
Irom him, suob deduction sbsll tben be
made Irotn her Income, galus and profit#,
and guardians snd trustees shall be allowed to make
the deduction In favor ot each ward or beneficiary,
except mat in case of two or more wards or boned-
clarios comprised in one family having Joint property
Interest, on ay ono deduction shall be mado In their
luvor.

Section 3 amend* icctlou 3,408 of tbe Rovised
Statute* by adding at tbo end of the first cluuao, in
the eighth Hue. tho word* following:.

Iiowi-w, 'bat no bank or banker sbcll
be liable to aald tux upou uuy aum nmler tho nMiie o(
deposits which sbali appear to be deposited with spy
other bank or banker aud which Is subject
to tax aa deposits wltb such last named
bank or banker; aud provided, further, that
no lunds belonging to any State which
ahall be on deposit in any bank or bunking institu¬
tion shall be liable to luxation by tbe government of
the Coiled States, nor shall any such bank or buuking
Induction, holding such lunds or dep'osit to the
credit o( auy State, be roqntrtd to )>ay lux on the
same as deposits, or in any oilier manner whatever,"
and strike out all In said aoction alter tbe thirtieth
line and insert tho following:.

..The deposits In association* or oumpanies known
as provident Institutions, savings banks, savings
fundi or savings institution*, recognized us jucb by
the laws of their respective states, glial! be exempt
from tax oo all deposits, uml on so much ot their
deposits as tboy bave invested in securities of tbe
United Slates, cxcept thai where any deposits to the
credit or In tbe name ol »ny on* shall exceed V2)U00,
the excess ubovo tbat amount shall be liable to tax."

American provisions in France.
Consul Brldgland, of IIavro, reports to tbe Depart¬

ment ol State tbat tbe imports of provisions from the
United States at that port »bow a great increaso dur¬
ing tho inontns ot January and Fobruary over tbo
same period ol last year. Ot Indlau corn 4,ISO,010
poauds w*r* imported, nearly double tho quan¬
tity a year ngf, and a still larger in¬
creaso is' expccted, aa mats* has com* into
general uso as horso lood by tbo great
tramway and cab compunles of Franc*. Ol baoou the
Import* bave been doubled ov*r tbe sauio two month*
of 1877, being now nearly ten billion noundv, while
lanl, ot which 9,000,000 pounds were imported, ha*
nearly trebled in quantity. Tbo (jeneralTransatlantic
Steuinsbip Company has fitted It* vessels with ro-

frigeratlug cbambors for fresh meats. Tbe llrst ship-
mout reached Havre on tbo Lubrador in November
last, and up to tho close of February 373,700 pounds of
fresh boef and mutton bave been received at Havre,
mostly destined for consumption In Paris. Theto is a

prospoct ol this new trade developing and becoming
aa profitable as tt has provod in England.

HTOJjKN SPANISH BONOS.
Early In February last, at tbo request of tbe Span¬

ish Minister, tbo Department of State mado public a

list of oertain stolen bonds of tbe Spanish govern¬
ment, in order tbat their negotiation might b« pre-
vontod. Information has now been received tbat tbo
greater part of the bonds have been recovered and aro
restored to circulation. The lollowlng bonds, bow-
over, have not been traced, and brokers and other*
are cautioned against purebuslng tbe same:.
