opinion only iu so far as tboy are more or less onthusl-

asi ic.
Wisely, no doubt, Mr. Wills has not Insisted upon

complotoly Identifying bis play with the Immortal
romance of Goldsmith; bo has derived from it the
m ilu incident only, the (light of Olivia with tbe un¬

principled Squire Thornhill, and bus lollowed the

original words in only a few parts of the dialogue.
He has dramatized the characters, introduced with
charming lugenuity new and harmonious Incident,
and constructed, If not a thorough acting play,
certainly a fascinating dramatic polm. At tbe

samo time the tone and spirit of the original
nre preserved In all their freshness and beauty. Tbe

result, says tho Morning Pott, is no fl tshy sensational
melodrama, but a play ol the purest domestic inter¬
est.delicate in design, lucid in arrangement and per¬
fectly Idyllic in tho geutie itruce and quiet beauty of
its pervading sentiment. Who, says another critic,
could tell the story of Olivia better than Mr. Wills", a

poet gifted wltn a wealth of iusptrod fancy, an Irish¬
man, and ns sucti an atynlier ol his countryman,
Oliver Goldsmith?

AS ART PLAT.

Nothing that refined artistic taste could suggest has
been omitted to malca tbe piece perfect. In the first
place Mr. Hare, the lessee aud manager of the Court

Theatre, has a strongly developod love for all that is
elevated and noble In his profession, and unite* to

the business Instincts of a manager the cultivated
tasto of a litlrrateur. When, therefore, he pilcliod
upon tbe "Vicar of Wakefield" as the source

of dramaito Inspiration ne turned to thosO who could
as&lBt him in giving adequate expression to his idea.
Mr. Wills, a dramatic pnet ol the first rank.among
those now llviog, at least.wrote tbe play; Mr. Arthur
Sullivan, also au Irishman, the most popular ol living
couipoiers, added the music; Mr. Marcus Stone, an

eminent artist, whoso specialty Is tbe particular
period In which tbe Vicar ol Wakeflold was supposed
to flourish, designed tbo costumes with sucb scrupu¬
lous accuracy that the characters look like pictures
by Sir Joshua Reynold* and Gainsborough.

TKUK TO HISTORY.
The scenery is charming; tho furniture 1* of tbe

period, and includes an original harpsichord made in

1708, and that the realism should bo quite complete a

When Thornhill approaches to con¬
sole bis victim she turns upon nun and, with a
