3, and la charged by Dennis with barlug been one ol
tboae who added 210 roles to the poll liate
there. He was lonnd to-day by s Hbbalu
reporter In tbe Pest Offico building, where be was in
the quiet discbarge of bia not rery arduous duties.

STATKMIXT Or VAHCB.

Upon being ssked for bis statoinoat tn regard to tbe
offenoe attribute! to him, be said:.

"I bare gone out ol politics entirely, snd bare noth¬
ing now to do wlih tba business uny mure. It baa
been an injury to me, and 1 hare bad a good deal ef
fighting, baving been placed In positions wbsre 1 bad
to strike baoK, and this is Just such a case. 1 do not
want to say snything about It one way or anothor
Just now; in Tact, 1 do not think 1 will notloe It, be¬
cause, being out of politics, 1 do not care to bare
anything more to do with them one way or another."
On further reflection, however, Mr. Vance added:.
'.1 cannot yet say what this confession of Dennis

will proro to be. Of course 1 oannot take as being
exact and technical what is staled In' tbe papers, but
1 tbtnk my proper plan is to wait until lb* actual pa¬
per orrlrea, which covers tbe so-called confession of
Mr. Dennis, wbsn 1 will see what It contain*.

1 shall prepare a let Mr lor mr vindication and
defence. So ftr as any wrong doing or treed is con¬
cerned la the politics of Hondo, I don't know sny-
thing about It and bsve not had anything to do witb
Ik 01 coarse, 1 bare bad to do a good deal ot rough
work In politics in bebsll ol tnr people,
but I bare always tried to do right. Katber
than get rolled up with sny farther troubles
such as 1 have been tn heretofore, I would, fl could
not help Ut resign my position.
