land. We make cotton goods of oottoo, with the least
poatiblc amount ol starch that cau be u<>ed.a little
starch being necessary tor toe purposes ol weaving.
England uses stareb, oiay, Epsom tails sad sutisep-
lies to prevent uiiltlew, winch those very substances
promote. Notwithstanding there la a waste In the
manufacture ol coilou ol lroin ttlteeu to twenty per
cent ou tbe weight of each bale, English lubries rang«
from ouo pound ol clotii to one ana a hall lor cash
pouad of rot ion used, so far ss their aoous lor export
are concerned. rno result is that tho foreign *ub-
stanoes used by tbe English la tbe manufacture ol
their laortoa to supply the plaoe ol cotton proper, and
which are sold as cotton, constitute twelve to lorty
per cent ol the labrtua made."

"this slow advance In our exports must be attributed

not so muoh psrlinps to tariff and currency as to the
fact that, inasmuch as Ur«at Britain dspentls upou
loreign mantels in all matters, but especially tu cotton
fabrics, the whole commercial aysteiu has adapted
uaelf and grown up to meet the ueod. We, oa tbe con¬
trary, with our usually ample home market con¬
stantly increaalug with tue rapid increase ol popula¬
tion and wealth, have not hud our attention called to
the importance ol the aubject nntll a very moderate
excess ol productlou.or what would be wore correct
to say.restricted consumpiiou, lorced the attention
oi ttie producers of all kinds of good* and wares to
the study of tho loreigu trade. A great commercial
system can, however, not be extemporised, nor can it
be loroed into exiatouce by subaidiea or bouoties to
steamships, aa Mr. Wtbber suggested at tue moot¬
ing. It roust grow, my friend, uuu there la no such
teacher lor us wauulscturers like adversity."

"We have no recoat data on this subject, but two

years sgo it was not substantially greater than In

exist In an increase of spindles, but In higher speed of
ilia spindles we now posse.s, and larger production by
existing factories. The various lactones range Irotu
6,000 td 150,000 spiudiea. One mau now attenda lo
about 2,000 spina lea, aud u girl irom sixteen to
eighteen years of age can attend to about 600 Irame
apiudiea."

"Taking tbe aurvey of tbe whole country you wilt Hud

luycur Jouruey throughout tbe various tuauulaciuriug
districts th it mere has been an enormous mcroase ol
exporia of products in which American superiority is
acknowledgeu. Tne renewal of prosperity does.uol
ef neoeasiiy consul ol finding a foreign market for
a portion of each thiug mauuisotured, but oaiy lor
the excess ol some ibiuga. There are articles wbiou
we caunol export. Tney will soou be worked luto
consumption at home; so soon as Hie export of oihar
articles uurmit oar people to use ibam. Success in
ouo article ol export leads by the profit received
thereon to tne Lome ciusnmptlon of others. At
present, while tbe process oi aujusimem is going
on, there is restricted consumption ol insuy kinds of
goods aud wsres anu nu accumulation ol a moderate
surplus oi things for whicu we never bave yet devel¬
oped a toreign market, this accumulation, however,
lias never been great, and will soon be cousuuied ll
tbe export trad?, as it will, keeps ou increasing."
