A ITOODLUM'S END.

Exeeution of John Ruuk at San Franeisco for
the Murder of Police Offieer Coots.

STRANGLED

TO DEATH.

Pitiable Career of the Youth Whe Died on
the Scaffold at Eighteen,

A REMARKABLE DEFENCE.

The execution of John Runk, at San Francisco, on
Friday lust, was as remarkablo as the career of the
eriminal, and ub apposite end of the youth's lile. It
Will be remembered that he murdered a police officer
bamed Charies J, Coots. Up to the tine when ihe
Shenl adjusiod 1he noose he was cool and cullous.
But wpen the arop feil, tue noose turned and slipped
under bis ¢hin, threw back his head and slowly stran-
gled b,  His stroggies were terrible 1o behold nod
s effpris to bronithe caused a paintal rastlieg which
could be beard for quite a distance.

asked the offlcer Lo let the prisoner go, promising at
the same time that he would 1ake him bome. The
request was refused  The youlb sbwn went up 1o the
door of  house ut which two womaen ol nglorieusly
bLad character were standiog, avd sald be had some
trouble with an oflcer, and tbhat he would *“Ax him
before morning.'" He pulied a pratol from his pocket
when he .mode (he threat. Boon alier Runk mes
Coots, and drawing his weapon fOred, lulliching o
wound causing ‘death. Lle was immwediately taken
Intv custody und on the 13th of July brought up for
trial belore Judge Morrison, in the Foarsh District

Court.
THE TRIAL

The killing of & police oilicer by a **hoodlum® under
these circumstunces mnde o decp lmpression on the
public mind, and, though the luws of Californja per-
mit Juries Lo aflix vither the punishment of death or
imprisonment for life, In cases where verdicts of
murder lu the firet dogreo are returoed it was Lhe gen-
erul idon that the exireme penaliy should be visitea
on the prisoper It tound guty. The killiug was
admitted, but premeditation was denied, The
evidence 1o sustain the latter cloment In  the
cuso came (rom women ol guestionable repute-
tion, but other testiinony was adduced Lo suow
thut Runk bharbored leelings of anlmosily toward the
entire polies lorce.
