THE H18TOBY OP NEWARK.
Mr. Joiepb Atkinson, of the Newark (N. J.) Journal,

has jnst completed, efter several yeara of patient
labor, a history of the olty of Newark, from Its settle¬
ment in May, 1060, to the preaent time. Mr. Atkinson
bavtng been tor a number ol yeare a resident
ol Newark and a Journalist has bad excellent
opportunity for ble work. Tbls, we believe, le
tbe Drat complete history ol our sister city
extant. Various sketches bavo beea publiabed
Irom time to time; but mucb ot tbe ricb material at
baud has remained uncollected uutll now. The
author claims tbat little of tbe later bistory of
Newark, a period covering tbo past century, bas dobq

written oefore. Tbe nanio* of tbe settlers of' tbe town

in ISM are given, and among thvm are many that ap¬
pear in tbe Newarx directory ot to-day. Indeed, there
aro very lew of tbe tounders whose doecondants are

not still lining In "onr towne on Paaaalck." Tbe
Puritanical element which was strong among tbe
founders of tho city exists thore to-day. It is

elated tbat tbe last attempt to found a city whose gov.
eminent should be puroly biblical In principlo was
made in Newark, and, we may add, unsuccessfully. A
religion as tolerant as the Episcopal was not Intro¬
duced Into Newark uutll 1729, and It was several years
later before any cburcb was established.
Among Its citizens ol whom Newark Is tbe mfst

proud we find the uamo ol^tho Rov. Aaron Burr,
seventh pastor ol tbe First Presbyterian Cburcb,
wblcb Is now standing ou Broad sireot. Tbo parson-
ago occupied by Parson Burr Is also standing. The
place ol bis resldonco at tho lime of tbe blrtb of h's
famous son Aargu bas been torn down. Mr.
Atkinson has traced the history or tbls romarkible
family In Newark in an Inu'rostflig manner. Tbo his¬
tory of tho First Cburcb is almost tbo history of New.
ark, and it Is given hore at longtb. The manufactur¬
ing Interests of the city, which are rosily Its back¬

bone, receive careful consideration. An appendix
gives a history of tbe press of Newark and numorons
statistics. Mr. Atkinson's bistory will provo valuable
to all Newarktrs, aa tl wtll certainly prove Interest¬
ing to tbose who bavo no Iocs! foeling to influence
them.

Addi¬
tional contoaslons made by Mrs. Walratb disclosed lua
place ol concealment ol the murdered inau's pantaloons,
aud altogether tbe chain ol circumstantial evtdenca
was so strong that the Jury stood for hour* ten for
murder in tbe first degree. From the tiuio of dor ar¬
rest to tbu closing scene ol tbo trial Mrs. Walrsuibaa
soemod 10 bave scarcely realised her position. Tbs
jail ol tno couuty being an unfit plaos for a woman to
be ooultoed in she has boon kept under guard at a
private residence, and irom tollable inlormaUoa sua
has nut been aroused to bur daugerou* position. Du¬
bois baa be«n ooufincd iu the County Jail and has
maintained a strict eiiouoo as to his oonuecuon with
the case.
