casus, and In conclusion says:."Neither was it hud
until on the part ol the executrix to make advances
tu the defendant, Savage, on an agreement that such
amounts should bo deducted trom hia sbare. tie was
tu necessitous cirouinstances ana needed money trout
time to time lor his support. So ler as the testimony
shows the executrix bau no notice of tho plaiutilJ's

IMPORTANT TO ASSIGNEES.
Chiel Justice Dal/ yesterday rendered an Important

deciaiou in tne matter of the arraignment ol Morn*
Lipsiger, which came belore htm on an application
made ny William A. Harding, a creditor ol tbe as¬

signor, lor an order requiring Frederick Lewis, the
assignee, to file his bund or show cause why ue should
not be removed as such assignee. The Chiel Justice
holds that too composition u a proceed¬
ing dtstiuci and dltlereut Irom the proceodiug
lor a discharge in bankruptcy, aud that the construc¬
tion which bo# been given oy the United stales courts
to tne law respecting the one does not uecessariiy ap¬
ply to tne other; that the composition does not be¬
come effective so as to discharge the petitioner iroin
hie debts uutil the composition notes sre paid, aud
that II a note given to the croditor agreeing to tne
cotnposllluu is not paid when due ho can sue lor the
original debt and is entitled to his pro rata proportion
uutiur an assignment lor tlie beuetlt ol tne creditor*,
il one nas been made. The creditors in mis case

agreed to lake notea payable In three moniba, with a
certain person as inoor-er, but until tnese notes are

paid there has not been a pro rale payment or satis-
taction in money. Il has been simply an ngreeuiaut
on the part ol these creditors to give the deuior time
to ettect the composition, and It is not efleolea uutil
lb# notes are paid. The cruJitors taking these com¬

position notes also agreed that the usslguee under
tlie State law might surrender up uud deliver
to ihe debtor all property received by him
under tbe aa*ignroeol and waive uo.ice ol any
proceeding he might take lo be discharged lroiu
hi- liability as assiguec. Judge Daiy saye that it dues
not loliuw Irotn ibia that the assignee suould he re¬
lieved lroiu giving a bond to porieel his title lo the
property, li he does not file tbo boud wituiu the
specified time the Court baa power to remove bun, to
make provisions lor the sale custody 01 the estate aud
to appoint another saslguee. Il lie flies it and llicu
irnnaieia tbe property assigned to him to the deotor
he does it upon his uwu responsibility II the composi¬
tion is nut carried out ana efiocleu. Tbe Judge de¬
cide* that the assignment is iu no way aHected by the
composition deed.

A Review of Governor Robin¬
son's Veto Message.

Comptroller Kelly has transmitted to the Legisla¬
ture llie following communication, rev.awing tbe

objections or Governor Koblnson to tbe Bonded In¬
debtedness bill:.

Tbe paramount importance to the tnlerests of this

eity ol Assemuiy bill No. IDS, entitled "An act relat¬
ing to certain ludebteduees of tbo city of New Yurie,
and to provido lor tbe payment »ud cancellation ol
tbo same," wbicb has been returned by Governor
Koblnaon to your bouoruble body without tils approval,
inducoa mo to reapectluily submit lor your considera¬
tion some of tbo reasons wny the objections mado to us
provisions are uot, in my judgment, sou id and valid
against tbe bill becoming u law. Tbe bill, as prepared
by tbo Cumpiruiler, was approved by tbe local uu-
tnoritles before it was presented to tbe Legislature,
and bas received tbe emphatic approval o' the press
almost wituuut exception, of b.iukers, merchants and
taxpayers generally and ol societies organized to pro¬
mote reforms in tbe administration ol tbo financial
affairs of the city, wntch nave taken a direot and active
part in udvocutiug tbe passage ol ibis bilL
Tbe bill was trauainltted to tbe Legislature last

January, wilb a memorial praying lor lis passage, by
Ibe Muyor, Aldermen and Couiiuoually ol tbo city ol
New York, representing 'That, in tbo opinion ol
your memorialists, it Is absolutely necessary, in the
interest- ol the oily, mat provision should be made
by legislative uuaciiueul tor regulating its bonded In¬
debtedness. "
A statement was presented of tbe booded debt of

tho ciiy on December 31, 1877, and the oblrcts and
provisions ol tbe bill explained- Finally, ui.er due
consideration ol tbe bill in too committees on tbe
Allaire ol Cities oi both bouses ol tne L.gisluturo, it
was roported favorably without amuudmeui ol Its pro¬
visions aud passed tbe Legislature almost unani¬

mously.

Under tbeae circumstances tbe exorcise ol the veto
power is warrauted ouly oy vnry grave and cogent
reasons ol pub.ic policy. Iudividu.il opinion aud por-
souul fueling in reg..rd lo the merits and operation ol
the provisions ol tbe bill, whtoii cnuruclonzo the
reasons assigned by luo Governor lor not signing n,
ure not sutllcieut grouuds lor u veto. Governor Kob-
insoU says ol llie b.ll:."My owu examination ol it
bas led me to fear that, if enacted, it will accomplish
uotuiug toward liiose purposes neyoud wnal w,il bo
attained il the Uuanciul nllnrsol tbo city aro left to
be regulated by the existing ordinances and
laws." That is to say, it will uot accotn-
p-isb more to "simplify llie financial alfuirs
ol tbe cuy, preveut the uugincutuliou ol lis debt und
provide for tbo payment ol us outstanding stock aud
bonds ai maturity, than will be attained under exist¬
ing taws and the provisions ol tne existing ordinances
relating to the siukiug luuu. In view of tne positive
limitations of tbe sinking lund by existing laws to a

small portion of tbe bonded debt of toe cuy, and the
certainty that about $luO,OOU,ObO of tlia funded debt
now outstanding cau now bo paid only from taxes to
be imposed at the maturity ol tbe bonds, aud that uo

of nor provision Is mudo by these laws lor any o.ber
means of payment of future issue of bouds, the "tear"
entertained by Governor Kobiusou in regard to tbe
operation ol tbe bill will hardly be shared iu by tbe
taxpayers of Ibis eity.
Tbo Governor lurtber says:."A general objection

to tbo whole bill Is thai lis tuugusgo is so obscure and
luvoived ibat Its constructiou will bo difficult and un¬
certain. Trusts so euortuuna us those affected by this
bill ougbt uot to be subjected to ststuios wanting lu
precision." Aud again, '-Tbe bill, as I have said, is
obscure aud ambiguous in its language."
These alleged delects in tbe bill buve not been per¬

ceived by otber perons familiar with Unsocial an airs,
and the opluiou ol tbe Governor is uot concurred in

by such persons generally, It by aoy. An examination
oi Its provisions, section by section, will exonerate the
bill lolly, it is confidently believed, lrom this criticism.
It baa certainly never been made belore publicly,
but, on tho contrary, ail tbs provisions of tbe bill have
been strongly coin mended for ineir brevity, clear-
uese and precision. II this allegation, were well
founded tbe obscure or doubtiul provisions should ut
least have been pointed out and their liability lo mis¬
construction explained lu order to givo icrce to the
objectiou. This baa uot been done, although ibe ob¬
jects and operation ol the bill are set forth and dis¬
cussed on luo assumption ol being clearly and tally
uuderstood, even il uot approved

danger ol dishonesty and deception rather disingenu-
ou-ly intimated bh a eoUisquenue In these worm:.

the deficiency likely to result from uwmdkbI colloo-
tieoi."

1'ti¦ s imputation upon ibe honesty ol (be officials
who may have charge ot ill* finances ol the cay la
groundless end wholly inadmissible as respects una
class ol bond debt more than another. The bill pro-
Tides lor ibe payment of ibe boml*, and baa aoeffect
on the colUcuou* ol arsessmema. The usaeaaueut
luwa are as effeouve in eniorcvuient of collectiona of
aaaeaamenta under one ayetein of payment of the
bonds aa euotber. It is provided tbat tbo moneys col¬
lected Iroin aaaeaamenu ou account or wbieh the
bonda are issued snail all be paid lolo the sinking
tunU, and to tbat exient thoy apply to ibe re¬
demption ol tbo bonds squally, us II ibsv con.
tioued in a special tuud. It is well known thai
a large deficiency uow exists in Ibe luud loriuud by
collections of assessments, arising from Vacations bj
the courts eud direct charges under special lawt
aiislnst ibe city, ol ibe expense ol a Urge part ol
uuuv costly local improvements, and Irora oibei
causes lor which tbe city treasury is actually liable
equally with uuy otber bonded lodebtedavsa. Undci
the existing laws ibe assessment bonds can be issued
ouly fur tbe term ol five years, greatly to tbe disad¬
vantage ol the treaeury, aud coustuut renewals art
uecessary on account ol deterred paymoate ol aasosa-
mems by properly owners, ua well aa tbe uetlcieuciet
in tbe lund referred to.

I here Is no sum wiucb tbe Common
Council or tu« Legislature can properly direct or pledge
to otner purposes." According to ibis version ol ibe
provisions ol tbo sinking luud its revenues must go
on accumulating without application to auy oiber
purpose man tne payment of such bouds as the laud
is pledged to psy by law. Tbe last ot that kind of
bouds mature In tao year 1917, to the amount of
$f>,000.
The Governor dissents from tbe provisions of tbo

bills iu several other minor details, in regard lo
which a difference oi opinion may be houestly enter-
tamed by difiereui persons, but they are not essential
lo the principles ot the bill aud practical worktug ol
tbo plau oi payiug the bonded indebtedness of tbe
ciiv through tbi- medium ol ibe sinking fund.
Hut alter presenting the reasons lor bis objections

to ti>e provisions ol tne bill, tbe principal of wbiou I
liuvo referred lo, be proposes lo accomplish tne very
objects ol tbe bill, and which are believed lo be fully
provided lor by it witu an sol "which shall not «u-
counter tbe objections wuicu many of tbe provisions
oi tbo present bill suggest."
Tula is merely a matter of opinion which others ar«

equally qualified to delertniue, and which by ue
means presents those gruve considerations of pubug
policy whicii aloue warrants tne interposition or a
Veto by tbe Executive ol eitber a State or tbe li-deral
govcrumeut in opposition to tne doiiberalo and ex¬
press action ot tbe legislative branou ol tne govern¬
ment.
Tne btgb prerogative of the veto power was not con¬

ferred upon tbe Executive tor tbe exercise ol prlvatu
judgment in llio direction and dictation of legislation.
It can be exorcised Justly aud lawlully only tor tbo
oorreoltou ol improper legislation, comprised under
tbe bouds ol violatious ol tbe provisions ol tbe con¬
stitution, fraudulent purposes, inimical to tbe publio
weliare, aud errors aud delects ol hasty legislative
enactments. To none ol tbeae objections are tbe
provisions of tbe bill amenable, nor ara tbey made by
Governor Kobmson.

UONKSTY CALLSD M QUKSTIOX.
Tbe boneet administration oi city officials wbo may

be tutrusted with tbe financial aflairs ol tbe city
under the provisions ol the bill is culled lo question,
but Ibe same reflection may be made in regard to all
puDiio fluancial trusts under tbe law generally.
Tbe Governor says:."Uespito the tact tbat the bill

provides for tbe exchange ol city securities to an
euormous amount It ooutalna no provision lor pub¬
licly advertising tbair sale or exenuuge or lor secur¬

ing competitive bida. Tbo entire matter Is leit to
private negotiation, and tbe city might tail to realize
any fair premium whatever upon Us new issues.
Transactions oi so large an amount In valuable -ecuri-
ties ougut to bo made on pubLo notice, and In such a

way as to secure lor tbe olty tbe most profitable dis¬

position ol its bonds."
It is difilcult to account for so gross a reflection

upon tbe character ol iho fiscal officers ol tbls city
by Governor Kouinsoo, except ms an inspiration trout
a quarter in which is arrogated the exclusive posses¬
sion ol official houesty. The plain answer to tnig
allegation is that the reissues provided lor auder toe
bill are the "Consolidated stock ot the oity of
New York." Uuder existing laws the Issue of
tbls stock must be specially authorized by
tbe Board ot Estimate and Apportionment, and
uuder the provisions ol the bill It is required thai the-
sanction and authority of the Commissioners ol tbe
Sinking Kuud shall be given also bolore tbe stock
cuu be issued or In uuy manner disposed oi.
