REDUCE THE REPRESENTATION IN ASSEMBLY.
On Thursday, tho 10th lost., "Tho General Assembly

of the Presbyterian Cburcn In the United States ef
America".wnloh Is tho fall and logal title of the
Northern Presbyterian Church.will galbor In Pitts¬
burg, Pa., wheu the retiring nodorator, Dr. James
Hell#, of California, will dcliror the customary dis¬
course. On tbe sumo day tho Southern l'resby lerlau
Assembly.which holds fho same Irgal title as tho
Northern, both churning lo be tbe representa¬
tives of tbe Presbytorlnn Church in the
United Stalon.will convene in Knoxville, Tenn.,
wheu Dr. C. A. Stillmun, tho retiring moderator,
will also deliver the usual sermon. And on Wednes¬
day, the lftth Inst., tho General Synod of tbo Re¬
formed Presbyterian Cnuroh will meet in this eity in

aunnaI session. The former has thiriy-soven synods,'
Including one each in Kentucky, Missouri and Mary¬
land, and one oach in India and China. Embraced In
lbone synods are 177 presbyteries, which agnin com¬

prise 6,163 churches, 4,801 niltmiora and 321 licenti¬
ates. Homo of tlie laiier hnvc been ordained during
fho year, ana soma or tho 072 candidates in tbo semi¬
naries and colleges of tho Church have been ileonsud
wlibiu the samo period, so that, at tbls time, tho
number of ministers and licentiates probably equal
tbo number of churcttcs. That result Is not necessary,
however, tor fho csro and supervision of the churches,
for a pastor can sometimes look altor two or tbreo
or even more small congregations? But In
the Prcsbylorlan Church a difficulty is ex¬

perienced wblob, though not confined to this de¬
nomination is, perhaps, moro apparent and mors em¬

phatic hero than in any other branch of tbe Church
of Christ. It u tbo difficulty or settling pastors over

churches. Of the 6,000 ordmlned and nnordatned men
In the ministry only 3,268 are engaged In the p/upcr
wont ol that office and, according to the latest nuu-

"supplies," or engaged In professional or secular life,
without cbargo or honorably retired.

of relatlouship. The Church needs a faith skin to
Paul's.that wilt not ask about the pay, but rather
about the work, and that will go to lelda whero other
men shrink from, so tbat souls may bo savod and
Christ be glorillod.

It is quits true that moo cannot now live upon air.
Neither coulu they In Paul's tlmo. And if tbo senti¬
ment of all tho churches was not what It Is on tbo

offlco of tho ministry, preachers now, ae well as 1,800
years ago, would be able to "work with their own

bands" and when they wanted, supply their own

needs, so llint the Gonpel should bo without charge
and tho ministry bo spirod the accusation ol which
Paul was Jealous, ibat he should appear to seek tbo

people's money rather than thoir souls. Hence ho
would not le bardonsorao to any; nevertheless bo
preached the Gospel of God freely In regions where
tbe namo of Christ had not oven boon heard. It Is
hardly possible tbal in Ibis ago and In any
part ol the civilized world nay man whii
Paul's spirit would bo allowed to suffer
lor the uooesssries ol lilo by tbe people among whom
and lor whom he labor*.

iho sjnodical and ibe presby lerlnl overtures. Tbe
former would lako away altogether from ibe presby¬
teries tbe direct representation In tbe General As¬
sembly and give It to tbe synods on tbe oasts ol ooe
minister and one elder lor evory 60 ministers repre¬
sented In synod, or a fraction over 60 and lest than
100, and in Iba same proportion for every 60 or trac¬
tion thercol above 100. This would reduce tba As-
ae.nbly to about '120 members, but dlsiraucblso 60
presbyteries every year. This baa been unanimously
negatived by the presbyteries us lending to destroy
the democratic and popular principle of representa¬
tion at present In vogue. Tbe other proposition leaves
the basis ol ropreteiiiuliou in'tbe bauds ol ibe presby-
lorios, but counts out alt supernumeraries and suimr
auDuuted ministers iront tbe uutl ol numbers, so

thai every presbytery constating ot more ihun 10
uud less than 80 ministers liclually engaged
ministerial work shall be culitled to two ministers
and two elders, uud Tor every additional 40 minis¬
ters one more clerical and one lay delegate. This,
too, has been vetoed as unlnir to a large 11 amber ot
worthy but unemployed mlnistors, wl*>so experience
lu the legislative body ot tba Church might be luucn
more useiul and important than tbst ot their more
Motive but younger btothreu. An overture prepared
by tbe Philadelphia Presbytery toeme io reach tbe

question more luliy than any that has yet been aug
gosied.

the reason. Ills vigor Is second only to Isaiah's, and
bis speeches abound with pictures taken Irom hla
rnstto life, for bo was a herdsman nod a gnrtlenor.
Tlio kingdom of Irr.iel was at that tlmo at the hoigbt
ol power. Its dorol.ilon extended on every side; tba

IsraelHieh arms wero feared and reepeotod. I'ros-
periiy roilod in on the laud rucn as was not known
stneo the days ol Solomon. Hut slilucuoe brought
wicked noes, luxury ana Injustice, Too nobles con.
trolled the courts ol Justice^ and the poor man was
torribly wronged. Aunoiigli tlius oiiriohed ai the ex-
ponso ol the poor luey wore avaricious ol lurthef
gsin, wishing (ho lesuvals were over soon that iboy
mignt proaccuto their business, and anxious fur
ttia Sabbath to pass away. When thoy bad
thu< stripped their poorer brolhrou ol laeds,
houses and inorey they took them as boodrmen bo-
lore may would lurnish theiu «dlii tbe most trivial
articles ol necessity.
