9de Fails to Make 305 Miles
on Time.

TEN MINUTES BEHIND.

Extraordinary Endurance of the Skilful
California Horseman.,

Fronetsco Peralto, the lamons Callfornia horseman,
d the IR feat of riding 305 miles in
ficen nours at Preapect Pars Fulr Grounds, Graves-
tud, L I, yesterday meroing, stsrting oo his first
mile procissly ab 4 o'clook. Peralto was born in
Horgpitos, CaL  His (ather was s miner, snd Fiank ab
the early age of ton years took to the saddle us a
Juvenile ranchero, His pressnt age ls twenly-three,
snd bis bard, well proporitoned figure as bo stood Lo
mount scaled 156 pounds on the mornlng of the race.
He commenced io ride sbort races in Culilornis eigbt
yoars ago, but Lis frss loog distance (irisla
were mude 'in ihe East At Fleetwood Fark,
May 25, 1876, ho accomplished the tesk ot riding 156
miles in 6h. 6Tm., using tmirty borses. During ihe
month of June of the same yeur horode 160 miles n-
vide of wigut hours st Buftaje, N. ¥.; 110 miles in-
fido uf Ove hours at Bescon Purk, Boston, aud 150 miles
Amaide of seven hours at Suffoik Purk, Puiladelpbia
In the month of Seplember, 1576, he rode 106 miles
In five hours in Chicago. 1n March, 1877, he rode 4567
miles in fiity hours at tbe Hippodrome, New York,
and during the same year he did several smaller races
at Narragansets Park, Providence, R. L; at the
Lowell Driving FPark and at Portland, Me,

Perulto did not undergo any special course of (raln.
ing in this event, but during the past luree weeks
haus been taking pretiy regulur exorcise Io his zaddie
on the bridie paths of Central Park and on the rosa to
White Pluins. During the four or five days immedi-
ately proceding tho race Peruito, assistod by Carrillo,
the Mexican horseman, rode over aud broke the
horses grinered lor this rass. Several of the riaing
schools bad contributed, but out of the entire mixed
lot of thirty-eight head Mr., Hexamer's school, Hobo-
ken. had sent twenty-five and among these meveral
falrly well bred, clean limbed hacks, made vory good
time snd repeated Detter, their best timo
mnde, oarrying 166 pounds, exclusive of sad-
dle, being 2:19, 2:16 and 2:13, which was
very good Indeed. Carrillo took eharge of tbe
saddling, and his unremiiting atiention was worth
mavy miles in the race. Throe good Spanish saddles
were constaotly in use, siripped as far us poasible of
thoir cumbersome leathor trappings, and the broad
bair girth (slnges) was used aliogether. Apd, as the
sloge cun be drawn very tight withoul much elort,
and \he horsehair, of wnich ik Is made, I8 more or
legs elsstic and ndhesive, it {8, aud always has been,
preferred by those demi cenfaurs who spent more Lthan
ball thelr lives 1n the saadle, The singe s alse only
looped in, and thero ls nothing to buckle, which not
only goes far to provent unlooked for accldents in

breakages, but the singe can also be drawn L0 & guar-
ter ol anineh in girthing, bowng entirely Tndependent
ol buekle holes

The simpleat kind of & single-jointed soatlle was
usted, and ot only one of the horses Wus ihere a
murupgale called in service. Among the mounts
farnisbed there were only fuur musiangs, but two of
ihem were all that ocould be desired in the way ol
sack jumpers
