The Sire of Enquirer, Lynchburg, Littleton,
Longfellow, Reform and Parole,

AT CHESTNUT HILL, PHILADELPHIA.

The grand thoroughbred rareborse and sire, Leam-
ington, died at the home of his owner, Mr. A. Welol,
Cbeatout Hill, ¥biludelphia, yesterday morning. Us-
il a few womouis belore bis death the Lorse apposres
1o be in the most robust bealth, His deasn, it 1s
thought, must Lave been occusioned either by apo-
plexy or ruptero of the beart. Leamington was fouled
tn 1563 apd st the uimo of his death was twenty-live
yours old, .

Leamiugton was bred by Me, Hallord, ol Eagland,
apd muporied to America in 1883 by K. W. Cameron,
of Clhiiton Stad Farm, Sinten Islund, ¥, Y. UHe wos
sired vy Foogb a-Ballagh; flrst dam by Pautaioon ;
