It is uoderswood that the Demwocralic Joint Advisory
Committes, which huas lor some days been cellber
ating on the propriety of ngreeltng to a resolo-
tion for investigating tho Flrida and other elec”
tion frands, and which 18 known to have been
overse Lo ann investigation by Congress, this
morning detoemioed to requost the Judiciary Commit-
teo of the Houge Lo briog in s remiution satiug that
grave and apparently well substantinted allegations
of fraud In the Pregidential election n Florida and
Loulsana tinve been made, and.requesting permission
from the House to examimo into their fruth andto
sand {or porsons aod papers.

Whencver this resolution i2 offered in the House
the republicans (probably by Mr. Hale) will movo to
smond 1t by authorizing sho commiiteo to recelve and
examine also pupers and evidence cunrgiog lrauds ln
the Fresigontial election in Mississipol, Oregon and
Alnbama, and making it their duty to ioguire lolo
such allegntions, witn like.powers 1o send for personn
and pupers, 1t Is nol easy to seo how thoe democruts
can reject thisamendment, and the movers of the reso-
Iuiion will probably uccept it, whereupon the House
will have to determine. whether it can wieely consent
o spend time in raking over the whole of the lasc
slection or whelber 1t is.not better, on the whoie, for
the country that the matier, having been onco decided:
by Congress, sbull not be again admitted to offclel
Inquiry.
