And
llila is the system all over India now. The
Indian artillery was abolished throughout Inuia,
even in Madras, uud the ullioers merged In thu
Koval Artillery. It was thought beat never to
trust guns to the natives again. The nalivo troops,
till recently, retained the smoothbore percussion
musket, to as lo give a preponderance ol power to the
Europeans unlumg thetu In check, while keeping
them well enough armed to moel any foe ordinarily
expected to come across them. Tuey now huvo Eu-
lields and a few have snider breechloaders.

All these changes caused the retirement of many
olllcers and much dissatisfaction; but so /ar at least
as liuugul aud llomhay were concerned, they wero in¬
evitable.

CHANGS IX THK MADRAS ARMY.
Ill 1803, under the liberal government of Kngfnnd,

the transformation of the Madras army, which had
hitherto been untouched, was resolved ou aud cf
feclea. No regiments were disbuuded, but recruiting
was stopped, the wing system Introduced aud the
'*liue boys," instead ol being truined to serve
lit their fathers' corps, found that only u

percentage could be accepled. As the Madras
army hid been stanch this measure caused much
bitter feeliug, shared to the full by llie Europcau
officers. To salve their feelings udmlttauco to the
enormous so-called staff corps was renaored ex¬

tremely easy, and promotions to rank and pry (less
than the old puv for tho corresponding gruues, how¬
ever), were made with reckless prolusion. The uriuy
ol Madras had wtlbiu six months three times as many
held olticors us captains or subalterns. Then cum*
retirements engineered by a bewildering series ol de¬

vices, and employment made for men woo could not
be so disposed of. The Police and Public Works dc-

p iriments, the Forest Conservancy, ka, Ac., absorbed
lu ijors ol cavalry nod inlnotry by the dozen, and na¬

tive rulers wore supplied more liberally than over Ue-
foro with officers to train their contingents.

HOCKCK Of kNGI.AMD'S l'OWKK.
Now we coiuo to tau sourco of England's mighty

power which tn iy bo raised iroui India. Tho feudal
Idea obtains under every gloss ol modern civilization
throughout iudla. Kiouj the Nntato ol Hyderabad,
with his 40,DUG muginlicenily equipped troops,
ituder detailed British officers, to tho petty
zinindar or country gantleinan, with a few acres,
every uutivo ol rank has u body guard of Boldiers,
trout half a dozcti up to armies. These men have
been trained to urtus from tbo cradle. With the cold
steel they can do unythiug. Probably nine out of
ten can slice un apple with a sabre, i'onlpagging ana
polo »ro their daily amueemonig. They have nothing
to do but practise for war, which they never

got a chance to eugage lu, and talk of
the glories of their anoestors. Aud thoir horses, with
strong luluslon of Arab biood, are perlect chargers. A
wur would be a godsend lo these fellows. We hear
that tho Iiegum ol Uliopal has signified that her entire
army is ready to move out ol lndiu to fight the lius-
siuus. That fueling ts no doubt shared by every idlo
swashbuckler in the country. There Is at
least 1,000,000 of such men to-day receiv¬

ing pay from one rajah or noble or another
in Iudia, with 2,000,000 or 3,000,010 of nutnble
frtouds and buugers-on who are very anxious to he
taken luto service and are us protlcieul In all military
extrciso as the happy "ins." The Mussuluiuus ulouo
number 40,000,000 in India, and to sustain the
Sultan they would surely furnish thoir best
men. Mauy of these troupe aro "regulars," just
as much n« the Urilish Sepoy.-. They have the sumo
aims aud equipments, mo s.itne olllcers, tne same

discipline, the great majority are utterly Asiatic in
those matters, but though not as good us the regu¬
lars are not lo ho despised. They have shown their
mettle on many a well fought field, and the cavalry in

particular are probably us hue, us well horsed and us

formidable in every particular us ever the Matnolukes
were.

They are,
as a rule, most gorgeous y clad in cluttt of
gold, chain mall, cashmere shawls, 4ic.,
with sabres sparkling wltb jewels, earrings, nosorlngs,
matchlocks nud artillery that might have doe.e
s»rvico at b'rtkv- Ttieir uuilortu, diversity of cos-

tblio and equipment are slso sotuotlilug remarkable.
A brldlo, with links uf solid gold, will be jialchod with
u bit ot old rope. One will weur boots aud another
loose flowing pantaloons; ouo a short purple jacket
and another u scarlet cnllan with gold lace
and several large holes lu it, hanging
down to bis heels; some will biivo pistols
uud ull will btvo several Kinds cf knives
stuck about them. Hut this chlos can all be re¬
duced lu order. It is merely a question of man milli¬
nery. hey are good fighting material and well
Rkllled lu the Urooi tlieli tools, (live thorn Kuropeuu
olllcers, untlorni aud breecb-loiders uud they would
soou show tbenirelves worth something.

Past and Present of the Profitable

Though Risky Business.

CURIOUS HISTORIC GLIMPSES.

How Americans Have Reaped Wealth in
Wars Between Foreign States.

THEY WOULD DO IT AGAIN.

Baltimokk, May 7, 1878.
It was Sam Patch, 1 believe, who said that .'some

things can be dono us well as others," and went

through a struugo careor prosperously enough on

that maxim. Tho London Timet thinks that tbo neu¬

trality ;ids and tho Treaty ol Washington together give
Great Briialu a certain Immunity iroin ltu«siau
prlvatoorbiiiou uod letters of marque and reprisal,
ilero lu Baltimore, where we know sometuing about
privateering Irom old oxporleuce.this por. having
been the great central poiul of maritime udvoutures
of this sort, irom the war of the Itevoiutiou down to
tbo lato oivtl war, not to speak of South American
ventures and a Uttle bit of piracy iu the
Auttlies sud of slave dealing In Congo.
we think differently. Tne Baltic is not moro

capable of being blockadod, If so much
so, as the Chesapeake. Vet, In our two wars with
Groat Britain, there sailed from the Chesapeake alone
over three hundred sail of private arinod vessel, lo

prey upon British commerce. The commercial activ¬

ity of Baltimore, for which this city was more con¬

spicuous fifty years ugo than at present, rests Irnluod

upon the hardy seamen made and tho large fortunes

acquired by privateering. That trade was to Balti¬
more what tho llsherioa wcro to Massachusetts Bay.
the nursery of seamen and the lostoror ol eatcrprise.
Our llulilmoro sailors preyed upon British rommorco

as Drako and his stout British sailors preyed upon
Spanish commerce, and as tbo hardy seamen ol
the Baltic will prey upou England's sea trade,
