‘A Bensible Resoiution.

The republican leaders in Washington
huve come to what appears to us a sensible
resolution.  They have determined to send
s number of their ablest Northern speakers
into the Southern States to take part in the
fall canvass. It is one of the most hopetul
signs of a revival of common sense in the
political field that this should be their
determination. It shows that they have at
last begun to look events in the face, and
that they mean bhereafter to adupt them-
sclves to the changes in the times, A politi-
eal purty is like a nowspaper; it eannot ex-
peet public support if it discusses dead is-
sucs. The republicans have suffered so
long and so constantly from the Southern
policy to which they were wedded under
General Grant that we only wonder they
did not sooner cast it off. In 1860, the year
when General Grant first assumed the Pres-
idency, they had a majority of forty-two in
the Senate and eighty-six in the House.
"They were strong cnough to do what they
liked, snd they so constantly mis-
moanaged their affairs that in 1873, at the
beginning of Grant's second term, they
had but thirty majorily in the Scnate and
seventeen in the House. In 1876 they were
left with only ten majority in the Senate,
and lost the House; and at present their
Senatorinl majority has dwindled to two,
and they will lose these next March, while
in the House the democrats have retained
their preponderance.

It ought to be plein to the republican
managers that they have lost their hold on
the confidence and favor of the country;
and this should be the more clear becnuse
they must see, what is very evident, that
the country has not heartily nccepted the
democrats ; it has taken them not for love
of them, but because on the whole it
thought them less likely to do damage than
the republicans. To go om in their old
sourse after the rebufls of 1870, 1872, 1874
and 1876, would be folly tor the republican
lenders. They have ruled in the South by
the help of deputy marshals end United
States troops, until they have well nigh lost
both houses of Congress and have ruined
their party in all the Southern States and
in many of the Northern ; and it is high
time for them to make a chunge.

So they are going to substitate arguments
for troops. We are a little curious to sce
with what orguments they mean to appeal
to the Southern people, whiteand black. It
cannot be supposed that Northern republi-
can spenkers will attempt to speak in the
South only to the negroes, or will make tho
blunder, which has already cost them so
dear in the past, of appealing to race preju-
dices and terrors. Senator Blaine, or Sen-
ator Conkling, or Mr. Hale, or Mr. Foster,
Mz, Conger, or Mr. Townsend would look
vidionlous if they should in a Louisinna
pirish or an Alabama or Mississippi county
nddress themselves only to the blacks and
repent to them the stale assertions of the
cprpel-baggers that a democratic success
meant re-enslavement. They will not do
anything so foolish ag this, beeause the
blacks would langh ot them, They have,
moreover, something else to do down
there wesides stamp spraking. In
most of the Bouthern States, thanks
to the repablican follies and iniguities of
the past cight years, their party is almost
extinet. In several it has formally dis-
banded, and in all the others it is torn by
internal dissensions and weakened by
the disgrace of its former and unworthy
leaders. To make an aetive nud effective
canvass in the South ‘the republicans must
find new and popular leaders; men un-
stained by o share in the carpet-bag mis-
rule, und who have charascter and influence
among their neighbors. If the old carpet-
bag leaders are to be onee more brought for-
ward Northern republicans will have to de-
fond and justify their eriminal maladminise
tration, und in that case they might as well
save their breath and travelling expenses.

What they need is a thorough reorganiza-
tion of their party in tho Southern States,
with men ut its head whom honorable
Northern men will not have to defend and
exeuse, but for whom they can in good fuith
aslk white and bluck ecitizens to vote, as
nt least as honest, as able and as influential
us their democratic competitors, When
that is done the Northern speakers will have
wom for arguinent snd for the enuneia-
tion of a policy, and they muy hope to carry
some Southern districts. Their sucecss
will be a bencfit to the country and
to the democratic party as well. It is one
of the worst of the ovil results of the long
misrule of the repablicans in the South that
Liatred 'of political thieves and opposition to
tyranny and the most shameless maladmin.
istration hnve welded the Southern whites
into u solid mass of opposition to the re-
publican party,  The “solid South,” as it is
called, is an cvil for which the republicans
nre elearly responsible; but itis an evil none
the less, and the demoernts, if they are wise,
will see with satisfuction n retormation of
party lines in the Southorn States. Until this
kappens it will always bo in the power of re-
publean demagognes to vaiso au alarm in the
North by bolding ap to view n “solid South.”

Nor do we think the republicans need be
without hope of carrying, by proper eflorts
und o well defined policy, a aumber of
Soathern districts,  ‘The new policy of the
republiean lenders has of late taken shape,
and it is o policy which will sccure them
many ond influential adherents in some
parts of the Sounth, if they do not eompro-
mis? it by putting it into tho hands of men
conncoted with the former seundalous and
eriminal misrule. It is evident from the
movements of Mr. Blaine, Mr. Hale, My,
Conger, and the general attitude of thelr
party in both houses, that the republican
leaders mean to plant their party on o
plattorm which inelades o protective tarift;
subsidios to enterprises which scem to themn
to justity aid, such as ltoreign steamship
lines and some railroads, and generous grauts
to ioternal fmprovewents.  With such a

adberents in many Southern districts, and,
granted only that they drop the disreputo-
ble earpot-bag rogaes who have brought the
party into meritad dislike in the South and
in the North as well, they may without
great effort build up o respectable and
formidable republican party in many of
thoe Southern Stutes,

\  DBut to do this they must give up abso-

policy boldly stated they will find favor and,

lutely the foolish banner of the “bloody
shirt" which they have so long waved, to
their own loss, in the North. They must
aceept the situation just as the Southern
people have done. ‘They must show confl-
dence instead of hatred and distrust; and as
they can no longer hope to use troops and
United States marshals to coerce the whites
and organize the black vote, thef must ap-
peal with arguments and o policy. If they
shonld make the blunder—which some of
them séem ready for—of raising the *‘bloody
shirl" onee more in the North this fall,
they eannot reasonably expect to win repu-
table and influential citizens to their sland-
ard in the South. The republican leaders
have o real opportunity; the question still
remaing whether they have statesmanship
enough among them to use it

A New Sinking Fand Bil,

When the original Sinking Fund bill was
returned to the Assembly without Guvernor
Robinson's signature it was alleged by in-
discreet purtisans, on the onoe side, that the
Lill bad been {ramed by Comptroller Kelly
for political purposes nnd not for the pub-
lic good, and on the other side that the
veto had been induced by enmity townrd
Tammany, and was not based on honest
objections t» the measare. The Comp-
troller has sagacionsly made haste to prove
that his proposed flnancial poliey is de-
signed in the interest of the city, by sub-
mitting to the Legislature a new funded
debt bill, whieh is indorsed by some of the
most prominent finaneicrs in the city
and fully meets the Governor's objections
to the first bill, thus eonceding the sound-
negs and good faith of the veto. 'I'he
present bill appears to Be wholly unobjee-
tionable, and is eclear and distinet in its
language—nn essuntinl featura of a good
fineneial law, The sinking fund for the
redemption of the city debt is continued,
and the moneys and revennes supplying
the fund are pledged thereto until the final
redemption of all the stocks and bonds of
the city. The sinking fuud for payment of
interest on the city debt is also continned,
and its surplus revenues are after this year
to be paid to the redemption sinking
fund. All moneys on hand or hereafter eol-
lected on acconnt of nssessments for local
improvements are to be paid into the re-
demption sinking fund and pledged and
appropriated to its purposes in the same
manner as its revenues. The city bLonds
and stocks originally secured by the re-
demption sinking fund are made a preforred
charge on that fund and are tully protected.
Any outstanding bonds, not being revenne
bonds, may be called in and exchanged for
“gonsolidated stock” issned at not less than
par, bearing five per cent interest and pay-
nble at not less than twenty nor more than
fifty years. This consolidated stock isto
be secured by the sinking fund after full
provision for the preferred  bonds
and, stock. Any bonds falling dne
and pot exchanged for consolidated stock
or pnid out of the proceeds of the sale of
such stock may be paid from the redemp-
tion sinking fund, provided the payment
does not impair the preferred cluim and is
deemed by the Sinking Fund Commission-
ers to be for the best interests of the ecity.
Whenever the surplus revenues of the sink-
ing fund are found to be insuflicient to mect
the bonds and stocks falling due in the next
calendar year an amount of not less than
one million nor more than two million dol-
lars is to be ndded to the tax levy and paid
into the fund to replenish it. Hereafter,
whenever any new bonds or stocks are is-
sued other than revenue bonds, an amount
is to be rmised by tax each year and paid
into the sinking fund. sufficient, with the
neenmulation of interest, to pay snch bonds
and stocks when they shall fall due. Assess-
ment bonds hereafter issued aro to bear
not more than six per cont intercst and to
run for not more than ten years, and the
gale of all bonds, exeept revenue bonds, is
to be made on proposals invited by public
advertisement.

We can see no objection. to any feature of
this bill. The provisions for replenishing
the sinking fund, whenever aeeded, by tax-
plion, and for raising an amount yearly by
tex sufficient to provide for the payment at
maturity of all new bonds and stocks that
may be issued are admirable, and will be a
wholesoma restraint on the creation of new
indebtedness. The bill will no doubt be-
come o luw, for neither the Legislature nor
the Governor will be willing to incur the
responsibility of defeating so wholesome a
measure.

We surpass oll tho
world in the invention of labor saving mae
chinory, but when it comes to hand work
tho price of labor is so high in this country
that our Dritish consins are able to nnder-
sell us, The interesting details given by
our correspondent ore worth carclul atten-
tion,

Raugland’s Terms.

England's terms are apparently as fol-
lows:—First—The restrietion of the Itussian
programme for Bulgaria to Bulgaris north
of the Balkans, tho Bulgaris south of the
Balkans, as defined by the San Stefuno
‘Treaty, to be settled rather under the provi-
sions suggested by the Constantinople
Conference than under tho conqueror's
treaty.  Second and third—In Asin Kussia
must content herself with Batoum, und
us the larger slice of Armcnin Wwas
‘terpitorinl  compensation” in licu of
a war indemnity that ‘Turkey could
not pay, England will see that there is now
¢t detinitive settlement of the war indem-
nity” in cash or its equivalent. Fourth—
As to the respective rights of the nations in
the Dardanelles they shall remain withont
change. And fifth—Thessaly snd Epirus
shall be nccorded the same rights of self-
government given to the Christinn subjects
of the Sultan in the Slavie provinces. In
this scheme is presented formally what
England desires to substitute for the settle-
ment of the same points proposed by the
Treaty of San Stefano. This is the plan
which slie has been incessantly desired to
submit and in regard to which she hns been
peculinrly reticent, It is, thevefore, on the
basis of this plan that the recent attempt
to reconcile the opposing claims has been
made, which attempt is reported to have
made promising progress. Count Schonva«
loff's journey to St. Petersbiirg is made ap-
parently that he may personally explain
the conceptions entertained in London on
the details of this measure,. He ean dounbt-
less explain that thero is noradieal difference
between this and the setilement sketched in
the treaty. In one point this plan is better
for Russia than the treaty. No more wel-
come proposition ecould be made than to
substitute an immediato settlement of the
war indemnity for the future settlement of
which Russia wes to hold Armenian terri-
tory ns seenrity. As to tho Dardanelles, it
may be said that the plan simply defers the
solution, and, in fact, the trenty itself leftall
the details of their fature to be determined
between the Czar and the Sultan. Instead
of one Christian semi-independent province
the samo territory will be made into three
semi-independent provinces, and the Gre-
cion subjeets of the Sultan are put up to
balance as emaneipated Christigns the Bul-
goriang whose sympathies with Russia are
more lively. But the treaty promised what
this plan proposes to reform, and therc is
no obvious inconsistency. IRussin, so far ns
appears, may accept this plan without giv-
ing room for the chargé that sho has aban-
doned any great point to English diclation,
save, of course, the important point of the
Dardanelles. She hoped to realize now her
easy access to the Mediterranean. By this
plan that hope is relegated to the future
But as against o great naval Power she may
well deem it unwise to insist upon a point
that could, in fact, only be successfully
held by warfare on the seas.

Alvord's Apportionment Cheat.

It is notof much consequence whether
tho Apportionment bill is to be finally
Jpansed or rejected by the Legislature. The
Juill was yesterday put through the Senate
‘with some trifling nmendments, and when
returned to the House Mr. Alvord promptly
moved o committeo of conferemce, It is
possible that this committoe will fail to
agree, Under any circumstances the bill is
so unfair and partisan in its character that
the Governor is not likely to give it his ap-
proval. The action of the republican party
in relation to the reapportionment of the
State has been unconstitutional as well as un-
just and will meet the severe condemnation
of all honest men. The right of equal and
fair representation lies ot the basis of re-
publican institutions. The republican par-
tisans in the L:ogislature hnve ugain and
again ontraged this right and violated their
ouath of office for the sake of retaining a
paltry political advantage in the State. Be-
canse democratie districts have inereased in
population in o greater ratio than republi-
enn  distriets the republican legislators
have resorted to all sorts of jugglery to de-
feat o reapportionment or to sccare one that
wonld be n scandalous cheat.  Such un-
worthy nction must in the end injurs the
party that hopes to turn it to its advantage,

Crucifird DRetween Fanaticism uand
Partisanship,

The Senate has defeated the Holahan Ex-
eise bill, and has thus decided to leave
New York in its present unsatislactory con-
dition in relation to liguor licenses, This
obstinate refusal to do jostice to the city is
not attributable wholly to fanaticism. ‘I'he
hand of partisanship can also be recog-
nized in the work. Tho politicians
have stupidly supposed that the exist-
ing muddle will embarrass the demoocratic
eity uuthorities and draw npon them the ill-
will of the liguor dealers, It will do no
gueh thing, The law of 1857, which las
been pronouneed by three or foar legisla.
tures ns wholly uniit fur New York, 18 not
now enforced and is not likely to be ene
forecd, There is more unlicensed ligquor
selling in the city to-day than at any for-
mer poriod within the past fifteen yours,

wion of tho law is absurdly transparent
The liguor dealops will now be undor for
greater obligations to the city anthorities
than they would bo if made independent of
them by a fair Excise law,

The real suffurees by the perverscness
and stupidity of the Senate nre the char-
itable institutions of the eity divectly, and
the taxpayers indireotly,  With the Holahan
Excise bill in operation there would not
have been one bundred more drinking
places in the eity than there are at the
present momwent, and not o gallon more
lignor would bave been consumed, Dut
tho receipts for license fees would have
been in the close neighborhood of half o

million  dollovs, while they will now
bo little more than one hundred and
fifty thonsund  dollars. The drinkiug

saloons will now be free from police sur-
voillaneo and the bLusiness will be reck-
lessly, beeauso illegally, condueted. Under
n good Excise law there would have been a
usoful police restraint over all licensed
houses. The present confusion and law-
lessness is demoralizing to the police foree,
whose mombers will now be bribed to elosc
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their eyes to violations of the law and will
huve the opportunity to indulge their
enmity agsinst such dealers as will not
pay them for their friendship. From
whatever point it is viewed the defeat
of the Holahan bill is ap evil. It will not
promote temperance, but will on the con-
tray incrense drinking. Under a fair
license law in Boston the arrests for drunk-
enness aré one-third less than they were
under the Prohibitory law. The people of
New York, who feel that fanatics have de-
nied them a fair law, are likely to prove
their repugnance to fanaticism by exccssive
indulgence, The partisans who expect to
muake capital out of the excise muddle will
be disappointed. We are left with a law
which cannot be enforced, and no one will
make any grent effort to enforce it. Nor is
public sentiment likely to be severe in
condemnation of those trausparent eva-
sions of its provisions which are now the
ouly means by which’a fair excise rev-
enue can be realized.

“Recovder Hackett Saya —."

The charge of Recorder Hackett to tho
Grand Jury in relation to the sbominable
nuisances arising from fut rendering, bone
boiling and other offensive ebtablishments
in the city, and his hint of indictments for
neglect of duty, Lave aroused ‘the hereto-
fore quiescent Health Board to a show of
petivity, The president of the DBoard
promises to ‘‘earnestly co.operate” in the
inquiry suggested by the Recorder, while
the sanitary inspectors and the secretary
Lhave become suddenly busy with reports
and eirculprs on the subject of the city's
villanous odors. A similar reawakening
was observable in the Street Cleaning Bu-
rean when publie indignation was nroused
by the Llthy and dangerous condition of
the uncleaned streets, but no real improve-
ment in the business resulted. The Racor-
der yesterdny returned to the subject for
the purpose of advising the Grand Jury
that it was their duty to consult with the
Distriet Attorney alone on the matters nn-
der their consideration, and not to
talk with outside parties. IIe also
cautioned them strietly to report to
him if any person should have the
temerity to approach any of their number
cither verbally or by letter. It is evident
that the Recorder does not intend that the
Health Board, the fat renderers or any one
else shall *borrow the ear"of the Grand Jury.
The nuisances to which Judge Hackett has
directed attention motoriously exist to the
annoyance of the neighborhoods and the
peril of the public health. It is the Grand
Jury’s place to inquire by what authority
they Lave been permilted and whether the
laws have been violated. It would scarcely
answer for the Grand Jury to scek this
knowledge from the probable offenders,

Move Horrid Oppressiom,

In Californin the pread athampt of the
workingmen to reform the world, to make
everybody happy, virtaous and rich and to
make n pint mug hold a quart of beer, has
hitherto had the most brilliant success.
Innumerably have been the nccessions to
the Order, and great have been the triumphs
at the polls. All the old parties trembled
for the presperity and are now, perhaps,
panie stricken, for tho news is that tho
workingmen's party hns carried three towns.
Simultancously with this evidence of the
growth of the party comes the report that
somo wretched cabal in jts rpnks hag de-
posed Kearney, the creator, lender and sonl
of the workingmen's movement. Agninst

this puore, indignant and heroie man
the pcople who have deposed him
recite  “charges of fraud, corrup-

tion, Cwmsarism and insanity.” If we
could for n moment believe that there
was any truth in these charges our faith in
humanity would be lost at once and forever.
Kearney's reform, it will be remembered,
was originated to do what all other reform-
ers have vainly striven to do beforo—and, in
fact, what lnws and constitutions and polit-
ical systems are framoed for—to sccure jus-
tice, protect the people and make govern-
meut honest, and now they charge him
with tyranny and dishonesty. Alas! can
he have fallen o vietim also to temptation ?
But no; we refuse to credit the story!
T'his is the invention of the millionnaires
and rognes in office, who were afraid of the
lionest carman with a dirty face and a 1ope
in his pockct.

England’s Champlons,

In to-day's Hensrp will be found an in-
teresting nrticle on the dusky defenders of
England's cause that the presont govern-
ment proposes to call from India. Speen-
lation ns to the probable result of so re-
markable a proceeding as the use of Indian
troops in Enrope is likely to be lively, and
already opinions on the wisdom of this step
vary greatly. In Parlinment constitational
objections have been made on the ground
that it is a moasure for which the consent of
Parlinment shoald have been obtained. But
the government answers that the movemont
of o portion of the trcops from one park of
the Empiro to anothor is an set for which
the Ministry has powar, and that is all that
has Leen done, sinos the troopd aro ns yot
