The report from Bbanghal, by way of San Francisco,
In to-day’s papers, concerning Braaford, lately
Amerioan YVioo Consul at Shanghsi, brings up once
more the pcandals coppected with the Bhanghai
Consulate, which bhavoe engeged the attention
of the Siate Dopariment nnd the Iicuse Foreign
Aflalra Committes lor months past, and have
resulted so far only in a hoge volume of testimony.
