BIS MEN SAID TO BE DESTINED TOR THE

The Standard understands that the Kueslsn Am¬
bassador at Nome has said that the steamer
Clmbrla was engaged to transport men

and offloars to Ameriea, whore thoy will
eroee the Continent, and other vessels lake thorn to
the mouth of the Amoor, thia being twonty-ono days
¦horter than the routo across Siberia. The object Is
merely the bettor protoctlou ot Russia's possessions
on the Lower Amoor.

VISIT TO THE STEAMER BY AMEBICAN OF¬

FICIALS.MYSTERIOUS MOVEMENTS.

Ellsworth, Me., May 10, 1878.

The Clmbrla hat lately been the object ol more at.
tentlon on the part of both Americans and Russians.
When the revenue cutter Hugh MoCuiloch reached
Southwest Harbor yesterday alternoou she lound all
on board Iho Clmbrla in perfect legal ordor, that
?eesel oven naving the certificate ot a British con¬
sul (7), presumably at a port In the Baltic, that alio
contained no contraband. It would seem that ibis
examination of the Cimbria was sondnoted by special
agents, lor when the cutter came in those on board
inquired 11 "two men bad just arrived 7" This was
about six o'clock P. M. At nine o'clock tho expected
two arrived, and at onee nired a boat to take them to
the Cimbria. They returned at eleven P. M., re¬
mained at the Island Iiouae till Qve o'clock this morn¬

ing, and then again boaraed tUe Cimbria. From her
they crossed to tho oatter, which left the harbor
almost Immediately.

MORK XYbTKKlOUS MOYKXKNTS.
On the Russian side the drama was more interest¬

ing. Late In the alternoon a team was seen making
Its way down to tbe wbarf, and at the same moment
i boat shot from the side or the Ctmbrla. As the car¬

riage reached the wharf tbo boat tonofaod It, and tbe
brothers Grippenberg Joined hands again, lor the
travellers were Captains Hunt and Orippoaberg, tho
latter tbe yenngor brother ol tbo commander of tbo
Clmbria's naval contingent After tho first greeting,
the brothers, with Captain fclnnt and a Russian
officer, started olT into the woods ont ot eight and
hearing of tbe sailors and the curious spectators.

CAPTAIN HUNT SHOWS HIS UAXD.

Tbe conference ended, all went on board the Clm¬
brla; but tho new comers started this morning on

their return. Tnis evidently connects tbo Cimbria
with the mission of Captain Hunt, and If that be to

boy cruisers confirms tho view advanced la my last
as to the real secret hidden In tho black bull ot tbe
Cimbria.

RAVIXO A GOOD TIMS.

To-day three yonng officers trom tbo Clmbrla have
been visiting Ellsworth, wbero they were hospitably
entertained at the boose of Attorney General Emory.
As 1 write Ihoy are still In town, and It le whispered
thai they have now lound an oasts exempt from "the
Maine law." They roluse to tell their names, alleging
that it le against orders.

Mr. McKay.1 have heard that thero is an agent In
thecouutry Who Is propared to purchase some suit¬
able steamers, hut 1 have not heard that be ban mode
any purchases as yet.
Rkpokikii.Whot does the Russian government In¬

tend to do with tbo vessels alter they aro purchased?
Mr. McKay.1 suppose they kuow more utioui that

themselves. They might do a good deal ol damage
among English merchantmen ll thoy wcro success¬
ful in keeping out ot the way ot English crusiers.
RsroKTKit.You have not heard ol any vessels that

aro likely to bo selected by tho Russians?
Mr. McKay.No, it Is not likely they are golnx to

tell every oi.o what they want to buy. Prices have
gono up enoutiti already, without their showing their
uuud auy IiPthcr. Auy wuy, I do not think il there
are any vessels sold ibat the only purchasers will bo
RuoiaiiB. as thu Eugllsti have pieuty ot mouey, ami It
is vol likely tncy will let tuulr enemies gel any the
best ol them in llteir preparations.
Kkpoktkr.Is Captain Hunt tbe properly accredited

Russian agent ?
Mr. McKay.1 should imagine that Captain Hunt

has some business connection with tbo Russian gov¬
ernment; but 1 can irivo you no dellnlto iiilormatlon
as to Its direct uature. Your reporter appears to
liuve had quite au extended conversation with htm as
to the nature of his business.
Rkpoktkr.Have you heard of any ofTers having

been made for any American steamers?
Mr. McKay.No, 1 have not; una H seems tome,

from what lean hear ol prices that have been placed
on certain steamers, that American owners will drive
the Russian and English ngeuis to other markets.
There aro plenty ol first class steamers 10 do bought
in France unu Germany.
The stesmsblo Neckur, of the Bremen line, arrived

at Quarantine last evening. She is roported to have
ou boitrd a large number ol Uussiau naval officers,
coming bore under seulod orders.

AVAILABLE STSAMKRS.
The rumors of the arrival ol Russian agents pre¬

pared to purchase seaworthy steamships has oroated
quite an oxcitemont among me owners ot suitable
vessels, una tbero Is no doubt they cau be accommo¬
dated with a Urst class lot ot vessels it they are pre¬
pared to pay tbe price. It Is also understood that
the Euglisb government intend lo keep pace with the
Russians and that tbey have an agent now In this
city who is on tbe lookout for vessels
that cau ho purchased at a fuir price. Tho
prico of steamships appeals to have raised about
fllty per cent In tbe last ten days, and if thero Is only
a liltio active competition between tbe Russian and
English agents thero is no knowing what price will
ho demanded. The buyers aro said to be Indignant,
and threaten to go to France and Germauy if
steamablp ownors in tho United States do not come
down to reasonable figures.

1 wish to know on what grounds this
statement Is louuded, In view ol tho well-known (act
that the government has within the lust lew years
sold, either directly or Indirectly, tho Dunderburg to
Vranoe, tho Stonowali to Japan, and, I think, two
monitors to Peru. These vessels were moro or less
ready lor sctual combat when sold and wore very
powerful ships.
