Injunction Suit Against the Wabash

Railway Company.

PHASES OF RAILROAD CONSOLIDATION.

A Suit Involving the Sum of

$17,000,000.

An Important suit baa been brought by Samoa! Bar¬
ton against the Wabash Railway Company. Tba dc-

talla ol tba eaaa a< reellad in Mr. Barton's complaint
press at tba usual volumlnonaneaa o( all plaadlogs in

all railway litigations. It slates in theontaet that the

Toledo, Wabash ana Western Railway Company baa
been consolidated from various other companies, eaeb

bringing in tbslr respective inoriguges, that of the
Brest Western Railroad corporatiun alono amount¬

ing to $2,600,000. He blutes that he owned
bonds ol iho original Great Westorn and

Wabash and Groat Western companies. The

Toledo, Wabash and Western Railroad Company
Isaued equipment bonds for about $600,000, and con¬

solidated bonds lor $16,000 to take up the old

mortgage and the equipment bonue, setting apart
$13,1100,000 for that special purpose, of which bonds

there are sull outstanding about $Z,200,1100. Subse¬

quently this road issned a $3,000,000 gold bond, and In

1876, Mr. Barton lurther states the company
utterly delanlted in payment ot the interest, and pro¬

ceedings for foreclosure were begun and carried ton

decree on the gold bonds Following the decree an

tssocisilou ol bond and stock holders was lormed

and an effort made to have the decreo vaoated on

Ibo ground that the mortgage was fraudulent and
void. A compromise was eUocled by which $1,600,000
was accepted by the holders of lbs gold bond sod the

company reorganized, the old stockholders being let
In on payment ol $10 a abure, en Ova monthly pay.
menu, itte last payment to be inane on January 18,
1877, when tney were to become new alockUol tern; all
wno did not aubecrihe before November 3, 1876, to be
considered as declining aud their share to be distri¬
buted pro rata umong those Cuming in. To meet cer¬
tain claims on tnc rued a new mortgage called the
"Line mortgage" was made lor $1,000,000, to be paid
in live anuual instalments, and many ol tbo
old bondholders being induced to reluud their cou¬

pons aud deter payment. Mr. barton says those re¬

fusing to do so determined to stand on their legal
rights, such parties holding $2,600,000 ol me old
bonds ana $60o,uoo et the euaipment bauds. Hs
asks the appointment ol a receiver ol the road (or the
purpose ot protecting tbe interests ol the old bond¬
holders aud foreclosing if necessary; that the hold¬
ers ol the equipment bonds be deciarod to nave the
same rights aa tne coasolidaUd bondholders, aud that
all payments ot interesu to any except tne holders
Of tne flrst mortgage bonds be enjoined as impair¬
ing the security. Judge Donohoe granted a tempo¬
rary injunction, with an order to show cuuso wny It
should uol bo continued during tne pendency ol the
acltou, such order being returnable on tbe lllu lust.
A suit embodylug some of the same statements as

those contained in Mr. Barton's complaint has been
brought uy llenry Thornton against mo Wabash Rail¬
way Compauy and Tuaicher U. AJams aud others.
In his oompl.lnt he says that tbo Toledo, Wabash and
Western Railway Compauy had $2,800,000 and about
$16,000,00a He then details the issuing of the golu
bond mentioned in Mr. Barton's complaint,
wltn other facts slated by Mr. Barton. Tbe Company,
he charges, is hopelessly insolvent, uud he then pro¬
ceeds to give an extensive array of facia and ttgures
la corroboration ol Ibis statement. He thou adds
that there is uotning in the past history ot the com¬

pany or iu present condition to give nopo that it will
ever pay its bonds. Us stales further that he owns
200 shares ot the old sU'Ck, says ho lives in Buffalo,
Bud hud nothing to do with the plan of reorganization;
that in December, 1876, he teudered nis $2,000, wbicu
wan refused, being $10 on eacn share ol stock; that
on January 10, 1867, tne trustees made a conveyance
to tne new company, and Us now sues tor $20,000
damages l'ne case was arguod yes.urduy on a de¬
murrer, before Judge Van Brunt.

TUB CORI'OHATiO.Y OOUYSBb'S OPINIO*.

In July of last year Corporation Counsel Whitney
sent lb an opinion to Mayor Ely oo the subject. The
opinion was soon after transmitted to the Common
Council. The document aaya:_»l am not aware that
prior to tbe year 1873 there was any express legisla¬
tion on tbts subject, and the Common Council baa tor
many years been In the habit of granting such per¬
mits, assuming, 1 presume, that tnoy had the right
to do so by virtue ji the general legislative power
vested in them by the old charters and sols ol tbe

Legislature to pass ordinances rotating to tbe admin¬
istration ol pubilo affairs In this city. Subdivision 4
ol section 17 ol tbe charter cl 1873, however, expressly

W. U. Bellows
pigsidsd, and a paper waa read by Dr. Stepban Smith
on "Hospitals." He mdvoontad for rural communities
eottage or vUlags hospitals aa tba best plans of sup¬

pressing pauperism, and called attention to tbe fact
that village hospitals bad alreudy dona much good la

Kugland and would probably do tbe same hero. In
sucn a hospital there should be a bed to every 100 in-
bubitanta of tba Tillage. Dr. Smith recommended
tbe atriel separation oi hospitals from almshouses as

tar aa pasalbie.
A discussion lollowed, in wblob Mr. W. H. Croaby,

of Dutcbaaa county, stated that tbe county almshouse
and hospital was dlsgracelul, and that there was no

willingness on tbo part of the Supervisors to malto
necessary reforms. Mrs, Lowell aud others partici¬
pated, and tbe obarge was muds tbul no changes or

improvements had been effected in Bellevue Hospital
except sucb aa bad been 1'orcsd upon tbe Commission¬
er* of Cburiilce. Political jobbery defeated effort* at

geuulno relorm. However, tbe nurses were of a su¬

perior cbaraoter to those lormoriy employed, and
tuere was noise inucu crowding together of patients,
and particularly ol iy:ug-iu women.

ArTknMooH session.
During tbe sfteruoou session Wev. EL C. Potter pre¬

sided uad road a paper by Miss Louise £. aobuylor,
the President ot tbe association, on the "Elevation of
the Poor in their Hoiuss." Miss Schuyler is strougly
opposed to tbe system of doling out occasional sluts,
aud prefers such charity as will permanently improve
the condition ol tbe poor and aid tbem to help them¬
selves. Instead ol doling out a lew puuules to some
poor wornuo let her be giveu a chance to do goino
wasulug or some other work by wiuou ebe can uou-

eetly earn wnat she receives. Miss Schuyler
urges co-operative volunteer work in bobali ol the
poor, and recommends that cacn city bo divided Into
districts, where volunteer visitors may couibtue lor
their task, she also advocates improvements iu tene¬
ments und artisans' dwellings aucn us bad beeu Intro¬
duced in Brooklyn.

Mr. Brace, superintendent of the Children's Aid So¬
ciety, said that in the last twenty-live years ne did
net rtmemher one successful effort to elevate the
names ot the poor in this city. The only suooesslul
solution ot the problem was to give esub workman a

small, cheap cottage and bis own bit ol grouud in the
piaue ol bousing mem together in great tenements
which become tbo oenireeol povarty aud orime.
Ultimately be believed that cheap colonies ol working-
men would be louaued In East New York and kludrsd
localities, each workingmau to possess bis own little
homestead and bis owu piece ol grouud, aud to be
carried in cheap workiugmen'e trains to tbe city, tbua
relieving the enormous overcrowding oi tbe tenement
house distrieie wnicn had suoh lamentable results in
the condition ol (be lower classes.
