I he attempts that have otwu made to explain
it iu such a way us to withdraw its Virus ore among
the marvels ot industry and ingenuity and have led
to the porloriuuuce ol many touts ol logical legerde¬
main. ft is ut variance with the wholo touching ol
Christ nad with his revolution of Gou'a character to
tunu. I no ninth chapter ot Kotnabs, from which this
urgumout is drawn, is liko ono ol tho sloughs or de¬

pressions In the surface of the earth, filled with water,
which ouu meets with oil the pruirie, una goes arouud
or shout iu any way rather thau to drive or walk
through them, fret I regard it us a garden full ot
Uowers ana proon branches banging with fruit It
is u charter ot universal liberty.

CHAPiN, D. D.

Tho Kev. E. H. Chapln. D. D., pastor of the Church
of ttio Divine I'aternity, preached from Proverbs,
xxut. 7."l or as ho thinketh In his heart, so is he.
Tho text, said Dr. Cbapin, leaks us to a very mys¬
terious region.Into the scat ol life, the human heart.
It suggests the substauco of a man's personality. 7 he
essence ol ourselves Is uot in form or face, 'lho in¬

tellect does uot constitute a man's personality. Find
out what a man loves, and you Hud him out. It is a

very commonplace but practical truth that there aro

two worlds.the world ol uppearaucea and the world
of reality. If we should ponder well upon this
thought we should not ho wondering ho
many hypocrites or porsons or bad hearts
tliuru are about us, nut rather of our
own moral worth. ThiB would tend to tho in-
crease ol charity and ttio decroaaa of cvDHorlousnttu.
We should find so much that is not rlBht withln our-
bgivos we would show moro mercy to o.liers. uo
charitableness Is beartlessness. Whon you find a

croup ol gossipers tearing tho reputation ol othors
to pieces vou will find a set ol shallow and heartless
people. Although, we can csvlmato, wo must bo care-

1Uln Xink-tug'tfl0 our own hearts thorc are two things
to bo conslderod. First, that there is an absolute
standard hy which men aro Judued. There Is such a

thuig as u man s market valuo, and he Is lulked about
as you would talk ol a sack ol suit, lie may be rich,
but that Is no barrier to the visits ot sorrow and suf-
lering. lhou there is the social valuation of » man.
Deputation may make eharucler. lho things tli

vice lu Be Thomas' Protestant Episcopal Church,
PHty-thlrd street and Filth avenue, was greatly aug¬
mented yesterday by the presence of the Twenty-
secona regiment to hoar ibo annual soruou ol tholr
chuplain, Kov.

diers," then suug, uli the oougregatiuu Jolulug.
Kuv. Mr. Dunuell, boloro uuuouuuing his text, said

it was einineutly pro|»or taut uu should, In the namo
ol the colouel comiuaudiug tue regitnuui, express
their thanks for the opportunity which had been
allurdcd tbein of uniting us a body In tho worship at
St. Thomas'. He was the more sensible, he kaid, ol
the privilege, because ho kuew that the house
was luvariably illlod ul tuat service, as It
was ou every other oooasiou on tho Lord's
duy. He therefore, in the uume ot. the colonel,
board ol olllcers. veteran corpa and men ol
the regiment returned ibanka to the rector, wardens,
vestrymen, und to all whose oourtesy bud enabled them
to partake ol the sacred huspilulities ot til. Ibouiua'

MB. BEECHEB TO HIS BEOlMENT.

Henry Ward Beocher's first sermon to the
Thirteenth regiment lu his oapaoity of chaplain.

Thirteenth were called. Tue text was taken Irom
Ephesians, VI.. 13."Whereioro take uulo you the
wnule armor of God, that yo may ho able to with¬
stand In ibo evil day, und having done ail, to stand."
The qualities sold Mr. iieacher, that are required tor
tbe good soluler in the army or tho Ueld are precisely
those ibut are required lor the good soldier In the
spintuul Ueld. Intelligence was the Urei.au lutelli*
gcut soldier made a better oue than au igoorant sol¬
dier. Ignorance was good lor nobody, kuowledge lor
everybody. Knowledge waa not piety, hot It admin¬
istered to It. Vigilance uud waiehiuinesa wero also
marks ot the good soldier. Earnestness was oue
ot the things that mado military training
nobler. It was that which muds men throw
iho power ot their wbule being Into the cause tboy
served. Patienco also was necessary.the ability to
wait lor me consummation ol tho campaigo. So In
the spiritual world, the education of a man's soul was
not tho work of a day. Courage, too, was uocood,
whetuur the courago ol tbe animal man or the yet
belter courage ol the man that is soiismvo to danger
and summons roaaon and moral senso to glvo hi in un
artificial courage. Another thing was obedience,
prompt, unquestioning obedience, by which »hs whole
body ot soldiers codid be moved as by one arm. Wncn
the time came, aud they walled lor tbe ordor to dis¬
band, would that they could all say, "I have looght
tbe good Qgbl."

C1TIZBR8 SOLDIKRS.
While all these qualities wero uecessary for soldiers

In general there wire other unties specially applica¬
ble to the '¦gi-ntlomeu ot tho Tbirieentn." 1 hey
wero citizen soidler.-j us oitlzeus ihey should keep
the pence and as solutora they should ho the dslemi-
erg ol order. It waa their duty to prennre tor
elllcicnt service. Thoy represented tho rstsrro f res
ol the civil order. That disorder wbloti tin. police
could not suppress It was tho soldiers' iiu v to
overrule. Bhould wild times arrive when li.wluis
man threatened society uud tbe rights ol industry,
upon the soldiers woald devolve tbe duty of defend¬
ing ul tbst was dearest to man. in no
other land under heaven was revolution uud
violence so lltilo likely to happen us In Amoricr,
Here ins laws Wero the expression or the will ul tue
citizens, bo one was alslrauchusd exo. pl lor crime.
Thu whole community wus a Jury bcloro which every
man might pluud lita cause. It was morally certalu
that no ronsidciBblo class ot men lulhlscouuiry
could sutler wrong. Iho American doctrine
waa a sound oue.that all things nouuiui
lor tho public wkoI could be scoured by legal
means. Violence was a remody worse than
lbs good accomplished. It inigbt possibly
be needful under a despotism, but It wus a despcrulo
remedy uud stood at tho very door ol death even uu-
dvr u tyranuy. Ins eouniry wburo all men have a
common interest in inucuuimou weal, wbore no po¬
litical classea are allowed to perpetuate tbotn-
selves, there was no excuse, no palllstion
lor tumuriuoui uprisings of lawlos.s men.
luolr theories wero not homo brought, they
did not belung to truo American citizenship.
To the omigrabt population Americans wero indebted
tor much that was oxo lln t, wealth, labor, learning,
art, skill, industry, but tne lurelgu population could
not tench Americans the art of seli-goverumcni. Tneir
lawless doctrines brought Irom tne maddened chases
ol oppressed workingiuou lu Europe wore utterly re¬
pudiated here. Iliey were a deadly poison, and
should they over break out into disorder and be In
uutugculsui to tne rights ol loan which Ibty assumed
to aoietid aud destructive ol that liberty which nicy
aimed to acquire, tho eoergy ot a Iree people woi.ll
be aroused la maintain lln Institutions. In such an
emergency it would become tbe soldier's duty to dc.
l«'Ud tne Commonwealth. It would rest upon loom and
they would nut betray their country. I'nsy should
then be like bulwarks against which tho wuves ol dis¬
order should da»b in vain. The censciousuesa el this
bigb mission should glvo them dignity.
Alter Ilia cuuoiU'iiug prayor tlie Guiouol ol the regi¬

ment mounted the plellorm and gsva tho Iicorssary
orders lo his men, uud ihey marched out of church
in military style to tho martial notes ol tbs organ.

Semi-Centennial Celebratityi of the
Church of the Ascension.

FOREIGN MISSIONS

Rev. Howard Crosby's Address to the

Young Men's Association.

Tbe semi-centennial celebration of tbe founding of
tbo Cburcb ol tbe Ascension, wltlcb was postponed
from huuduy, tbo Mb mat., took place yesterday at
eleven o'clock A. M. Tbo spacious edifico at Fillh
nveuuo and Tomb street was completely flllcd by tbo
congregation, and tbe rector was uM'Ktod
In tbo services by tbree other clergymen.
Alter tbo regular morning prayer scrvlco ol tbo

Episcopal Church tbo roctor, Dr. John Cotton Smith,
ascended tbo pulpit and delivered a lengthy histori¬
cal sermon. Tbo roverond gentleman first referred
to tbe organization of tbo Cnurcb ol ibe Ascension
llfty years ago, an t its dedication by Bishop Uo.au
on tbe 118th of May, 18119. 'lbo congregation cboso
lor their rector tbe assistant minister of Christ
Church, and alter occupying their cdiUce on lira.id-
way grew rnpldly In numbers nu t influence. On tho
8Ulh ol Juue. 1839, the cuurch wus entirely do-
siroyud by tlie, una hut little of the contents were
saved, 'toe baptismal font, however, was preserved,
and slunds to-day tu the present edition. Too congre¬
gation, while looking lor a new silo for their church,
held services lu the Dutch Kciormed Church In Ninth
street, which had been kludly piucud at their dis-
pos.il. Some of tho vestry wcro iu I ivor of rebuild¬
ing on the burned she, but others thought it would
prove advantageous to move. 'lhu lattor liuuiiy suc¬
ceeded iu currylug their poiut, and the present site ol
the church, Tenth street and Filth avenue, was do-
elded upon. Tbo new churou was erected in X841,
Bishop Ouderdouk olOciating ut tliu ceremonies. Tho
cuurch was designed by Mr. Upjobu, architect ol
Trinity Church. 1 he present rector was called to the
church in December, 18a0.

Dr. Smith proceeded to speae at longih of tho
Christian uun Charitable work of ihecnuroh In tho
past; of tho establishment of Its missions uud
chapels and ol the erecliou of u church tu Obia Be
reierred with great feeling to the tnree rectors who
bad preceded him in the church, spoukiug more par¬
ticularly ol Drs. Eastman and liedcll, each ol whom
had ielt the church to bocotue u bishop in another
diocese, oue lu Mu'ssucnusctts ami the other iu Ohio.
The rector theu alluded to the counties ol the church
and tho members ut the congregation who had neon
most prominent in them. Ho contended tunt the
charities uud beuevolout institutions should not bo
soparatud ironi the Church. In the course ol the ser¬
mon the reveretid speaker spoko ol the li.'o and death
oi Cnptnla Frederick Eahrbush, who died on April 3,
1877, a member of Ascension Church, aud aged 111
yours. The Captain wus bora March V, 1708, and su¬
tured the Euglfsh Army at ud early uge. Ho knew
Blucber, Ney, Kugone, Victor, Lefcvro and uiunv
other prouiiucut gcneruls aud statesmen ol those days,
and bad fought lu tno Peninsula War. Ho had boon
also oue of the garrison ol St. Helena wblle Napoleon
1. was Imprisoned there. Br. Smith thought turn ho
wus realty 111 years old at the time ol his death, al¬
though thora were those who argued that it was not so.
