from encroachments and oostruclions.

MASKED BUliGLAItS.

AN UNWELCOME NOCTURNAL VISIT TO THE
RESIDENCE OK AN EAST NEW XORKER.

A daring csso ot robbery was reported to tho pollco
of KaatNew York yesterday looming by a resident of
that village. * Tho victim ol tbo outrage was Matthew
Tostivan, who roildes with his wile and lamily iu a

neat littlo house on Cypross avonuo, near tbe Jamaica
Plonk Road, a sparsely built up locality. Mr.
lostivan and his wifo retired about eleven
o'clock on Monday evening last, and had
been In bed about an hour and a half whoa Mrs. Tos¬
tivan was aroused from steep by leeling a hand on

ber face. She was about to scream wbeu a man ad¬
dressed ber In a subdued tone of voice and told bcr
that II she moved or attempted to mako any outcry
lie would blow nor brains out. Iu order to nnprera
upon bor that this was uol nn idle throat, but
that ho was prepared to carry It into exo-
cutioo, tho villain presented tho muzzle of
a pistol at bcr head. Tbcro was a light burning family
In tbe room by which Mrs. Tosuvau demoted tho
proser.eo ol a second man, both rufllaiis having their
lcaiurcs partial.y masked with black dominoes. I ne
lehow who addressed her demaudod the surrender of
her money. Mio gave linn her pocketbook, which
contained Alter extminwig mo contents ol the
purse tho unci raid, "That is not all tho money.
You have got mure ncre and wo must have II." They
then raised up iho pillow truiu beneath tbo
bead of tbe tcrriUcd women, nnd ihcro tncy found
JUS in greenback!-, and a gold wakcb and chain bo-
louging to her. The robbers then took up tlie cioihoa
01 which Mr. Toslivan had divested bimselt boloro
going to bod and leisurely cxamtued the pockets, turn¬
ing loom inside out. In the palaloons pocket thoy
secured f>, making their booty in cash $i50 in all.
The roober wbo look too watch and chain then ap¬
proached Mrs. fostivau and banded bor hack tho wulch.
smog "-he could have that, as It was ol no use
to ibem." ine moo then made good thoir exit,
going by tho rear doer on tbe lower floor.

Mr. Tostivan awoke wuile tho thieves wcro Iu too
bedroom, but as It was useless lo attempt to eject tbo
armed robbers, who had threatened violence U inter¬
fered with, he remained quiet until thoy had departed.
He is a boss mason and bad been employed in tbe con¬
struction ol tho now House ol the Good Shepherd.
Last week be received to payment lor Ills work
a bill amounting to several hundred dollars. Tho
police who tro engaged in worklog up the
caso are ol tbe opinion that the robbery
was perpetrated by persons who knew of
tbe fact that Mr. Tostivan uad recoivod this money,
and wore also aware that no kept it in Ills bouse. Tho
description given of the burglars is a meagre one.
Mr. J'osilvau-a iys that ono ol the men Is about five
le< t eight inches in height and the other shout live
lent six inches. They both wore dark Clothes nud
black slouch hate, which latter they kupt dqeu w< ll
over tbolr faces, so as to conceal their lcaiurcs as
much us possible.

A depositor wanted a new committee. The trus¬

tees had been tolling a heap ol llos about the aflalrs of
Ibo bank and ho wantod the whole matter thoroughly
sifted, lie complained of the political aspect the case
waa taking.
Manui Lorn sahj '.ho worklngmon were at Inult In

not having better safeguard* thrown around savings
banks. They should elect proper men to the I.cglsm-
turo. When a savings bank breaks the trustees
suoiiM be hold responsible.

Mr. Jlass relerred to the necessity ol raising funds
lor lUe proseeulicu ol ihior examination into the adairs
ol I lie hank. A lawyor would have to he employed,
experts lor senrcutug the books engaged, utid other
expense* inclined winch ihe comiuilloo could tiotleol
it incumbent upon thorn to bear.

He was very
economical and Industrious; bis earnings bo invested
lu real estate, und those investments proven very
Jortnnaie, he having leased property in Canal
street at nn almost nominal rent in 1807, and
which brought him in an enormous rental.
I his property was alterward sold when the leases lull
in, aud Mr. Dickie tailed to purcnaae it. this preyed
upon ins mind, and he bocamo a changed man. lie

vwas dospondent and feared that ho should want money
to ouv bread with, lnta became so marked that in
August. 1874, nu application was made by bta family
l»r a commission tu lunacy, und bo was declared a
lunatic. He was worth $4ti0,000 lu personal property
and as an evidence ol ine menial condition ol the
testator Mr. Hoardman said tnat he placen tins prop¬
erty in tno hands ol a stranger, a man whom he had
only knowu lor about six weeks, and H was subse-
qileutiy tukeu from ibis person by pfocess
ot law. It waa shown in those proceed-
Ings thai Mr. Dickie was not responsible
tor his actions by the leetimony of the officers oi sev¬
eral banks, who said they bad known biui to draw
checks lor $3u,000 when he only wanted $30, aud that
they paid him one dollar bills instead ol thousand
dollar bills, aud with those he was quite sattslled.
