The Hemarp correspondent in St. Peters-
ourg telegraphs os follows:—*Nothing is
known of the result of the interviews be-
tween Count Schouvaloff and the Cazar,
and the most disquieting rumors are cur-
renl. Every one interprets it acecording lo
his hopes or fears, and the absence of
suthentic information fills the public mind
with well-grounded uneasiness.

UNEASINESS IN TDE PALACE.

“Thie uneasiness is felt with peculiar
force in the palace, where n closer knowl-
edge of the actual facts might be expected,
and the nnxiety deepens from hour to hour.
It is thought that if Count Schouvaloff had
succeeded in making any impression on
the Emperor some indication of a change
would have been visible before now, and
the situation may thercfore be looked upon
88 still very unpromising.

LEAVING THE CAPITAL.

“The Grand Duke Michael returns to
the Caucasus in a week, when the Emperor
will instal himsclf at Czarskoi-Selo. Count
Schouvaloff will leave St. Petersburg for

London on Saturday."
