THE rEMCELA EARTHQUAKE.
WIDESPREAD DEVASTATION CAUSED BY SHOCKS.

THE KIVEES HEATED liY THE SUBTEBKANKAN
EIBBS.THE TOWN OF CUA COMPLETELY DE-

SI BOXED.
Havana, May 22,1878.

Reports from the districts of Venezuela recently
devastated by the great earthquake are arriving
s.owly, but indicate u very widespread destruction
of property and distressing loss of lile The town
of Cua was completely destroyed by the heavy
shocks of April 14, and all the surrounding planta¬
tions and settlements shared the same late. Cua
is about twenty-live tulles from Caracas, and has
repeatedly suffered from eurtliciaakes.

PHENOMENAL HEAT.
Oelore and during the progress of the convul¬

sion the heat over the districts visited became in¬
tense. Even the r.vera were rendered unbearable
for the fish, which leaped out of the water. The
river Tuy was particularly attected in this way.

SKVKUK SHOCKS.
The severity of the shocks was greater than has

been belore experienced by the present generation.
It Is regarded as havihg been greater than those ot
1812, which caused extraordinary destruction. The
damage indicted on the country cannot yet tie esti¬
mated, but it is believed to reach over $100,000 in
Caracas.

IN FEAR AND TREMBLING.
The inhabitants, although accustomed to visita¬

tions of less severity, are in a state of panic since
the earthquake occurred, Jearlng its recurrence.
The most dismal rumors reach Caracas of the de¬
struction of life In the Interior. Meantime dis¬
tress prevails among the poor whose property has
been ruined. The government is taking measures
for their reliet

NO RKl'HTll IO.X UP FORMER RAIDS.
Second.Irishmen througnoal the Northorn Stales

nnd the Canodas are wide awsxe aud looking for an

opportunity to strike a blow for tboir national
independence, aud to cripple or hamper Groat
Britain, it possible; but at present no repe¬
tition of lormcr Fonlan raids la generally
Intended. Irishmen in Canada have no sympathy
with sucb movements, wliieh would endanger their
own homos and property and invoivo an outrage upon
Canadian communities which have nevor done them
any harm. Kaida are also discountenanced by the
better and more Intelligent Irlsb patrioia on this Bide
of the border, trom Ueuoral Shields downward.
