Scenes and Incidents During the Accom-
olishment of the Feat.

On (be 4lb lost. Francisco l'enllo essayed (lie un¬

equalled task ni covering 306 miles in fifteen hours, at

Prospect Park, near Gravosond, L. 1., but woe pre
vootod from accomplishing this wonderful feat by a

heavy rain storm, which rendered the track very
heavy, the last fifty miles being done in deep, soggy
clay. His time at the Prospect Park race was fifteen
hours and ten minutes.ten miDutea more than Ins
limit. On thai occasion Puralto only bad thirty-two
horses, out of which more than hull became almost
useless as soon as the rain set tn and ibo track be-
oame heavy, uuJ with scttreoly a dozen goud, game
nogs to tlntsh the remaining fourin ol that race

Peraito came so near winuing. His best milo at

Prospect Park was dono in 2m. 13s., and but low
other miles were done in 2m. 10s., 2m. 19s., 2ui. 21s.

At two A. M. yeitordny the excursion 'bus Amort-
cue left ibeGrand Central Hotel lor Fleetwood Park,
