tJearcely a month bad passed when tbe Watltins
Rowing Association took up tbo proposal, announced
a meeting lor late In May, on Seneca Lake, oir tbe
townot Welkins, and promised tbe victors in tbe three
classes of races ubove uained a ten weeks' trip to Eu¬
rope ut tbe association's expense, and to send four
¦ubstllnies besides. So handsome an offer, sus¬
tained by me reputation tbe Walking' lour
had made In various races, notably In ber sal¬
ient Ugbt with tbe London Kowlng lour
at tbo Centennial, and by tho well kuown generosity
and wealtb of Its president, General George J. Msgoo,
aroused at once a deep Interest among tbe boatlag
men, and those wbo bad not done steady work
throughout the winter bent to It with redoubled eo-

ergy.
