Dr. Hopwprib preached yesterday morning on

MA l'trguual God." His text was selocted Irom
Psalm xc., Si."fielore the mountains were biougtn
forth, or ever thou bfcst lortued the earth nod
the world, even Irom everlasting to everlast¬
ing, thou art God." Mr. Herbert Spencer, said
Dr. Hepwortb, Is certainly in lbs rigbt when be tslls
us that Ood is unknowable. In saying this be does
nothing more tban paraphrase tbe words ol boly writ.
But be Is as certainly wrong when bo asserts that
because Ood Is unknowable we ma/ rogard Him with
Utter tndiOereuce. All who buvo tboughtiully passed
through strange vicissitudes bavo learned that in
that one word, *'Uod," tbe destinies and the bopes of
tbe human soul are given. It Is tbe miraculous
Source of all our motives for tbo present llmo and all
our ssplrstlous toward the future. Blot that ouo

Word out of the human oonseieocs aud you would
change the world into a desert at once, over wboso
hoi sands It would be more tban torture to walk.
But write that ouo word in loiters' of light on tbo
'human character and you Davo all poasiblo tropical
fruit, lalneaa and splendor. I buvo been reading
wnn great care tbe essays or Mr. feckel, ol whom-1
bavo spoken to-vou on this plutloriu belore. Hu was

one ol the theorists wuo aro socking to account lor toe
Universe without God. Asl havoeounod his blind argu¬
ments I have said to htm, in imagination, '-hut, my
dear Irloud, you are arguing my soul out ol me. 11
what you say is true thou tbo baldest errors 01 tbe
most blind delusions are bettor than this fact and truth
ol yours.
