UNACKNOWLEDGED OBLIGA1IONS.
The tremendous influence of Voltaire
upon French thought is something you
cannot rake together and look at it in the
lump. It is diffused and disguised in a
hundred different ways, and it would sur-
prise most of the haters of hia name if they
only saw Lhow much even they are indebted
to him for precision in resesrch, broadness
of view on many questions, and the senti-
ment of ordered liberty which, they being
in the minority, permits them to live, Yot
some of the clerical party here blame him
for eyerything that goes wrong, just as
Huogo makes Gavroche sing: —

Je suis tombé par terre;
C'est la Inute de Voltalirs,

In view of all this I think it was sheer
ingratitude for tho clericals first to declare
in terror that Jacobinism was to take a new
life on the 30th of May; then, seecing
everybody laughing at them, to demand
that the impious Arouet should be put
down by the government, and then, as the
government was not moved by their ex-
hortations, to get up a commemoration of
Joan of Are. Poor Joan, whom the
legitimists of her day gave over to the
English to be roasted alive, was rather a
weak foil to play against the author of
“La Pacelle ;* but the legitimists are
badly off in the philosophie line, and the

The Voltairians went to the theatre and
the circus, and the Joanists went to chwreh ;
the Voltairians listened to blazing orators
wnxing eloquent and the Joanists became
eloquent looking at blazing wax. It was
*the church taper against the light of prog-
ress, contrast suggestive !" as Victor Hugo
would say in his lurid way of putting sim-
ple things. However, everything went off
quietly—expiatory tapers and oratorical
rockels—and what is also gutifying. the
observance of the day brought the greatest
crowd and the highest receipts yet to thoe
Grent Exhibition.

A GUEAT DAY AT THE EXHIDITION,

That was a good way to honor the mem-
ory of Voltaire, who had a good deal to say
in his time of the functions of matter and
the triumphs of huwman skill. There were
132,000 admissions to the great foir on the
Champ de Mars, and they certainly were
not a very dangerous looking ecrowd that
roamed about and ate their lunches in
honor of Voltaire nmid the wonders of in-
dustry und art.
