The Im¬
pression among those who have become thoroughly
Informed la that an Importnot advance was made by
Anderson's documents toward establishing tho
existence of a conspiracy among loading repnbli.
can politicians In Louisiana to so manlpu'ate the
election there as to fraudulently give its electoral
vote to the republican oaudidatea. Prominent re¬

publicans hero do not conooal, In private conver¬

sation, their reeling that It ihiscan be conclusively
establlanod It will be a serious mailer, and this
what her any ot ttaoir visiting statesmen aro In¬
volved or not. Farther evidence on this head Is
therefore, waited with general unxloty. It la a fact
also, that Secretary Sherman's uncertain reply as
o whether or not he wroto tho letter attributed to him
has letl an unpleasant impression. People frlcn ily to
hl:n, as woll as those opposed, nsk why he did not on-

awer at once, and decidodly, either yes or no. Some
ol hla friends suggest that be wishes to commit nil tho
witnesses tbo committee may hive to the assertion
that ho did wrile it and then proseouta them crimi¬
nally lor perjury. But In that event, others
object, bo hat weakened his own care by testifying
ho la himself uncertain whether he wroioltor not,»nd
at the same timo seems to Dave committed bimse'lt to
Ooubu ns to the propriety ot tho lattor.

"II be had said, *1 aid write tt,
and. under the circumstances, 1 maintain
that It was a perfectly proper letter to write; that
would have been firm ucu tenable ground," said a

1; has been a eialn on the
administration that H fnvored the admission of
Kellogg to the Senate, kept Mftdlson Wells In office,
gave Audcrson a cotnfortablo placo, sent Stearns,
o. * lorldn, to the Rot Springs and Packord to Liver,
pool, nnd look ooro in other places of a multitude ot
men who were engaged in the election in ways
which made them suspected and disreputable. It
w.ia said that, though this was not civil ser¬
vice reform, tt was yet but tho usual
rewarding or partisan services; but in the light ot An¬
derson's document regarding tbo agreement between
him and Nash, to which othor evidence seems to show
that Kellogg, at least, was privy, and of the correspond-
anco tetwocn Mr. Matthews and Anderson, this whole
business assumes a mora ainlstor look.

It is but Just to the Prosident to say that, in reply
to the question how he could excuse or explafn such
appointments, no una said to your correspondent that
moat oi thcao men were ruined In the community In
which they lived by doicg what he believed their
honoat duty; that their business perished, nobody
would deal with them, and that under tbeso circum¬
stances bo thought It only right that tbev should
be provided lor according to their abilities. Hence to

pondent has lost ono mombor ol bis faintly from
typbo-malariai fever, snJ another Is prostrated with
Intermittent fever.
Major W. J. McDonald, Chief Clerk of the United

States Senato and tbe oldest In servlco of tbe »en<ito
clerical foroe, iaat tbe point of death with an acute
attack of Brlgbt'sdiscasool tbe kidneys. Ho has boon
suffering Irom tbo attack for a considerable time, but
bos been confined to his bed.only about ten days. A
most tragio iutsrost attends bis caso. A council
01 pbyslcians was held yesterday, and another to-day.
When yesterday be was pronounced beyond recovery
Mrs. McDonald, his wile, dropped dead of grief, and
Shook Her death, which happened last nigbt,brought nu
added bereavement to the afflicted family aud served
to preelpitato tbo malady that is slowly wearing away
the life .of tbe busband aod father. Tho pbystotaus
report a slight improvement in bia condition,to-oigbt,
but bold out no bope whatever ol his recovery.

THE INVESTIGATION AND ITS ICOBABbl EE-

SOLTS CONSIDERED-.
To me Editor or the Ukuald:.
Whether It is wise or proper to Institute n Con¬

gressional inquiry Into the olectlon frauds ot 187B de¬
pends ontlroly upon tbo qnestion whether evidence
can tin got withont tbo authority of Congross; art-
denco. I mean, wntch a Congrossiounl Committee,
armed with its proper powors, can get. It la wall
understood hare among democrats that therir la such
evidence, and that mere private Inquiry could not oh.
tain Ik This la Ibo real aud I think sufficient excuse
lor a Congressional investigation. If it bad been
oponly and plainly given In the House,
and If the Investigation bad . bean aulTerod
to oover also tbo ground they had a

right to demand the republicans coald not deeon^tly
hnvo refused It, Mr. Potter's tnlstako was In pre¬
senting a resolution prefaoed by and on the ploa of the
abourd Maryland resolutions. This ut onco put him
and tbo party tn a falso position, which, In tho House
debatos and in his public letter, be has been ever
sluco trying to get out of, and whiob tbo republican
politicians, who bad been at their wits' ends lor an
lasuo in the fall canvass, have made busto to jump on
and ore making the most of. In fact, they are making
so much ot It that they will get through with ft before
tho canvass opena It is a foolish and false Issue, as
tho pcoplo already ceo,

As to the Investigation, It mutt rosult In one of tw o

ways. Either nothing will be discovered implicating
prominent republicans, and conclusively showing that
Mr. Hayes did rocolve a majority of the votes ot
tho Electoral Callage, In whieli caso Mr. Potter will
have whitewashed (be republican party, and the cry
ol fruud against its loadora will ccaso, with which
they ought lo bo cntlroiy satistlrd and happy; or, on

tho other band, the commltloe will deinonstruto by
conclusive ovideneo that republican frauds woro com *

milted sufficient to Invalidato tbo election, and that
Mr. Hnyo« did not rightly receive a majority of tho
electoral voto, as tbo constitution requires. What
then?
Mr. Potter, as it seoms to mo. Id a needlessly am¬

biguous manner suggests what la true in that case,
ihcro being no law covering such a case; und It being
highly improbable that bath houses of Congress wil1
pus» and the Presldeut will alga a bill to cover If
nothing ouu be dono to cbango tbe roeull already at¬
tained or to unseal Mr. Hayes. He ought to have said
plainly what he knows and meant; mat wbon mo
committee has shown conclusively that Mr. Hayes Is
not entitled lo the office he holds there us duty and
the duty ot the democratic party aud ol Congress
censor.
