OBITUARY.

COCNT ACHILLE BtRtGUAV d'hILLIERS, MAB-
SUA' OF FRANCE.

A cable despatch from Fans announces the deal!)
of Couui Acblllle B raguay d'Uiliiere, Marshal ol
France. Ho was the sou of General Luuis Barugniy
d'HIIliers, wb« was dHgracod by Napoleon I. and died
In 1813. He entered tbe military school in 1807 and
wis commissioned as u sub-lieutenant in
the Ch isscnrs a Ch-ral in 1812, at the ago
of seventeen years. He took part ia the great
battle of Leipsio, whero his left hand was shot of,
and in 1814 he Was promoted to the rang of captain.
During the "hundred days" be took sides with the
Bourbons, and in M iy, 1815, resigned bis commission.
Alter the Dual overthrow of Napoleon *he again en*

terod iho army and was appointed captain In tha
v Royal Guard in October, 1815. In 1818 be was pro-
mo ed to the rank ol ch-l do batailion, passed into

tbe Ninth regiment of lufuntry, took .part In the

Spanish campaign and was appointed lieutenant
colouoi in 1825. He participated In tbe expe-
dit'on to Algiers in 1830 and became a colonel In

tbe course of tbe same year. lu 1832 fie was

appointed second in command at tbe Military Sobool
of St. Cyr, where he sou the coutldcnce of the gov¬
ernment by ibe energy with which ho suppressed a

republican demonstration among the cadets. i'n»

moted to tn« rank of Mtrdch tl do Camp in 1838 ho

assumed the chici fomtnund at St. Cyr, which he re-

laluui till 1810 Iu the following year he was sent to

A goria, where he commanded several expeditions
against the Ar bi. Duriug tbls period tho Due
d'Aumaie served under blm, and was men-

tloued with honor in his reports, a fact
which naturally gained him the good will of
tbe young Pnnco's father, Louis Pbillppo.

the Republic. Intbe Ass tnbiv lie voto generally
wlin ibn Right, but on a lew occaslous supported tho
Left, notably against the suspension ol tho newspa¬
pers and against ihe ordor ol the day declaring
ib it General Cavalguac had deserved well of th«
country. Alter the elections of December, 1848, bo
became ono ol the chiefs oi tho majority, supported
ah tho repressive measures against the press and tbo
clubs, and was ono of the founders and presi¬
dent of the reactionary coinmilleo of tbo Huo
do Poitiers.

On tho outbreak ol tbe war with Rus¬
sia ho was appointed to mo command ol the iroopa
destined lor ihe operations ill the Baltic, and, altera
snort siogo, succeeded, with the nelp of tne allied
lleei, lu capturing ibe unimportant loriresa ol Bornur-
suud. For this achievement he was made a Marshal
ol France and gl yen a soal in tlio Senate, ol which
he became one of the four vice presidents. In
the wir witn Austria in 185U be was ap¬
pointed to the command ot the First corps
ol tbo Army of tbe Alps and bud charge of the llrst
operation* ol tlio Frencb In Italy.
