A HINT TO SECRETARY EVARTS.

The International Railroad Project and
the Mexican Congress.

City or Mexico, May 28, 1878.
'The news of the appearance of Lerdista bands on

the Mexican Irootier uud their conflict with the gov¬
ernment troops, lit whion the latter claim "Hist
boon," UM uot roach this capital until some time
alter fAad been published iu the Herald and prob¬
ably forgotten by its readers. The reason lor ibis 1
bavo already stated. The telegraph to tne frontier is a
hiere theory ; uot a tangible, practicable convenience.
The incurs ou ol tne l.ordUlus has uot created much
Btlr in ibe public mind, although it has spurred ou

President Diaz to energetic menburus, with a view
to the sp> edy suppression of what the existing gov¬
ernment now .calls Insurrection. According to tho
ollicial report forwarded to the Minister of Wur and
duly published in the papors ol this city, viclory
perched upon the banuors ol the government troops
In the last engagement. Tho victory coosistod in tho
killing or wounding ol one insurgent una tho capture
ol two horses by the troops aforesaid, of wuorn no

ono was hurt, their commander dignifying tins littlo
unpleasantness Into a "deed of arms." So l»r the
Lordislas have not accomplished anything, and their
prospects appear by no meuus bright. Tho only mili¬
tary man ol note among thein is Kscobedo,
*ud ho is more conspicuous for tho length
of his cars than lor executive ability. Of
course, this is the country ol surprises, and the
Lerdistus may bo at it ugatn if an opportunity should
occur. Although some ot President Diaz's advisers
ire by nu means popular, yet ho has not lust his hold
apon tho musses. No one quostious his honesty una

patriotism, and his administration Is still favorably
compared with that of Ins predecessor, ills military
resources, loo, uro great enough to inspire respect.
He has uu army numbering about forty thousand men,
kud, what Ib most es-ential', luev arc promptly paid.
The ualslortunc of this government, as It has been tne
misfortune of every precediug one, consuls In tho
(act that it has a superabundance ol military genius
ou bund. 1 allude to the great number of gouerais
who are leeches upon tho public purse.prolessionul
revolutionists, whose services oro not wanted, but
who have to be paid to *kecp them qulci. Mr.

But 1 shall reserve luriuer comment onHbo Mexi¬

can situation to President Diaz himself, with whom 1
sought uu interview iu order to present to the readers
of the Herald an authoritative statement ol bis views
and intentions. President Diaz Is not behind the age.
He probably soea tho advautago of commuuicatiug
with tho world at large through the medium of tho
leadtug Americau journal, and bavlug ou a lormer oc¬
casion convinced himself mat his utterances would
be lalrly stulea, no received tbo Herald representa¬
tive with' Ills wonted cordiality, and conversed upon
public matiors In general as freely as ibe subject per¬
mitted.
The wHtor remarked:."I hope, Mr. Prealdont, that

the recognition by the United States will help to con-
lolidate your government and doleat any attempt at
revolution by Mr. Lordo or his military udhercnts."
"I ho rocogultion of this government," answered

General Diaz, "may help to render ImposMblo »Dy
successful attempt at revolution ou tho part of Mr.
Lcrdo or bis lollowers, although tbore aro other and
troutcr reasons why such an undertaking should end
Id Ignominious lunure. As fur Mr. Lordo bimtelf. I
Can hardly believe that bo would cnuspire upon

foreign soil against his own country ; still less thai bo
would ally himself wlih savages on tho frontier, as ft
has been reported; lor in doing ho he would place
himself outside of the pale of civilization "

"1 suppose tnat the recognition on tho part of tho
Uuttcd Status was spontaneous and unconditional T"
¦aid ibe writer.
"Yes," continued tho President. "The recognition

was, n not spontaneous, at least unconditional. As
I told ynu during the first interview, wo cuuld not
admit any conditions as u basis ol recognition; It was
a prerequisite, and I am clad that tho United States
government saw at last tbojustico ol our argument
In that respect."

President Diaz said he was not fully prepared to

answer the question, adding, "1 can only say, in a

general way, that I am In lavor of a commercial
treaty between the two cuuniric-.«uch as will be ad¬

vantageous to both. At present wo ure negotiating
with Hie United States as regards tbo Indian ravages
on the Ironlier.how to stop their depredations and
limit them to a certain extent ot territory. After
this question is arranged wp shall see what we can

do about u commercial treaty."

"What is your opinion, Mr. Prcsnleut, regarding
the Intoroceauio ruilioad Irouj the city ot Mexico to
tho Ainerlcun frontier and to the l'ucilio? Do you
thiulc it will obtain the sanction ol Cougreas, and are

you personally ta lavor of it?" was the next inquiry
ol mo writer.

'T urn in tuvor ol Mr. Sullivan's Inleroccaulo rail¬
road," said iho President, "as being the only one be
lore us, and X have done all I could to promote it.
As to whether it will receive the sanction ol Congress
1 »ni uuablc to say. Our Uongreis, like yours, is a

baiy indouendeni of the Executive, and it is not possi¬
ble to say what It wlfj do. 11 Mr. huiiivaa's project
does not go tnrough ibis session It will bo ratber Iroui
ick ol lime lliun Irom lack ot votes. Of course 1 can

ouly urge It upon Congress to a certain lluiit. If It
should meat with determine i resistuuee I shall with¬
draw from it rather than create i.l toellng by per¬
sistent pressure. Mexico Is very much iu Deed of
raiiro ids, und tbls government will encourage auy en¬

terprise that will give reasonable gnuruuiee lor supply¬
ing tbat greut WiUL"

Alluding to the railroad between Vera Cruz and tho
city of Mexico your correspondent remarked thgt tho
pi in of I uxtepec (the platform of the revolution
headed by Ucuorai Diaz) distinctly promised that said
railroad would bo coinpe.ied to reduce Its exorbitant
charges ol freight and passengers. Why bad nut that
promise been fulfilled?
"The preceding government," continued General

Diaz, "tuade a cootrucl wttn the railroad company
which was ill-advised and wot iu the interest of the
people, authorizing tho rullroad to charge tbo high
rates you mention. We canoot break that contract,
bat we ere now negotiating with tho managers with a

view to a reduction."
"Is your administration, Mr President, In lavor of

a reuuclion oi the customs tariff ?"
"This govern moot," replied the President, "Is In

favor'of revising the customs tariff, and there Is now a

measure belore Congress which will bring greal rollel
to commerce. 1 mean the aboilttSn ot interstate
cu-uoms (Atcabalas). Wo al.-o propose to abolish tbo
export duty uu silver and gold. These measures car¬

ried out ibe greatest impediments to a lrto com¬

mercial intercourse will baVo beeu removed auil then
there will bo time to think of reducing the import
duties."

DIPLOMATIC RELATION'S.

"Is thero any prospect ol tbo resumption of diplo¬
matic relations betwe-u this country and France and
Uuglauu?" inquired your correspoudeut.
"Our uoor is uot shut," said the President "We

are ready to meet overtures, but wo abuil uot take the
initiative in this matter. As with the United stuios
wu shall not compromise the nation il dignity for the
sake of obtaining recognition, dome time ago a halt
way proposition came irom a gentleman connected
with iho French government, but as It uppcared rather
distngonuous the offer was not availed of. More re¬

cently the French government announced that there
would be a apace reserved for M-xican exhibitors, but
no official invitation uavitig been addressed to this
government, as wa< necessary to secure Its considera¬

tion, I do not think that any use will bo made of'that
offer."
